Archaeologists have discovered a symbolic toilet from the eighth century B.C. in Jerusalem that could be a clue to religious reforms in the Kingdom of Judah under King Hezekiah.  Religious reforms, in this case, is a euphemism for quite literally defecating on the holy places one wishes to drive out of business. 
The stone toilet sits in Tel Lachish, a sprawling Iron Age city and the Kingdom of Judah's most important one after its capitol, Jerusalem. The stone toilet was found in what the archaeologists believe to be a gate-shrine within Israel's largest ancient city gate.  The ruler at that time, King Hezekiah, enacted campaigns of religious worship and reform that made their way into the Hebrew Bible on multiple occasions. 

In one corner of the shrine sits a stone seat with a hole in the center.  The archaeologists believe that not only is it definitely a toilet, it’s a toilet that was installed for the express purpose of literally desecrating the shrine.  King Hezekiah, it seems, was just following instructions against idol worship in the Holy Scriptures: 
2 Kings 10:27
27 And they brake down the image of Baal, and brake down the house of Baal, and made it a draught house unto this day.

Nehushtan -- something made of copper, i.e. The copper serpent of the Desert received for Moses by which the Children of Israel received life by looking upon this image.  Nehushtan in the Hebrew comes from the root word nechosheth which means:  Copper, bronze, brasen, brass, chain, copper, fetter (of brass), filthiness, steel.

The 10 Commandments . . . 
Exodus 20:1-17; Deuteronomy 5:6-21
First Table -- Proper Worship of the Living God, Jehovah.
Commandment #2:
4 Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth.
Note:  " . . . any graven image, . . . "  In the Hebrew graven image means:  A carved image, an idol.  An idol -- carved (graven) image.  Any likeness of any image that represents God in all forms of service.  Thus, the adoration, i.e.:  worship given to idols is forbidden and NOT OF GOD.  
God vehemently opposed the setting up of any images of any kind that represented God.  There was to be no likeness nor any image of the Caesars or Emperors in their "temple," because they placed their own likeness there as deities, and had a show of religious worship.  Any image of God was not to be made at all, since no similitude was ever seen of Him, Deuteronomy 4:15-19, or any likeness that could be conceived by man.  As it was a gross piece of ignorance, madness, and impudence, to pretend to make one, and great impiety to make it in order to be the object of religious worship.  Thus, not any image or the image of anything whatever was to be made.

Not any likeness [of anything] that is in heaven above.  Thus, no form, figure, portrait, or picture of anything or of any creature whatever, whether in the supreme, starry, or airy Heaven -- as of Angels which some have gone into worship, nor of the sun, moon, and stars -- the host of heaven -- or of any of the birds of the air, as the hawk by the Egyptians, and the dove by the Assyrians.

Not any likeness that is in the earth beneath --  such as oxen, sheep, goats, cats, dogs for such were "the gods" of Egypt.

Not any likeness that is in the water under the earth -- as of fishes, such as were the crocodile of Egypt -- Sobek is the god of crocodiles and the River Nile, https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Sobek, Dagon of the Philistines, https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Dagon, www.alemattec.com/satanic images of the Vatican, 2.htm, and the Derceto of the Syrians, https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Atargatis.  This is the Second Commandment, the first part of it, which forbids the making of graven images for worship, and the next part of the Second Commandment the other part follows, is the worship of them itself.
  
5 Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me;
6 And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments.



Images shall be unto thee as a menstruous cloth, Isaiah 30:20-22.  Neither shall they defile themselves any more with their idols, Ezekiel 37:23.
