I wrote to write back if you'd like to chat, not ATTACK! You attack me directly and personally. The Lord Jesus Christ said you will know them by their love one toward another. 

I don't believe we have the same Authority the Lord Jesus Christ had when He was here.  He turned water into wine – instantly,  laid down His Life, for no man took it, and He raised Himself from the dead, He raised people from the dead, healed people instantly, created food for thousands, walked on water, etc . . .  I've NEVER seen anyone do this!  If you have the same Authority prove it to me.  Do these things.  I don't believe you have the same Authority.  Neither do I. 
We are NOT to understand these words of everyone that believes in the Lord Jesus Christ, of every private believer in Him, but only of the Apostles, and each of them, to whom He says, the works that I do shall you do also; you shall raise the dead, heal all manner of diseases, and cast out devils; things which the Lord Jesus Christ gave His Apostles power to do, when He first gave them a Commission to Preach the Gospel, and when He renewed and enlarged it: and which they did perform, not in their own name, and by their own power, but in the Name, and by the Power of the Lord Jesus Christ and concerning the greater works than these shall you do; meaning, not greater in nature and kind, but MORE IN NUMBER; for the Apostles, over a long period of time, and over the course of years, went about Preaching the Gospel, not in Judea only, but in all the world (satan's family); "God also bearing them witness with signs and wonders, and divers miracles and gifts of the Holy Ghost," Hebrews 2:4, wherever they went: these greater works meant the many instances of conversion, which the Apostles were instrumental in, and which were more in number than those which were under our Lord's personal ministry while He walked the earth with them.

This is precisely why I haven't toned down what I believe.  I've been on this site for five years, and have met precisely five people.  None have worked out.  I immediately DELete:  Roman Catholics, spiritual but not religious, other, agnostic, and atheist which eliminates about 99.9% before I ever get started.

Even the ones that I've met, as soon as you start speaking of the Lord Jesus Christ on your first date  I can see their eyes glossing over.  I literally had one woman in mid-sentence say I'm sorry it's raining, and she literally scurried out and never looked back.  She was a former Roman Catholic, Methodist, Presbyterian, Church of Christ, and now non-Denominational which I'm finding is really a Charismatic (Pentecostal) for the most part in disguise, that is -- they speak in tongues. Since tongues were done away with when the Book of Revelation was completed (as were instantaneous healings,) then what they believe to be of God is really by satan who loves to mimic the things of God.  (I'm attaching a study I've done on tongues).

The Lord Jesus Christ told the Apostles that the world (satan's family) would hate them, as they were not of this world, but of the world (family) of God, adopted into that family by the Lord Jesus Christ Himself before the Lord Jesus Christ created anything, before the foundation of the world (world here meaning the physical earth).

What's there to be ashamed of when it comes to the Lord Jesus Christ?  Perfect love, perfect sacrifice, perfect wisdom, perfect.  O.K., I Preached for two years.  I was a Gideon for six years before that.  I know what the Holy Bible states, as I study it.  I can speak confidently about it.  One should.  It's interesting to me that people who don't know the Scriptures always like to state that it is my opinion or my "interpretation."  Therefore, I always quote Holy Scripture directly so that if they have a problem, it is not with me but with the Word of God.
2 Timothy 3:16-17

16All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 

17That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.

Note:  The word "perfect" in the New Testament means:  full, complete, whole, mature, sound in one's Doctrine.  So, let's see how this word PERFECT is used throughout the New Testament (this is only a small sample):
Acts 22:3
I am verily a man which am a Jew, born in Tarsus, a city in Cilicia, yet brought up in this city at the feet of Gamaliel, and taught according to the perfect (WHOLE OR COMPLETE) manner of the law of the fathers, and was zealous toward God, as ye all are this day.

Acts 24:22
And when Felix heard these things, having more perfect (complete) knowledge of that way, he deferred them, and said, When Lysias the chief captain shall come down, I will know the uttermost of your matter.

Romans 12:2
And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect (whole or complete), will of God.
1 Corinthians 2:6
Howbeit we speak wisdom among them that are perfect: (whole, complete, sound in their Doctrine) yet not the wisdom of this world, nor of the princes of this world, that come to nought:

1 Corinthians 13:10
But when that which is perfect (whole, complete – when the Holy Bible was finished as the Book of Revelation was completed) is come, then that which is in part (incomplete, immature, partial revelation given in tongues) shall be done away.
is come in 1 Corinthians 13:10 above, in the Greek is:  eµrxomai, transliterated Erchomai means: be established.

