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2 Thessalonians 2:1-4

1Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our gathering together unto him, 

2That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand. 

3Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition; 

4Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.

Note:  Falling away in the Greek is:  ("apostasy") -- falling away, forsake:  defection from Truth.  (Note:  who is the Truth?  The Word of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, falling away from God's Truth).  Falling away, apostasy, forsaking God's Truth written in His Word . . . i.e.:  "It is written . . ."

John 14:6

6Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.

"It is written":  What is this, "It is written?"  Means two things:  1.)  It is written in the Law of Moses the man of God.

2.)  Of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:

Psalm 40:6-8

6Sacrifice and offering thou didst not desire; mine ears hast thou opened: burnt offering and sin offering hast thou not required. 

7Then said I, Lo, I come: in the volume of the book it is written of me, 

8I delight to do thy will, O my God: yea, thy law is within my heart.

Hebrews 10:1-10

1For the law having a shadow of good things to come, and not the very image of the things, can never with those sacrifices which they offered year by year continually make the comers thereunto perfect. 

2For then would they not have ceased to be offered? because that the worshippers once purged should have had no more conscience of sins. 

3But in those sacrifices there is a remembrance again made of sins every year. 

4For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats should take away sins. 

5Wherefore when he cometh into the world, he saith, Sacrifice and offering thou wouldest not, but a body hast thou prepared me: 

6In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin thou hast had no pleasure. 

7Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of me,) to do thy will, O God. 

8Above when he said, Sacrifice and offering and burnt offerings and offering for sin thou wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure therein; which are offered by the law; 

9Then said he, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God. He taketh away the first, that he may establish the second. 

10By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.

2 Timothy 4:1-8

1I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom; 

2Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long suffering and doctrine. 

3For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; 

4And they shall turn away their ears from the truth
, and shall be turned unto fables. 

5But watch thou in all things, endure afflictions, do the work of an evangelist, make full proof of thy ministry. 

6For I am now ready to be offered, and the time of my departure is at hand. 

7I have fought a good fight, I have finished my course, I have kept the faith: 

8Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, shall give me at that day: and not to me only, but unto all them also that love his appearing.

2 Thessalonians 2:3 

3Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;

Note:  the son of perdition is the "pope" of Rome, as he has been revealed to be The AntiChrist.  This "pope" declares that he is equal to God (God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, on their own WEB site):

That Christ and His Vicar constitute one only Head is the solemn teaching of Our predecessor of immortal memory Boniface VIII in the Apostolic Letter Unam Sanctam; [61] and his successors have never ceased to repeat the same.

Revelation 13:8

8And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.

Revelation 17:8

8The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the bottomless pit, and go into perdition: and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, when they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is.

Note:  The Greek for that man means:  a certain, specific man.  This man who will claim to be equal with God (the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth), has completely missed the mark, and his brand of sin emphasizes his self-originated (self-empowered) nature – i.e. his sin is that he is not originated or empowered by God to speak God's Truths (i.e. not of faith, His in worked persuasion).

Note:  The Greek for the son means:  properly, a son (by birth or adoption); (figuratively) anyone sharing the same nature as their Father. A Born Again Believer, becoming a son of God begins with being reborn (adopted) by the heavenly Father – through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth (the work of the Eternal Son of God). In the NT, 5207 /hyiós ("son") equally refers to female believers:

Galatians 3:28

28There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus.

Note:  The Greek for of perdition means:  damnation, destruction, perish, waste.  ruin or loss (physical, spiritual and eternal) -- damnable(-nation), destruction, die, perdition (perdition:  utter destruction,) perish, pernicious ways, wasted.
