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Indeed, that is what the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth does; as He is a Rock of Offense:
1 Peter 2:7-10 King James Version (KJV)
7 Unto you therefore which believe he is precious: but unto them which be disobedient, the stone which the builders disallowed, the same is made the head of the corner,
8 And a stone of stumbling, and a rock of offence, even to them which stumble at the word, being disobedient: whereunto also they were appointed.
9 But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light;

10 Which in time past were not a people, but are now the people of God: which had not obtained mercy, but now have obtained mercy.


The Lord Jesus Christ did not say he came for everyone, but many.  In fact, Christ Jesus declared that He came to divide, to separate even within families, not add everyone like most "churches" preach today:


John 16:1-2 King James Version (KJV)
1 These things have I spoken unto you, that ye should not be offended.

2 They shall put you out of the synagogues: yea, the time cometh, that whosoever killeth you will think that he doeth God service.
Luke 12:51-53 King James Version (KJV)
51 Suppose ye that I am come to give peace on earth? I tell you, Nay; but rather division:
52 For from henceforth there shall be five in one house divided, three against two, and two against three.
53 The father shall be divided against the son, and the son against the father; the mother against the daughter, and the daughter against the mother; the mother in law against her daughter in law, and the daughter in law against her mother in law.
Matthew 10:36 King James Version (KJV)
36 And a man's foes shall be they of his own household.
Matthew 10:22 King James Version (KJV)
22 And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's sake: but he that endureth to the end shall be saved.
Mark 13:5-27 King James Version (KJV)
5 And Jesus answering them began to say, Take heed lest any man deceive you:

6 For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many.

7 And when ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars, be ye not troubled: for such things must needs be; but the end shall not be yet.

8 For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and there shall be earthquakes in divers places, and there shall be famines and troubles: these are the beginnings of sorrows.

9 But take heed to yourselves: for they shall deliver you up to councils; and in the synagogues ye shall be beaten: and ye shall be brought before rulers and kings for my sake, for a testimony against them.

10 And the gospel must first be published among all nations.

11 But when they shall lead you, and deliver you up, take no thought beforehand what ye shall speak, neither do ye premeditate: but whatsoever shall be given you in that hour, that speak ye: for it is not ye that speak, but the Holy Ghost.
12 Now the brother shall betray the brother to death, and the father the son; and children shall rise up against their parents, and shall cause them to be put to death.

13 And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's sake: but he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved.
14 But when ye shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing where it ought not, (let him that readeth understand,) then let them that be in Judaea flee to the mountains:

15 And let him that is on the housetop not go down into the house, neither enter therein, to take any thing out of his house:

16 And let him that is in the field not turn back again for to take up his garment.

17 But woe to them that are with child, and to them that give suck in those days!

18 And pray ye that your flight be not in the winter.

19 For in those days shall be affliction, such as was not from the beginning of the creation which God created unto this time, neither shall be.

20 And except that the Lord had shortened those days, no flesh should be saved: but for the elect's sake, whom he hath chosen, he hath shortened the days.

21 And then if any man shall say to you, Lo, here is Christ; or, lo, he is there; believe him not:

22 For false Christs and false prophets shall rise, and shall shew signs and wonders, to seduce, if it were possible, even the elect.

23 But take ye heed: behold, I have foretold you all things.

24 But in those days, after that tribulation, the sun shall be darkened, and the moon shall not give her light,

25 And the stars of heaven shall fall, and the powers that are in heaven shall be shaken.

26 And then shall they see the Son of man coming in the clouds with great power and glory.

27 And then shall he send his angels, and shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from the uttermost part of the earth to the uttermost part of heaven.
Luke 18:1-8 King James Version (KJV)
1 And he spake a parable unto them to this end, that men ought always to pray, and not to faint;
2 Saying, There was in a city a judge, which feared not God, neither regarded man:
3 And there was a widow in that city; and she came unto him, saying, Avenge me of mine adversary.

4 And he would not for a while: but afterward he said within himself, Though I fear not God, nor regard man;

5 Yet because this widow troubleth me, I will avenge her, lest by her continual coming she weary me.

6 And the Lord said, Hear what the unjust judge saith.
7 And shall not God avenge his own elect, which cry day and night unto him, though he bear long with them?

8 I tell you that he will avenge them speedily. Nevertheless when the Son of man cometh, shall he find faith on the earth?

Note:  ". . . Hear what the unjust judge saith."  Take encouragement from hence to be frequent and importunate (Importunate:  Urgent or persistent in one's solicitation, sometimes even annoyingly so.) in prayer with God.  If such a cruel, merciless, and unjust judge is to be wrought upon by importunity (Importunity:  The state or quality of being importunate.) to do justice, who has no principle to influence him other than being annoyed -- how much more will not God, who is a Just Judge, the Judge of widows, and of the oppressed, a God of unbounded (Unbounded:  Having no limits, borders, or bounds.) love and great Mercy and Compassion, Who delights in the prayers of His people, Who knows their cases, and is NOT ONLY willing, but is able to help them to the utmost, Matthew 3:9; Matthew 10:28; Luke 3:8; Acts 20:32; Romans 11:23; Romans 14:4; 2 Corinthians 9:7-9; Ephesians 3:19-21; Philippians 3:21; 2 Timothy 1:12; Hebrews 2:18; Hebrews 7:25; James 4:12; Jude 1:24-25, and Who has an interest in them, and they in Him?  How much more will not He regard their importunate requests, and arise, and Save them?  



