
Let's take a look at the future antichirst.  What do we know about him?

Starting with Daniel 7, we see four world Empires:

1.)  The world-empire of King Nebuchadnezzar:
Daniel 2:37-38

 37Thou, O king, art a king of kings: for the God of heaven hath given thee a kingdom, power, and strength, and glory. 

 38And wheresoever the children of men dwell, the beasts of the field and the fowls of the heaven hath he given into thine hand, and hath made thee ruler over them all. Thou art this head of gold.

Daniel 7:4
4The first was like a lion, and had eagle's wings: I beheld till the wings thereof were plucked, and it was lifted up from the earth, and made stand upon the feet as a man, and a man's heart was given to it.


Jeremiah 4:7
7The lion is come up from his thicket, and the destroyer of the Gentiles is on his way; he is gone forth from his place to make thy land desolate; and thy cities shall be laid waste, without an inhabitant.

Jeremiah 25:9
9Behold, I will send and take all the families of the north, saith the LORD, and Nebuchadrezzar the king of Babylon, my servant,

In Jermiah 24:9, God declares He would bring King Nebuchadnezzar, as a lion up from his thicket . . .  This mighty King Nebuchadnezzar is a destroyer of the Gentiles or non-Jewish nations, and God was to cause Nebuchadrezzar to come against Juda, and the nations round about Juda, and will utterly destroy them as nations.  (First captivity of the Jews, the northern tribes taken to Babylon.)

and will bring them against this land, and against the inhabitants thereof, and against all these nations round about, and will utterly destroy them, and make them an astonishment, and an hissing, and perpetual desolations. 


Daniel 7:4
4The first was like a lion, and had eagle's wings: I beheld till the wings thereof were plucked, and it was lifted up from the earth, and made stand upon the feet as a man, and a man's heart was given to it. 

Ezekiel 17:3

 3And say, Thus saith the Lord GOD; A great eagle with great wings, longwinged, full of feathers, which had divers colours, came unto Lebanon, and took the highest branch of the cedar:
Ezekiel 17:12
12Say now to the rebellious house, Know ye not what these things mean? tell them, Behold, the king of Babylon is come to Jerusalem, and hath taken the king thereof, and the princes thereof, and led them with him to Babylon;

A great eagle; which is Nebuchadnezzar King of Babylon, as it is explained above in Ezekiel 17:12; who is compared to an eagle for his power and authority, that being the king of birds (see below showing this relationship by mentioning Ahasuerus and Darius who are spoken of as having a kingdom like and eagles wings, and for his swiftness and voracity in conquering and subduing kingdoms, with great wings;) so the Babylonish monarchy is signified as a lion with eagle's wings, Daniel 7:4; and the two parts of the Roman empire, Western and Eastern sections, are called two wings of a great eagle . . .

Revelation 12:14
14And to the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into the wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time, and times, and half a time, from the face of the serpent.

. . . the woman were given two wings of a great eagle . . .  An Eagle sours high and dives swiftly, moves with great speed, thus she was about to sour high and move fast, and flee quickly, into her place.

So, here to, it denotes the large kingdoms and provinces which belonged to the Babylonian monarchy under Nebuchadnezzar, and will belong to the later day Bablonian monarchy (Roman Catholic church.  That is, many peoples, and kingdoms or nations (sea).)
Esther 1:1

 1Now it came to pass in the days of Ahasuerus, (this is Ahasuerus which reigned, from India even unto Ethiopia, over an hundred and seven and twenty provinces:)
So, who is this Ahasuerus, who had a Kingdom that spread like an Eagle's wings or broadly covering many people's, nations, tongues?

He was the father of Darius:
Daniel 9:1

 1In the first year of Darius the son of Ahasuerus, of the seed of the Medes, which was made king over the realm of the Chaldeans;


This Darius, who is the King of Persia, is so important that he is mentioned 25 times in the Old Testament.  Darius inherited a Kingdom from his father, Ahasuerus, as an Eagle's wings, meaning:  longwinged; or having a "long reach"; meaning the body of the wing, which was long; and so, as the wings spread, may signify the breadth of his dominion, this the length of them, and both their extensiveness:  of cities, towns, people, armies, wealth, and riches: which had divers colors; or an "embroidery"; like that of the weaver, only needle work, consisting of various colors; and so it alludes to such eagles which are called the golden eagle, from their golden color, and their being spotted like stars, and which are said to be of the largest size, and thus may signify people of divers languages, customs, manners, and circumstances.  