The word established means:  Main Entry: es·tab·lish 

Pronunciation: \i-ˈsta-blish\

Function: transitive verb
to institute or to establish in a position or office, to originate and get established, inaugurate – to bring about the beginning of), to make firm or stable, settle, to bring into existence, to put on a firm basis – set in place, complete, to gain full recognition or acceptance of , to make (a church), to put beyond doubt : prove < I established my innocence >

1 Corinthians 13:10
But when that which is perfect (whole or complete) is come (is established), then that which is in part shall be done away.

Tongues were to cease when the Holy Bible was established, complete, whole.  It was so when the Lord Jesus Christ Himself closed the Book.
You cannot correct, reproof, nor instruct one in righteousness if it is purely your opinion or your "interpretation."  You must KNOW what is being said.  You must have been given that gift by the Holy Spirit, one that is completely outside you.  It it is through His power that you have that gift.  Not one you simply chose.
I believe it to be the highest disservice to be one Called by God to speak His Truth and not know His Truth.  There is not this Truth and that Truth, but ONE Truth.  It is clear and unmistakable.  Right away, know each and every part of Holy Scripture?  No, of course not; as one must study to know the Truth and to find ourselves approved.
If I call myself a Professor of Accounting, and as a Professor I was one who was to TEACH Accounting to others.  If, I came to a difficult part and declared, you can actually look at this a couple different ways.  Some people say you do it this way, and others say (they have a different “interpretation”) another way.  This would cause:  uncertainty, disorder, confusion in the mind of the person trying to understand the Accounting “Truth”.  EXACT same principle with Holy Scripture – you must KNOW the Truth, understand the Truth, have confidence that God has revealed in Truth in an orderly, certain, non confusing manner.  Why?  If you aren’t sure, and you believe that some “interpret it one way, and others another” than you are double-minded, having your mind divided.  Let’s see what the Holy Bible says about this . . . what the man of God is to look like (one Truly Called by God).
1 Corinthians 14:32-34

32And the spirits of the prophets are subject to the prophets. 
33For God is not the author of confusion, but of peace, as in all churches of the saints. 
34Let your women keep silence in the churches: for it is not permitted unto them to speak; but they are commanded to be under obedience as also saith the law.

3Not given to wine, no striker, not greedy of filthy lucre; but patient, not a brawler, not covetous; 
4One that ruleth well his own house, having his children in subjection with all gravity; 
5(For if a man know not how to rule his own house, how shall he take care of the church of God?) 
6Not a novice, lest being lifted up with pride he fall into the condemnation of the devil. 
7Moreover he must have a good report of them which are without; lest he fall into reproach and the snare of the devil. 
8Likewise must the deacons be grave, not doubletongued, not given to much wine, not greedy of filthy lucre; 
9Holding the mystery of the faith in a pure conscience. 
10And let these also first be proved; then let them use the office of a deacon, being found blameless. 
11Even so must their wives be grave, not slanderers, sober, faithful in all things. 
12Let the deacons be the husbands of one wife, ruling their children and their own houses well. 
13For they that have used the office of a deacon well purchase to themselves a good degree, and great boldness in the faith which is in Christ Jesus.
Nicolas, one of the first deacons, who was charged with uncleanness as one being doubletongued; whose heart and tongue did not agree together, some argued.

Nicolaism (also Nicholaism, Nicolationism, or Nicolaitanism) is a Christian heresy whose adherents are called Nicolaitans, Nicolaitanes, or Nicolaites. Nico means to "conquer" in Greek, and laitan refers to lay people, or laity; hence, the word may be taken to mean "lay conquerors" or "conquerors of the lay people".