Isaiah 63 King James Version (KJV)
1 Who is this that cometh from Edom, with dyed garments from Bozrah? this that is glorious in his apparel, travelling in the greatness of his strength? I that speak in righteousness, mighty to save.

Note:  This Prophecy is against the Idumeans (from Edom) and other enemies who persecuted the Jews (and in the future the Lord Jesus Christ's Church,) on whom God took and will take vengeance, and is here set forth all bloody after He has destroyed them in Bozrah, the chief city of the Idumeans: for these were their greatest enemies; they who opposed the Jews (and too who oppose Christians in the future) who argued that they, too were circumcised and the kindred of Abraham -- therefore by birth part of God's family. 
2 Wherefore art thou red in thine apparel, and thy garments like him that treadeth in the winefat?

3 I have trodden the winepress alone; and of the people there was none with me: for I will tread them in mine anger, and trample them in my fury; and their blood shall be sprinkled upon my garments, and I will stain all my raiment.

Note:  The winepress is a symbol of the wrath of God; not of what Christ Jesus Himself bore as the sinner's surety, for then He Himself was trodden as a vine, or the clusters of it.  THIS is what He executed on others and will execute in the future. Here, wicked men are compared to clusters of the vine; the winepress into which they are cast is the wrath of God, and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone is the treader of it.  They that had trodden Him down, will now pay the ultimate price, Hebrews 10:29.  Particularly the Lord Jesus Christ will be in the latter day, when the antichrist and his followers will be trodden down, destroyed by the Mighty God, the Everylasting Father, the Great God and Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, Revelation 14:14-20; Revelation 19:11-16.
4 For the day of vengeance is in mine heart, and the year of my redeemed is come.

5 And I looked, and there was none to help; and I wondered that there was none to uphold: therefore mine own arm brought salvation unto me; and my fury, it upheld me.

6 And I will tread down the people in mine anger, and make them drunk in my fury, and I will bring down their strength to the earth.
7 I will mention the lovingkindnesses of the Lord, and the praises of the Lord, according to all that the Lord hath bestowed on us, and the great goodness toward the house of Israel, which he hath bestowed on them according to his mercies, and according to the multitude of his lovingkindnesses.
8 For he said, Surely they are my people, children that will not lie: so he was their Saviour.

9 In all their affliction he was afflicted, and the angel of his presence saved them: in his love and in his pity he redeemed them; and he bare them, and carried them all the days of old.
10 But they rebelled, and vexed his holy Spirit: therefore he was turned to be their enemy, and he fought against them.
11 Then he remembered the days of old, Moses, and his people, saying, Where is he that brought them up out of the sea with the shepherd of his flock? where is he that put his holy Spirit within him?

12 That led them by the right hand of Moses with his glorious arm, dividing the water before them, to make himself an everlasting name?

13 That led them through the deep, as an horse in the wilderness, that they should not stumble?

14 As a beast goeth down into the valley, the Spirit of the Lord caused him to rest: so didst thou lead thy people, to make thyself a glorious name.

15 Look down from heaven, and behold from the habitation of thy holiness and of thy glory: where is thy zeal and thy strength, the sounding of thy bowels and of thy mercies toward me? are they restrained?
16 Doubtless thou art our father, though Abraham be ignorant of us, and Israel acknowledge us not: thou, O Lord, art our father, our redeemer; thy name is from everlasting.

17 O Lord, why hast thou made us to err from thy ways, and hardened our heart from thy fear? Return for thy servants' sake, the tribes of thine inheritance.

18 The people of thy holiness have possessed it but a little while: our adversaries have trodden down thy sanctuary.

19 We are thine: thou never barest rule over them; they were not called by thy name.
Jeremiah 14:9 King James Version (KJV)
9 Why shouldest thou be as a man astonied, as a mighty man that cannot save? yet thou, O Lord, art in the midst of us, and we are called by thy name; leave us not.

Note:  Astonied in the Hebrew means:  To be "dumb," Astonished.  A God who will take no notice of us; being altogether unconcerned what becomes of us.  Or, as one "dumb," -- lacking the power of speech -- that will give no answer to our prayers.  

Jeremiah 15:16 King James Version (KJV)
16 Thy words were found, and I did eat them; and thy word was unto me the joy and rejoicing of mine heart: for I am called by thy name, O Lord God of hosts.
Acts 11:26 King James Version (KJV)
26 And when he had found him, he brought him unto Antioch. And it came to pass, that a whole year they assembled themselves with the church, and taught much people. And the disciples were called Christians first in Antioch.
Daniel 9:19 King James Version (KJV)
19 O Lord, hear; O Lord, forgive; O Lord, hearken and do; defer not, for thine own sake, O my God: for thy city and thy people are called by thy name.

Note:  Jerusalem, the City of the Great King and Savior the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and a type of His Church and His people, who are also called by His name, and call upon Him.

Hebrews 7:1-3 King James Version (KJV)
1 For this Melchisedec, king of Salem, priest of the most high God, who met Abraham returning from the slaughter of the kings, and blessed him;
Note:  Salem, identical with Jerusalem.
2 To whom also Abraham gave a tenth part of all; first being by interpretation King of righteousness, and after that also King of Salem, which is, King of peace;

Note:  Jerusalem, the dwelling of peace, the dwelling of the King of Peace.  In the Hebrew:  The foundation of peace; founded peaceful.  Jerushalaim or Jerushalem -- the capital city -- Jerusalem.  Jerusalem the capital of united Israel and Judah.  Also, a future Heavenly City.
3 Without father, without mother, without descent, having neither beginning of days, nor end of life; but made like unto the Son of God; abideth a priest continually.