Thusly, Nebuchadnezzar King of Babylon would have a Kingdom covering a vast area of many peoples all under subjection to the government of the king of Babylon:  Nebuchadnezzar King of Babylon came unto Lebanon; the northern border of the land of Judea, and invaded it; where were the mountain and forest of Lebanon, famous for the cedars that grew there, from whence the whole land may here take its name, as being more apt for the allegory used: or the city of Jerusalem, where were the temple built of the cedars of Lebanon, as many of its palaces and houses also were; whither the king of Babylon came, and took it, and who came northward, as Babylon was: and took the highest branch of the cedar; by the "cedar" is meant, either the nation in general, or the royal family in particular; and by the "highest branch" the then reigning king, Jeconiah with the princes and nobles of the land, who were taken and carried captive by Nebuchadnezzar.
2 Kings 24:11-15
11And Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon came against the city, and his servants did besiege it. 

 12And Jehoiachin the king of Judah went out to the king of Babylon, he, and his mother, and his servants, and his princes, and his officers: and the king of Babylon took him in the eighth year of his reign. 

 13And he carried out thence all the treasures of the house of the LORD, and the treasures of the king's house, and cut in pieces all the vessels of gold which Solomon king of Israel had made in the temple of the LORD, as the LORD had said. 

 14And he carried away all Jerusalem, and all the princes, and all the mighty men of valour, even ten thousand captives, and all the craftsmen and smiths: none remained, save the poorest sort of the people of the land. 

 15And he carried away Jehoiachin to Babylon, and the king's mother, and the king's wives, and his officers, and the mighty of the land, those carried he into captivity from Jerusalem to Babylon.

Daniel 7:4
4The first was like a lion, and had eagle's wings: I beheld till the wings thereof were plucked, and it was lifted up from the earth, and made stand upon the feet as a man, and a man's heart was given to it. 

. . . and a man's heart was given to it.


Daniel 4:16
 16Let his heart be changed from man's, and let a beast's heart be given unto him; and let seven times pass over him.


Mighty King Nebuchadnezzar, was to be like a lion, had eagle's wings, and a man's heart given to him.  First, though, he was changed from man to a beast.  Let's see . . .
Daniel 4:24-26
24This is the interpretation, O king, and this is the decree of the most High, which is come upon my lord the king: 

 25That they shall drive thee from men, and thy dwelling shall be with the beasts of the field, and they shall make thee to eat grass as oxen, and they shall wet thee with the dew of heaven, and seven times shall pass over thee, till thou know that the most High ruleth in the kingdom of men, and giveth it to whomsoever he will. 

 26And whereas they commanded to leave the stump of the tree roots; thy kingdom shall be sure unto thee, after that thou shalt have known that the heavens do rule.
Daniel 7:4
4The first was like a lion, and had eagle's wings: I beheld till the wings thereof were plucked, and it was lifted up from the earth, and made stand upon the feet as a man, and a man's heart was given to it. 

. . . and a man's heart was given to it.

Daniel 4:30-35
30The king spake, and said, Is not this great Babylon, that I have built for the house of the kingdom by the might of my power, and for the honour of my majesty? 

 31While the word was in the king's mouth, there fell a voice from heaven, saying, O king Nebuchadnezzar, to thee it is spoken; The kingdom is departed from thee. 

 32And they shall drive thee from men, and thy dwelling shall be with the beasts of the field: they shall make thee to eat grass as oxen, and seven times shall pass over thee, until thou know that the most High ruleth in the kingdom of men, and giveth it to whomsoever he will. 

 33The same hour was the thing fulfilled upon Nebuchadnezzar: and he was driven from men, and did eat grass as oxen, and his body was wet with the dew of heaven, till his hairs were grown like eagles' feathers, and his nails like birds' claws. 

 34And at the end of the days I Nebuchadnezzar lifted up mine eyes unto heaven, and mine understanding returned unto me, and I blessed the most High, and I praised and honoured him that liveth for ever, whose dominion is an everlasting dominion, and his kingdom is from generation to generation: 

 35And all the inhabitants of the earth are reputed as nothing: and he doeth according to his will in the army of heaven, and among the inhabitants of the earth: and none can stay his hand, or say unto him, What doest thou?