Nicolaitanes held the doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balac to cast a stumblingblock before the children of Israel, to eat things sacrificed unto idols, and to commit fornication, Revelation 2:14-15.  Thus, the sect of the "Nicolaitans" twisted the Truth of the Gospel, committed fornication and adultery, and all forms of uncleanness, had their wives in common, ate things offered to idols, they held the doctrine of Balaam as they loved money – lucre, took bribes, teaching things which they ought not, for filthy lucre's sake .  This the followers of this sect did freely, openly, before the Churches claiming Apostolic Succession.  Some say the sect of the Nicolaitanes faded away.  Others, most of what they taught, their “doctrine” was “blended into the Church,” as this false/satanic church then turned away from God (as described in Revelation 2 above,) becoming the Roman Catholic “church”.
Nicolas, his supposed “doctrine” and followers called Nicolaitanes is first mentioned (twice) in the Book of Revelation:
Nicolas of Antioch, one of the original seven Deacons, Acts 6:5-6; Revelation 2:6; Revelation 2:15. The Deacon Nicolas lived with his own lawful married wife, and no other.  Deacon Nicolas' daughters continued virgins all their days, and his son was not corrupt concerning the Christian faith.  There were men, though, that used Nicolas' name as a kind of “legitimateness” of theirs and shrouded themselves under his name, and abused a saying or action of his, or both, to patronize their wicked deeds.

Irenaeus one of the Roman Catholic “church's “church Fathers,” who taught historical episcopate, “www.alemattec.com/The Lie of Apostolic Succession . . . .doc “ as did Hippolytus a disciple of Irenaeus who continued Irenaeus' teachings, pseudo-Tertullian (Tertullian, who originated new theological concepts and advanced the development of early Roman Catholic “church” doctrine.) state that he was the founder of the sect called NICOLAITANS.  Other early Church Fathers suggest that this was a vain claim made by this sect in seeking Apostolic Authority for their opinions.  It may be that the opinions of this sect were an antinomian exaggeration (Antinomian:  A person or group who maintains that Christians are freed from the Moral Law by virtue of God's Grace as set forth in the Gospel and thus are free to live, or sin, freely – covered by Grace, Romans 6:2; Romans 6:15.) which is a perversion of Christian Doctrine, and of the Preaching of the Deacon Nicolaus. 
The Deacon Nicolas had argued for men to restrain themselves by which he meant a restraining of all carnal and unlawful lusts.  However, those who later called themselves by his name interpreted his arguments as an open indulgence in them – exactly the opposite of what Deacon Nicolas argued, and so gave themselves up to all uncleanness.  Whereas, the Deacon Nicolas who had a very beautiful wife, and after having been charged with jealousy, in order to clear himself of it, he brought her forth, and gave free liberty to any person to marry her as had.  Which indiscreet action of his these men chose to understand as allowing of community of wives, or wives in common among their sect.


Some theologians have suggested that these Nicolaitans were not called so from any man, including the Deacon Nicolas, but from the word hlykn, "Nicolah," "let us eat," which they often used to encourage each other to eat things offered to idols.  However, I find absolutely nothing to verify this word in the Greek “hlykn” as meaning Nicolah, meaning to “let us eat.”
It appears the main doctrine of these Nicolaitans promoted laxity toward pagan practices being brought into the Churches, which resulted finally in the Roman Catholic “church,” and their satanic practices of praying to “Saints,” the worship of Mary and the “pope,” and believing in and worship of idols.  As a current example, “Couple says Virgin Mary statue spared them from flooding, https://www.yahoo.com/news/couple-says-virgin-mary-statue-235419752.html”.

Again, Nicolas, one of the first Deacons, who was charged with uncleanness as one being doubletongued; whose heart and tongue did not agree together, some argued.
   
Nicolaism (also Nicholaism, Nicolationism, or Nicolaitanism) is a Christian heresy whose adherents are called Nicolaitans, Nicolaitanes, or Nicolaites. Nico means "conquer" in Greek, and laitan refers to lay people, or laity; hence, the word may be taken to mean "lay conquerors" or "conquerors of the lay people".