King Nebuchadnezzar's understanding returned to him, no longer being a beast, but a man's heart was given to it (him.)
Daniel 7:4
4The first was like a lion, and had eagle's wings: I beheld till the wings thereof were plucked, and it was lifted up from the earth, and made stand upon the feet as a man, and a man's heart was given to it. 

Mighty King Nebuchadnezzar, was to be like a lion, had eagle's wings, and a man's heart given to him.  First, though, he was changed from man to a beast.  Change by whom?  Come on, God.  God changed him from man to beast.  Notice this, when his understanding returned to him, given him by God, he lifted up his eyes unto heaven, and blessed the Most High . . .  Without us having the understanding of who God is, and what his Word means, we are no more than beasts.  When God returned King Nebuchadnezzar's understanding, he no longer was a beast, but a man's heart was given unto him.  Remember, heart to the Jew is the subconscious.  The deepest part of our being.
Without the understanding of the Truth of God's Word, in Jesus Christ, who alone is the founder and finisher of our faith, and the only mediator between man and God, who is able to forgive us of our sins, and whose substitionary death only made it possible for man to enter into the presence of an all Holy and Righteous God, we are no more than beast.
 
Why were beast made?  Beast were made to be taken and destroyed.  Notice, here though, that these beast that are made to be destroyed, are natural . . .  
2 Peter 2:12-15
12But these, as natural brute beasts, made to be taken and destroyed, speak evil of the things that they understand not; and shall utterly perish in their own corruption; 

 13And shall receive the reward of unrighteousness, as they that count it pleasure to riot in the day time. Spots they are and blemishes, sporting themselves with their own deceivings while they feast with you; 

 14Having eyes full of adultery, and that cannot cease from sin; beguiling unstable souls: an heart they have exercised with covetous practices; cursed children: 

 15Which have forsaken the right way, and are gone astray, following the way of Balaam the son of Bosor, who loved the wages of unrighteousness;
Natural in the Greek:  governed by (the instincts of) nature, in other words that is their true nature.  Their nature is they are brute beasts.  Brute in the Greek meaning destitute of reason, contrary to reason, absurd.  Without understanding of Truth.  The Truth is not in them.  Beast in the Greek means an animal or one without understanding.  Being without the Truth, not knowing Jesus Christ as the Truth, their very nature being destitute of reason, contrary to reason, absurd, without knowing the Truth, they are considered no more than an animal without understanding.

We all were like that until God put His Spirit in us, causing us to be Born Again.  We could not bring ourselves to life, nor accept His Truth.  It was simply done to us, who were destitute of the Truth, governed by our instincts, having not the Truth within us, no more than a beast in our understanding of the Truth of God in Jesus Christ.  Then He, God, causes us to be Born Again.  Then up from the grave we arise, no longer dead to the Truth, no longer without understanding of the Truth, no longer one who was made to be taken and destroyed.  It is all God.  It is all His plan.  We did nothing, nor could have done anything to awaken ourselves out of being natural brute beasts.  We were dead in our trespasses and sins, and being dead, governed by our instincts, destitute of Truth, no understanding we cry out in our hearts, when God grants us repentance, "Have mercy on me a sinner!"  That very moment, we separate ourselves from the grave, dead in trespasses and sins, Born again!


2.)  The world-empire of Media-Persia:
Daniel 2:39

 39And after thee shall arise another kingdom inferior to thee, and another third kingdom of brass, which shall bear rule over all the earth.
Daniel 7:5
 5And behold another beast, a second, like to a bear, and it raised up itself on one side, and it had three ribs in the mouth of it between the teeth of it: and they said thus unto it, Arise, devour much flesh.
A bear is an all devouring animal and is extreme in its brutality.  It is powerful, brutal, and devours what it will.  The Medes, an ancient people, and the Persians, a modern tribe, formed one united sovereignty in contrast to the third and fourth kingdoms, each originally one, afterwards divided.  Media is the lower side, passiveness, holding on to its power; Persia raises itself up and becomes dominant, the upper, active portion of the Kingdom extending its power.

The three ribs in the mouth of it between the teeth of it, reference the three-fold dominion of this second Empire:  Media, Persia, and Babylonia.