To have both a “priesthood, that was done away with” to rule over – to Lord over the lay people – a person who is a non-expert in a given field of knowledge.  God hated that system, as it drug the Old Testament into the New Testament.  A dead system into a Living System.  We are called to enter in by a new and living way . . .
Hebrews 10:19-25
19Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus, 
20By a new and living way, which he hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is to say, his flesh; 
21And having an high priest over the house of God; 
22Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water. 
23Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for he is faithful that promised;) 
24And let us consider one another to provoke unto love and to good works: 
25Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.
We are all to study the Word, to know the Truth.  Yes, God has ordained Elders and Deacons within His Church, but not to Lord it over or rule over others as the Gentiles do.  The Roman Catholic church has drug the Old Testament into the New Testament, carrying the “priesthood” with them.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth cursed the false Jewish Priesthood, that had drug Egyptian, Philistine, and Babylonian teachings into the system.  “Woe to you . . . , Matthew 23:13-39; Luke 6:20-49; Luke 11:39-54; Revelation 12:12”.  Woe being a curse of God.  Their Jews false, satanic “priesthood” went away.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth cursed the Jews beloved Temple, created for them by King Herod, and it went away, Luke 19:41-44, not one stone left one on top of another.  The Jews have not had a Priesthood nor a Temple for some 2,000 years.

Aelia Capitolina (/ˈiːliə ˌkæpɨtəˈlaɪnə/; Latin in full: COLONIA ÆLIA CAPITOLINA) was a Roman colony, built under the Emperor Hadrian on the site of Jerusalem, which was in ruins since siege of 70 AD, leading in part to the Bar Kokhba revolt of 132–136.
The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth cursed the Jew's Priesthood, it went away.  The Lord Jesus Christ cursed the Jew's Temple, it went away.  Not one stone was left, one on top of the other.  Also, the whole of the City of Jerusalem went away.

Jerusalem was still in ruins from the First Jewish-Roman War in 70.  Josephus, a contemporary of the First Jewish-Roman War, reports that "Jerusalem ... was so thoroughly razed to the ground by those that demolished it, the pagan Romans, to its foundations, that nothing was left that could ever persuade visitors that it had once been a place of habitation."
When the Roman Emperor Hadrian vowed to rebuild Jerusalem from the wreckage in 130, he considered reconstructing Jerusalem as a gift for the Jewish people. The Jews awaited with hope, but then after Hadrian visited Jerusalem, he was told that the Temple's rebuilding would be a cause for sedition. He then decided to rebuild the city as a Roman colony which would be inhabited by his legionnaires. Hadrian's new plans included temples to the major regional deities, and certain Roman gods, in particular Jupiter Capitolinus.

The Jewish Bar Kokhba revolt, which took the Romans three years to suppress, enraged Hadrian, and he came to be determined to erase Judaism from the province. Circumcision was forbidden, Iudaea province was renamed Syria Palaestina and Jews (formally all circumcised men) were banned from entering the city on pain of death.

Aelia came from Hadrian's nomen gentile, Aelius, while Capitolina meant that the new city was dedicated to Jupiter Capitolinus, to whom a temple was built on the site of the former Jewish temple, the Temple Mount. The Latin name Aelia is the source of the Arabic term Iliyā' (إلياء), an early Islamic name for Jerusalem.

The gens Aelia, occasionally written Ailia, was a plebeian family at Rome, which flourished from the fifth century B.C. until at least the third century A.D., a period of nearly eight hundred years. The archaic spelling Ailia is found on coins, but must not be confused with Allia, which is a distinct gens. The first member of the family to obtain the consulship was Publius Aelius Paetus in 337 B.C.
Under the empire the Aelian name became still more celebrated. It was the name of the Emperor Hadrian, and consequently of the Antonines, whom he adopted. A number of landmarks built by Hadrian also bear the name Aelius. The Pons Aelius is a bridge in Rome, now known as the Ponte Sant'Angelo. Pons Aelius also refers to a Roman settlement in Britannia Inferior, now the site of Newcastle upon Tyne, while Aelia Capitolina was a Roman colony built on the ruins of Jerusalem.
We are Commanded by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth that none is to Lord it over one another.  We are all Brethren.

Matthew 23:1-10

1Then spake Jesus to the multitude, and to his disciples, 
2Saying The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat: 
3All therefore whatsoever they bid you observe, that observe and do; but do not ye after their works: for they say, and do not. 
4For they bind heavy burdens and grievous to be borne, and lay them on men's shoulders; but they themselves will not move them with one of their fingers. 
5But all their works they do for to be seen of men: they make broad their phylacteries, and enlarge the borders of their garments, 
6And love the uppermost rooms at feasts, and the chief seats in the synagogues, 
7And greetings in the markets, and to be called of men, Rabbi, Rabbi. 
8But be not ye called Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are brethren. 
9And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven. 
10Neither be ye called masters: for one is your Master, even Christ.
1 Peter 5:1-4