The second beast, as a bear, devoured much, but had neither the energy nor the rapid flight of the first; it appropriated other kingdoms to itself rather than created an empire; twofold in its strength at first, it raised itself up more on one side than on the other. It is ferocious, but comparatively unwieldy.

The Persian Kings were notoriously cruel; the Persian laws involved, for one man's offense, the whole kindred or family and neighborhood in destruction for one person breaking the law of the Persians.  

See as an example, Daniel 6:24 below:
Daniel 6:24

 24And the king commanded, and they brought those men which had accused Daniel, and they cast them into the den of lions, them, their children, and their wives; and the lions had the mastery of them, and brake all their bones in pieces or ever they came at the bottom of the den.


3.)  The world-empire of Greece under Alexander the Great:
Daniel 2:39

 39And after thee shall arise another kingdom inferior to thee, and another third kingdom of brass, which shall bear rule over all the earth.

Daniel 7:6

 6After this I beheld, and lo another, like a leopard, which had upon the back of it four wings of a fowl; the beast had also four heads; and dominion was given to it.

A leopard is swift, thus this is speaking of the swiftness of Alexander the Great's conquests.  . . . upon the back of it four wings of a fowl  . . . That is, his four chief captains which ruled after Alexander the Great, which had the empire divided among them after his death. Selencus had Asia the greater part, Antigonus the lesser, Cassander and after him Antipater was king of Macedonia, and Ptolemeus had Egypt.

 . . . the beast had also four heads . . .  The four empires into which Alexander's empire was divided about 300 B.C.:  Greece, Asia Minor including Syria, Egypt, and the East.

Daniel 8:20-22
20The ram which thou sawest having two horns are the kings of Media and Persia. 

 21And the rough goat is the king of Grecia: and the great horn that is between his eyes is the first king. 

 22Now that being broken, whereas four stood up for it, four kingdoms shall stand up out of the nation, but not in his power.

It was not of himself nor of Alexander the Great's own power that he gained all these countries: for his army contained only thirty thousand men, and he overcame in one battle Darius, who had one million, when Darius was so heavy with sleep that his eyes were hardly open: therefore this power was given to him from God.
Daniel 10:20

 20Then said he, Knowest thou wherefore I come unto thee? and now will I return to fight with the prince of Persia: and when I am gone forth, lo, the prince of Grecia shall come.
Daniel 11:2-4
2And now will I shew thee the truth. Behold, there shall stand up yet three kings in Persia; and the fourth shall be far richer than they all: and by his strength through his riches he shall stir up all against the realm of Grecia. 

 3And a mighty king shall stand up, that shall rule with great dominion, and do according to his will. 

 4And when he shall stand up, his kingdom shall be broken, and shall be divided toward the four winds of heaven; and not to his posterity, nor according to his dominion which he ruled: for his kingdom shall be plucked up, even for others beside those.


4.)  The Roman world-empire:
Daniel 7:7

 7After this I saw in the night visions, and behold a fourth beast, dreadful and terrible, and strong exceedingly; and it had great iron teeth: it devoured and brake in pieces, and stamped the residue with the feet of it: and it was diverse from all the beasts that were before it; and it had ten horns.
The Roman empire which was a monster, and could not be compared to any beast, because there was no beast that was even comparable.  Signifying the tyranny and greediness of the Romans.  That which the Romans could not quietly enjoy in other countries, they would give it to other kings and rulers, so that whenever they wanted to, they might take it again: which liberality is here called the stamping of the rest under the feet.  That is, various and different provinces which were governed by the deputies and proconsuls: and each one of these might be compared to a king. (Example:  Pilot, Herod.)




Daniel 7:23-24

 23Thus he said, The fourth beast shall be the fourth kingdom upon earth, which shall be diverse from all kingdoms, and shall devour the whole earth, and shall tread it down, and break it in pieces. 

 24And the ten horns out of this kingdom are ten kings that shall arise: and another shall rise after them; and he shall be diverse from the first, and he shall subdue three kings.
Daniel 2:40-43

 40And the fourth kingdom shall be strong as iron: forasmuch as iron breaketh in pieces and subdueth all things: and as iron that breaketh all these, shall it break in pieces and bruise. 

 41And whereas thou sawest the feet and toes, part of potters' clay, and part of iron, the kingdom shall be divided; but there shall be in it of the strength of the iron, forasmuch as thou sawest the iron mixed with miry clay. 