1The elders which are among you I exhort, who am also an elder, and a witness of the sufferings of Christ, and also a partaker of the glory that shall be revealed: 
2Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the oversight thereof, not by constraint, but willingly; not for filthy lucre, but of a ready mind; 
3Neither as being lords over God's heritage, but being examples to the flock. 
4And when the chief Shepherd shall appear, ye shall receive a crown of glory that fadeth not away.
Nicolaitans were known in the cities of Ephesus and Pergamon and corrupted one of those Churches.  In Revelation 2, the Church at Ephesus is commended for "hating the deeds of the Nicolaitans, which I also hate" and the Church in Pergamon is blamed for "having them who hold their [the Nicolaitans'] doctrines". There is no other first-hand evidence to give us certainty about the nature of this sect.  Some early Church members indicated that Nicolas had multiple people “marry” his wife, but no such evidence exists.  However, when you start down a path of error, error multiplies.  Nicolas was a Deacon, he was supposed to be one who spoke the Truth of God.  Some suggest, though, Nicholas fell away into error.  Others, suggest he was pious and continued in the Christian faith all the days of his life.

The Apostle Peter, was guilty of being double-tongued, double-minded until the Apostle Paul corrected him publicly about his error.  The Apostles Peter, James, and John seemed to be pillars (Sound single-minded about God’s Truth), but the Apostle Peter being double-minded, double-tongued was leading others astray.  Including Joses, who by the Apostles was surnamed Barnabas (Acts 4:36-37) that had a falling out with the Apostle Paul over this very issue, see Galatians 2:13 below.  The Apostle Paul then confronted and corrected the Apostle Peter publicly.  When certain Christians (Jewish converts came from James (the Apostle James was the Bishop over Jerusalem) so they came from Jerusalem to Antioch where several of the Apostles were:  Peter, James, and John; The Apostle Peter would eat publicly with the Gentile converts to Christianity until the Jewish Converts that were Judisers (Judisers, those who sought to bind the new Christians back under the rites and rituals of the Old sacrificial system, the Old Testament.) came from Jerusalem.  Then, the Apostle Peter would NOT eat with the Gentile converts to please the Judisers. 


Galatians 2:9-21

9And when James, Cephas, and John, who seemed to be pillars, perceived the grace that was given unto me, they gave to me and Barnabas the right hands of fellowship; that we should go unto the heathen, and they unto the circumcision.
(Note:  the heathen (Gentiles,) and the circumcision (Hebrews (Jews)). 

10Only they would that we should remember the poor; the same which I also was forward to do. 
11But when Peter was come to Antioch, I withstood him to the face, because he was to be blamed. 
12For before that certain came from James, he did eat with the Gentiles: but when they were come, he withdrew and separated himself, fearing them which were of the circumcision. 
13And the other Jews dissembled likewise with him; insomuch that Barnabas also was carried away with their dissimulation. 
14But when I saw that they walked not uprightly according to the truth of the gospel, I said unto Peter before them all, If thou, being a Jew, livest after the manner of Gentiles, and not as do the Jews, why compellest thou the Gentiles to live as do the Jews? 
15We who are Jews by nature, and not sinners of the Gentiles, 
16Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified. 
17But if, while we seek to be justified by Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is therefore Christ the minister of sin? God forbid. 
18For if I build again the things which I destroyed, I make myself a transgressor. 
19For I through the law am dead to the law, that I might live unto God. 
20I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me. 
21I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.

Even the Apostle Paul was caught up by the old system as the Apostle Paul purified himself with others who were going into the temple.

Acts 21:26
26Then Paul took the men, and the next day purifying himself with them entered into the temple, to signify the accomplishment of the days of purification, until that an offering should be offered for every one of them.
If these two men, the Apostles Peter and Paul, could be caught up in the manner of the Jewish religion after the resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ, then how much more likely would this religion (now dead – the Old Testament), be to draw in others into the New Testament -- Christianity.

We don't realize the danger which was present from the old (now dead) system. Both Judaism and Christianity had the same basic Law. They had the same Lord God as Father, Jehovah God. In fact, they were the same, with Judaism giving birth to Christianity. Thus, Christianity has the character of the destruction of Judaism in that Christianity was freed from its terrible destructive influence.