 42And as the toes of the feet were part of iron, and part of clay, so the kingdom shall be partly strong, and partly broken. 

 43And whereas thou sawest iron mixed with miry clay, they shall mingle themselves with the seed of men: but they shall not cleave one to another, even as iron is not mixed with clay.

Verse 43 . . . they shall mingle themselves with the seed of men . . . They will be marriages and affinities think to make themselves strong: yet, they will never be, nor could they be, united in heart.


Iron and clay will not mix and cement together, as is affirmed in the latter part of the verse; but as some of these toes were of iron, and others of clay, or some part of them were iron, and some part of them of clay, they shall mingle themselves with the seed of men; the Romans mixed with people of many nations that came in among them, and Rome set up kingdoms under Roman rule.

When Rome falls, these kingdoms set up shall intermarry with each other, in order to strengthen their alliances, and support their interests: thus France, Spain, Portugal, and other nations; those of the royal families marry with each other, with such views: but they shall not cleave one to another, even as iron is not mixed with clay; and yet these ties of marriage and of blood shall not cause them to cleave to and abide by one another; but ambition and worldly interests will engage them to take part with each other's enemies, or to go to war with one another, to the weakening and hurting each other; and thus they through worldly ambition and greed will dash one another to pieces; and those who are more powerful, like the iron, trampled the weaker like miry clay under their feet.
All of this so we might understand the tyranny, greed, earthly, natural brute beasts of the Roman Catholic church and the man of perdition, the man of sin, that leads them, the pope.
First, as we see Daniel's vision, in 534 B.C., Chapter 11, we see two "little horns."  The first "little horn" is explained in Chapter 11 verses 1-36.  The second "little horn" is explained in verses 36-45.
Let's look at the first "little horn," Antiochus Epiphanes, 175 B.C, who arose out of Syria, which was one of the "four Kingdoms" after Alexander the Great.  Antiochus Epiphanes profaned the temple by sacrificing a sow or pig upon the alter, and entered into the holy of holies, and terribly persecuted the Jews.   Antiochus Epiphanes comes up from among the third or Grecian-empire of Alexander the Great.  Antiochus Epiphanes hated the Jews. 

Now look at the future antichrist, the man of perdition, the man of sin, the pope:
Daniel 11:36-37

 36And the king shall do according to his will; and he shall exalt himself, and magnify himself above every god, and shall speak marvellous things against the God of gods, and shall prosper till the indignation be accomplished: for that that is determined shall be done. 

 37Neither shall he regard the God of his fathers, nor the desire of women, nor regard any god: for he shall magnify himself above all.
And the king (ruler, pope) gave laws to the whole world; and particularly in the little horn, or Rome Papal, antichrist, of which Antiochus was a type, and is called by the same name,
Daniel 7:8
 8I considered the horns, and, behold, there came up among them another little horn, before whom there were three of the first horns plucked up by the roots: and, behold, in this horn were eyes like the eyes of man, and a mouth speaking great things.

He is really a beast, but he as a ruler, the horn or king, had eyes LIKE the eyes of man . . .


Daniel 7:8

 8I considered the horns, and, behold, there came up among them another little horn, before whom there were three of the first horns plucked up by the roots: and, behold, in this horn were eyes like the eyes of man, and a mouth speaking great things.
The transition is easy from the type to the antitype, with whom everything said agrees: for the pope of Rome, claiming infallibility, does, or has done, whatsoever he pleases; regarding neither the laws of God nor man, but dispensing with both at his pleasure; coining new doctrines; appointing new ordinances; setting himself up above councils and princes; taking upon him a power to depose kings and set them up as he pleases; with many other things done by him in an arbitrary and despotic way, both civil and religious; and with none does the character agree as with him.

As well as what follows:  . . . and magnify himself above every god; that is so called, whether angels whom he commands, or the kings of the earth he claims an authority over, those gods in heaven, and gods on earth; which is the exact description of antichrist, as given by the Apostle Paul, who has manifestly a reference to this passage:
2 Thessalonians 2:4

 4Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.