The Temple at Jerusalem meant power and influence for the false shepherds of the Old System (Old Testament). This power corrupted them and the Lord Jesus Christ confronted their corruption. This power caused their own shepherds to pity them not. They had no pity on their own people. This would probably be (to me), one of the outstanding points made by Josepheus. It was the Jewish leaders (shepherds, if you please), that shut the gates and kept the people (Jewish nation which had gathered in Jerusalem to worship God), within the city by force. They even fought among themselves to see who would be the "ruler" of the sheep, Wars, B5. 1.3.

1 Timothy 3:14-16
14These things write I unto thee, hoping to come unto thee shortly: 
15But if I tarry long, that thou mayest know how thou oughtest to behave thyself in the house of God, which is the church of the living God, the pillar and ground of the truth. 
16And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory.
James 1:5-10
5If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to all men liberally, and upbraideth not; and it shall be given him. 
6But let him ask in faith, nothing wavering. For he that wavereth is like a wave of the sea driven with the wind and tossed. 
7For let not that man think that he shall receive any thing of the Lord. 
8A double minded man is unstable in all his ways. 
9Let the brother of low degree rejoice in that he is exalted: 
10But the rich, in that he is made low: because as the flower of the grass he shall pass away.

2Ye know that ye were Gentiles, carried away unto these dumb idols, even as ye were led.
2 Timothy 3:6-7
6For of this sort are they which creep into houses, and lead captive silly women laden with sins, led away with divers lusts, 
7Ever learning, and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth.
2 Peter 3:17
17Ye therefore, beloved, seeing ye know these things before, beware lest ye also, being led away with the error of the wicked, fall from your own stedfastness.
James 4:8
8Draw nigh to God, and he will draw nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, ye sinners; and purify your hearts, ye double minded.
Galatians 5:18
18But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law.

Romans 8:14
14For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.
The Lord Jesus Christ Church is to be the pillar and ground of the Truth. The Lord Jesus Christ on earth was (and is) the Truth. (He is so always, but He was so on the earth as an example for usward who Believe.) He is now hidden in God. The assembly (His Church) is not the truth: the Word of God is the Truth. His word is Truth. He, the very Only Begotten Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ is Truth.  Truth existed before the assembly; it is faith in the Truth which gathers the assembly together.  The assembly is that which maintains the truth on earth. When the assembly (God’s True Church, the True Worshipers) is gone, men are given up to a strong delusion. There is only a little remnant of those that call themselves Christians who maintain the Word of Truth; but it is not less true that the assembly-as long as it remains here below-is the only witness for the Truth upon the earth. We MUST know what the Truth is to witness to others in Truth.  Else, we ourselves cannot know how we are to behave in God’s house.  We are led astray by demons and will fall for anything if not grounded in the Pillar of Truth, God’s Word.  It is God's witness to present the Truth, not being double-tongued nor double-minded before men.
Again, why must we KNOW what Holy Scripture says, and not be double-tongued, double minded?  So that we know how to behave in the house of God, which is the church of THE LIVING GOD, and is THE PILLAR AND GROUND OF THE TRUTH.  If you don’t know the Truth, you don’t know how to behave in God’s House.  You will be lead astray by deceiving devils (demons).  Without the whole of God’s Truth, you can believe in “Dance worship, speaking in tongues, plays, skits, bringing in outside influences to entertain, ordain women and gays, etc . . .
How will they hear without a Preacher?  How will they have faith?  Who hath believed our report?
Romans 10:17
17So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.
Isaiah 53:1-3

1Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed? 
2For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form nor comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire him. 
3He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.
John 12:37-41
37But though he had done so many miracles before them, yet they believed not on him: 
38That the saying of Esaias the prophet might be fulfilled, which he spake, Lord, who hath believed our report? and to whom hath the arm of the Lord been revealed? 
39Therefore they could not believe, because that Esaias said again, 
40He hath blinded their eyes, and hardened their heart; that they should not see with their eyes, nor understand with their heart, and be converted, and I should heal them. 
41These things said Esaias, when he saw his glory, and spake of him.
Romans 10:13-16
13For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved. 
14How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher? 
15And how shall they preach, except they be sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things!
16But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Esaias saith, Lord, who hath believed our report?