He shall speak marvellous things against the God of gods; the true God, to whom angels and civil magistrates are subject, being his creatures, and acting under him; but such is the arrogance of the man of sin, the pope, that he takes upon himself to speak against God, and such things as are astonishing; and it may be extremely wondered at that he should dare to speak them, as to call himself God on earth "Vicar of Christ," the Substitute of Christ until Christ returns; to take such things to himself, which only belong to God, as by claiming all power in heaven, earth, and hell; power to bind the consciences of men, and impose what he pleases on them; to make new articles of faith; to pardon the sins of men; to open and shut the gates of heaven when he pleases; with other blasphemies against God, his mouth, given him to speak, utters:
Revelation 13:5

 5And there was given unto him a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies; and power was given unto him to continue forty and two months.

He shall prosper until the indignation be accomplished; the wrath of God upon the Jewish nation for their rejection of the Messiah; until the time of their conversion is come; and then antichrist shall be destroyed, to make way for it; till that time he shall prosper and flourish, more or less, until the 1260 days or years are ended, the date of his reign,
Revelation 11:2

 2But the court which is without the temple leave out, and measure it not; for it is given unto the Gentiles: and the holy city shall they tread under foot forty and two months.
All that is determined shall be done; all the decrees and purposes of God shall be accomplished; all respecting the state and condition of the people of God under antichrist, particularly the people of the Jews, and concerning the reign and ruin of antichrist.


Let's look further at this future (maybe today) antichrist, the pope:
Daniel 11:36-39
36And the king shall do according to his will; and he shall exalt himself, and magnify himself above every god, and shall speak marvellous things against the God of gods, and shall prosper till the indignation be accomplished: for that that is determined shall be done. 
 37Neither shall he regard the God of his fathers, nor the desire of women, nor regard any god: for he shall magnify himself above all. 
 38But in his estate shall he honour the God of forces: and a god whom his fathers knew not shall he honour with gold, and silver, and with precious stones, and pleasant things. 
 39Thus shall he do in the most strong holds with a strange god, whom he shall acknowledge and increase with glory: and he shall cause them to rule over many, and shall divide the land for gain.

Daniel 11: 37 . . .
Neither shall he regard the God of his fathers, ... Of the apostles of Christ, from whom he, the pope, pretends to descend, and whose successor the pope would have us to believe him to be.  However, the Apostle's God was the Lord Jesus Christ, whom the Apostles worshipped and adored, believed in, embraced, professed, and Preached; whom, though the pope, this antichrist disregards, though the pope would have people believe that he is the vicar of Christ on earth; yet the pope slights Jesus Christ, yea, opposes and acts contrary to Jesus Christ, in Christ offices of Prophet, Priest, and King.  Therefore the Roman Catholic pope is rightly called antichrist:


37. Neither . . . regard . . . the desire of women--   the reference is concerning the Messiah. Jewish women desired to be mothers with a view to Him, the Messiah, the Christ of God, the Promised Seed of the woman.  This antichrist will disregard, lay aside, the Messiah, and profess another god -- Mary.  What was the desire of women?  That they should give birth, hoping all the while that God would Chose them to bare the Messiah into the world.

Genesis 30:23
 23And she conceived, and bare a son; and said, God hath taken away my reproach:
Luke 1:25

 25Thus hath the Lord dealt with me in the days wherein he looked on me, to take away my reproach among men. 

This was the desire of women, that they bring forth the Messiah.  The antichrist, the pope, will not recognize the Messiah as the God to Worship, which was the desire of women, but instead will make Mary a god, and Worship her.

nor regard any god-- 


Either the true God, Jehovah God, and his laws, or any god in a metaphorical sense, any king or potentate on earth; showing no respect to any authority, or to any laws, divine or human, for he shall magnify himself above all; above all gods, and above all authority:
2 Thessalonians 2:4

 4Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.

Roman Numerals, Roman Nvmerals . . .

In Roman numerals, the letter V is used to represent the number 5. It was used because it resembled the convention of counting by notches carved in wood, with every fifth notch double-cut to form a "V".
During the Late Middle Ages, two forms of ‹v› developed, which were both used for its ancestor ‹u› and modern ‹v›. The pointed form ‹v› was written at the beginning of a word, while a rounded form ‹u› was used in the middle or end, regardless of sound. So whereas valor and excuse appeared as in modern printing, have and upon were printed ‹haue› and ‹vpon›. The first distinction between the letters ‹u› and ‹v› is recorded in a Gothic alphabet from 1386, where ‹v› preceded ‹u›. By the mid-16th century, the ‹v› form was used to represent the consonant and ‹u› the vowel sound, giving us the modern letter ‹u›. Capital ‹U› was not accepted as a distinct letter until many years later.

The Catholic Church has essentially confirmed this usage of the word anti. The Vicar of Christ (Vicarius Christi)
"Vicar of Christ . . . Title used almost exclusively of the Bishop of Rome as successor of Peter and, therefore, the one in the Church who particularly takes the place of Christ; but used also of bishops in general and even of priests. First used by the Roman Synod of A.D. 495 to refer to Pope Gelasius; more commonly in Roman curial usage to refer to the Bishop of Rome during the pontificate of Pope Eugene III (1145-1153). Pope Innocent III (1198-1216) asserted explicitly that the Pope is the Vicar of Christ; further defined at the Council of Florence in the Decree for the Greeks (1439) and Vatican Council I in Pastor Aerternus (1870). The Second Vatican Council, in Lumen Gentium , n.27, calls bishops in general "vicars and legates of Christ." All bishops are vicars of Christ for their local churches in their ministerial functions as priest, prophet, and king, as the Pope is for the universal church; the title further denotes they exercise their authority in the Church not by delegation from any other person, but from Christ Himself."

THE WORDS VICARIOUS AND VICAR
Now look up the word vicarious in almost any common dictionary. Here is what you would find in the Webster Handy College Dictionary: "substituting for or, feeling in place of another."

Also in the Webster's II New Riverside Desk Dictionary for the definition of Vicar-

1. A parish priest in the Church of England.
2. A cleric in the Episcopal Church in charge of a chapel.
3. One who serves as a *substitute* for another.

A Vicar General is defined in the 1994 Catholic Almanac on page 330 as "a priest or bishop appointed by the bishop of a diocese to serve as his deputy, with ordinary executive power, in the administration of the diocese." So a vicar serves in the place of (substituting for) the bishop, and assumes his power of office for certain duties. 
So the Papal title of VICAR OF CHRIST which in Latin is VICARIUS CHRISTI, means a SUBSTITUTE FOR CHRIST, which is synonymous with Antichrist, i.e., assuming the power of God on earth! This blasphemous claim is made repeatedly by various Popes and is the very foundation of Roman Catholicism and it's Papacy.

Some Catholics may protest that the Pope represents, but does not substitute for Jesus Christ, to avoid the association.

Some Catholics will claim that the title VICARIUS FILII DEI is an anti-catholic fabrication, a complete fake, never used by the Catholic church. One example of this is online at the Catholic  Envoy Magazine in the article titled  Pope Fiction by Patrick Madrid (See Fiction 5).  My complete discussion with Patrick Madrid.

The following evidence is offered to prove that VICARIUS FILII DEI is indeed genuine.
Vicarius Filii Dei translated in English is Vicar of the Son of God, a phrase that has been used by Catholics:

... there are Catholics who talk against the temporal power of the Pope, either because they have been stunned by the clamours of a Protestant people, or because they are white-hearted, and have not courage to stand in the face of popular falsehood for an unpopular truth. The spirit of Protestant England its lawlessness, its pride, its contempt, and its enmity to the Church of God has made Catholics too to be cold-hearted, even when the Vicar of Jesus Christ is insulted. We have need, then, to be upon our guard. It shall happen once more with some, as it did when the Son of God was in His Passion they saw Him betrayed, bound, carried away, buffeted, blindfolded, and scourged; they saw Him carry His Cross to Calvary, then nailed upon it, and lifted up to the scorn of the world; and they said, "If he be the king of Israel, let him now come down from the cross, and we will believe him."* So in like manner they say now, "See this Catholic Church, this Church of God, feeble and weak, rejected even by the very nations called Catholic. There is Catholic France, and Catholic Germany, and Catholic Italy, giving up this exploded figment of the temporal power of the Vicar of Jesus Christ." And

... Lastly, the only other point upon which I shall speak to is this. We have already seen how the powers and glories of the Holy See have been progressively unfolding; how the time of St. Gregory I. was a period of apostolic missions, converting the nations to the faith; how the time of St. Leo III. was a period

of creating the Christian world; how the time of St. Gregory VII. was a period of purifying the sanctuary of the Church; and how the time of Alexander III. was a period of royalty of government and of ecclesiastical order, when the divine power of the church directed, by a firm and sacred authority, the civil powers of the world within the sphere of the law of God and of obedience to the faith. Now I observe these powers of the Holy See have been always rising, always culminating. The temporal power in the hand of St. Gregory I. was a fatherly and patriarchal rule over nations not as yet reduced to civil order. In the hands of St. Leo III. it became a power of building empires. In the hands of St. Gregory VII. it was a scourge to chasten them. In the hands of Alexander III. it was a dynasty, ruling supremely, in the name of God, over the powers of the world. And now in these later times the temporal sovereignty has become a law of the conscience, an axiom of the reason. Through long contests and denials it has passed into consciences, intellects, and hearts of men. Like the great dogmas of the Church, through controversy it has reached its analysis and expression. It stands by the side of the Immaculate Conception a theological certainty, if not a definition. So that I may say there never was a time when the temporal power of the Vicar of the Son of God, though assailed as we see it, was more firmly rooted through-

out the whole unity of the Catholic Church in the hearts and convictions of its members; and that by a double process, not only by its own proper evidence, not only by the light of God's dealing with the world, but by contrast. For the nations of Europe have already seen that the society of the world, without the guidance and preservation of the Church of God, resolves itself into confusion. They have seen every form of political society, and the confederations of kingdoms and nations, dissolve and pass away. While all the floating societies of the world have drifted down the stream, the centre of obedience has become more stable. Men have learned from the history of modern Europe that the law which is called the law of nations—that is, the rule of justice which regulates the relations of people with people—has become weak and powerless. And why? Because the nations have broken the bonds which bound them to the centre of obedience, and have shaken off the noble submission to a tribunal higher than man, from which came forth, in other days, the judgments of equity and of justice. It was a dignified obedience to bow to the Vicar of the Son of God, and to remit the arbitration of their griefs to one whom all wills consented to obey.

The  Donation of Constantine is the most famous forgery in European history. Originally discovered in the Pseudo-Isidorian Decretals in the 9th century (c. 847-853), which are now also recognized to be forgeries, parts of the Donation of Constantine were later incorporated into most of the medieval collections of Catholic canon law (Anselm's, Cardinal Deusdedit's (c. 1087), and Gratian's Decretum (c. 1148) also known as Concordia Discordantium Canonum). So the Donation of Constantine was held to be genuine for centuries.

The Donation of Constantine is cited in writing by no less than 10 Popes as proof of their civil authority and sovereignty over Rome, and what came to be known as the Papal States, which included a large portion of Italy. It was eventually exposed as a pious fraud in 1440 by Laurentius Valla who proved it had to have been written several centuries after the death of Constantine (337 A.D.) The Vatican condemned Valla's scholarly work by listing it in the Index Librorum Prohibitorum, the Index of Prohibited Books of 1559. The donation reads in part as follows in Latin: (caps added for emphasis) -

Sicut B. Petrus in terris VICARIUS FILII DEI esse videtur constitutus, ita et Pontifices, qui ipsius principis apostolorum gerunt vices, principatus potestatem amplius quam terrena imperialis nostrae serenitatis mansuetudo habere videtur, conscessam a nobis nostroque imperio obtineant...
In English that is-

As the Blessed Peter is seen to have been constituted vicar of the Son of God on the earth, so the Pontiffs who are the representatives of that same chief of the apostles, should obtain from us and our empire the power of a supremacy greater than the clemency of our earthly imperial serenity is seen to have conceded to it,
(continuing beyond the Latin above)
choosing that same chief of the apostles and his vicars to be our constant intercessors with God. And to the extent of our earthly Imperial power, we have decreed that his holy Roman Church shall be honored with veneration, and that more than our empire and earthly throne the most sacred seat of the Blessed Peter shall be gloriously exalted, we giving to it power, and dignity of glory, and vigor, and honor imperial. And we ordain and decree that he shall have the supremacy as well over the four principal seats, Alexandria, Antioch, Jerusalem, and Constantinople, as also over all the churches of God in the whole earth. And the Pontiff, who at the time shall be at the head of the holy Roman church itself, shall be more exalted than, and chief over, all the priests of the whole world, and according to his judgment everything which is provided for the service of God and for the stability of the faith of Christians is to be administered.
