Isaiah 21:6-8

6 For thus hath the Lord said unto me, Go, set a watchman, let him declare what he seeth.
Note:  Not any other of the Prophets of Israel.  The Lord God, the Lord of Hosts, declared this of the Prophet Isaiah himself that Isaiah was to set up a watchman.

7 And he saw a chariot with a couple of horsemen, a chariot of asses, and a chariot of camels; and he hearkened diligently with much heed:

8 And he cried, A lion: My lord, I stand continually upon the watchtower in the daytime, and I am set in my ward whole nights:

Note:  " . . . A lion:  My lord, . . ."  Meaning, Darius who overcame Babylon.  Darius at the head of the Persian and Median armies, compared to a lion for his fierceness, courage, and strength.  A lion, represented in the New Testament as both the Christ and those completely controlled by satan, antiChrists, such a Nero.  

2 Timothy 4:17
17 Notwithstanding the Lord stood with me, and strengthened me; that by me the preaching might be fully known, and that all the Gentiles might hear: and I was delivered out of the mouth of the lion.  

Note:  " . . . and I was delivered out of the mouth of the lion."  Nero.  However, some think that it is not Nero, but Helius, whom he had appointed Governor under Nero, Helius being at this time in Greece, is here meant, before whom the Apostle Paul was tried, and out of whose hands the Apostle Paul was delivered.  Nero had left Helius a freedman in the administration of Rome, with full power to do as he pleased, which power Helius abused.  Rome was the capital of the Gentile world, so that a proclamation of the Truth of the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to the Romans was likely to go forth to the rest of the Gentile world.  However, we see that satan himself is like a lion, as satan mimics the things of God, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Lion of the Tribe of Judah, Revelation 5:5:

Job 1:7
7 And the Lord said unto Satan, Whence comest thou? Then Satan answered the Lord, and said, From going to and fro in the earth, and from walking up and down in it.

Job 2:2
2 And the Lord said unto Satan, From whence comest thou? And Satan answered the Lord, and said, From going to and fro in the earth, and from walking up and down in it.

Luke 22:31
31 And the Lord said, Simon, Simon, behold, Satan hath desired to have you, that he may sift you as wheat:

1 Peter 5:8
8 Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour:

2 Timothy 2:26
26 And that they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil, who are taken captive by him at his will.

Psalm 22:21
21 Save me from the lion's mouth: for thou hast heard me from the horns of the unicorns.

Note:  The lion often used as a figure representing violent tearing of it's prey to pieces.  The connecting of the mouth of the lion intimates their rapacity (Rapacity:  Living on prey.  Always wanting more,) Psalm 22:13.  " . . . the horns . . .".  The common figurative use of "horn" is taken from the image of battling animals.  An animals horn denotes aggressive strength.  A horn thus represents power, and unicorn represent the magnitude of power or magnified power.  Horns are emblems of power, dominion, glory, and fierceness, as they are the chief means of attack and defense with the animals endowed with them.  A horn also represents honor.  Horns are figuratively, power, strength, a place of rule as a hill or mountain. 

The monoceros (Monoceros:  a unicorn, or a fish (as the swordfish or sawfish) with one hornlike process protruding from its head).  The unicorn, is the fiercest of wild beasts.  The unicorn has a body like a horse, it has the head of an hart (hart:  a male deer; especially : a male red deer,) and the feet of an elephant, the tail of a bear, and the mighty unicorn makes a great bellowing.  The unicorn has one black horn rising up in the middle of the forehead, which is two cubits long (cubit, roughly 18" or 1 1/2').  So, a unicorn was a massive beast with a horn 3 feet long.  It is NOT as a unicorn is presented today as a "lovely sweet little pony".  It is denied that a unicorn was ever taken alive.

Unicorns are popular today as tattoos.  Unicorn tattoo designs are generally drawn with purples, light blues and shades of white. Only virgin maidens could tame unicorns, which in the later stages made them the symbol of marital fidelity.  Thus, tattoos of this creature was considered an emblem of purity.  Most fictional beasts arise from human fear, but unicorns are associated with:  chaste behavior, sweet maidens, and Virgin Mary.  
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NOTE:  In Baal worship, symbols of the "Unicorn, Peacock, Phoenix, and pine cone" were used as part of their worship.  The unicorn, peacock and the phoenix were used to signify their “sun god,” Tammuz.  Tammuz was originally a Sumerian or Babylonian “sun-god,” called Dumuzu, the husband of Ishtar, who corresponds to Aphrodite of the Greeks. The worship of these deities was introduced into Syria in very early times under the designation of Tammuz and Astarte, and appears among the Greeks in the myth of Adonis and Aphrodite, who are identified with Osiris and Isis of the Egyptian pantheon, showing how widespread the cult became. The Babylonian myth represents Dumuzu, or Tammuz, as a beautiful shepherd slain by a wild boar, the symbol of winter. Ishtar long mourned for him and descended into the underworld to deliver him from the embrace of death.  This mourning for Tammuz was celebrated in Babylonia by women on the 2nd day of the 4th month, which thus acquired the name of Tammuz.  This custom of weeping for Tammuz is referred to in the Holy Bible in Ezekiel 8:14.
Thus, in the Roman Catholic “church” which worships Baal, not the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, this false Christian “church” uses symbols of the "Unicorn, Peacock, and Phoenix" as symbols of the Lord Jesus Christ in many of its churches:  on doors and in their chapels as well as sanctuaries holding the 'eucharist'.
The Phoenix Bird is an ancient occult symbol:
The Phoenix Bird is one of the oldest occult symbols in the world, having been invented in the Egyptian Satanic Mysteries. Occultists believe that only one of these magnificent birds lives at any one time, and lives to be about 500 years old.  Then, it self-immolates and its body is reduced to ashes; however, a new Phoenix Bird immediately arises out of these ashes, to live another 500 years. [Manly P. Hall, The Phoenix: An Illustrated Review of Occultism and Philosophy, as quoted by Dr. Burns, Masonic and Occult Symbols Illustrated, p. 121]
The Phoenix Bird is a symbol of Lucifer:
The Phoenix ... is believed to be a divine bird going back to Egypt ... This Phoenix destroys itself in flames and then rises from the ashes. Most occultists believe that the Phoenix is a symbol of Lucifer who was cast down in flames and who they think will one day rise triumphant. This, of course, also relates to the rising of Hiram Abiff, the Masonic 'christ'." [Bill Schnoebelen, quoted by Dr. C. Burns, "Masonic and Occult Symbols Illustrated", p. 123]

Romans 1:25 
25Who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen.
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Unicorns are mentioned in the Holy Bible as a wild untamed beast. Just like those who change the Truth of God's Holy Word into a lie, as Baal worshiper do, they make the unicorn a timid, beautiful, child-like animal.  Baal worshipers do the same thing of Angels, which are powerful grown men.  They turn them into “cute cupid babies” as we see on Valentine's Day.  According to Roman Catholic tradition, when the unicorn laid its eyes on the Virgin Mary, it rested its head in her lap.  The depiction of unicorn sitting besides Virgin Mary with its head in her lap proved its knowing her as a true virgin. Additionally, only virgins could ride a unicorn.  According to medieval legend, only a virgin holding a mirror was able to tame a unicorn, and with dust filed from its horn a potion against deadly drugs could be produced.  A Dictionary of Fabulous Beasts, http://www.amazon.com/dp/0333109678?tag=occultopedia&link_code=as2&creativeASIN=0333109678&creative=374929&camp=211189, "A virgin, preferably both beautiful and naked, (was) bound to a tree; at which the unicorn, attracted by a creature as rare and chaste as itself, would approach, and meekly lay its head in her lap; and this would so entrance it that it could easily be killed by the hunter waiting in ambush."  The unicorn myth became transformed into a religious allegory, that of the Holy Hunt, which was depicted in countless medieval paintings, sculptures, and tapestries. In this, the maiden represented the Virgin Mary, the unicorn Christ, in the unicorn's horn the unity of Father and Son, and its death the Crucifixion. A version of this allegory — one in which the maiden is clothed — is depicted in the Unicorn Tapestries, a masterpiece of French Renaissance art, in the Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York City.  By Adolfo Salvatore Cavallo.

The unicorn tapestries are one of the most popular attractions at The Cloisters Museum and Gardens, the medieval branch of The Metropolitan Museum of Art. Traditionally known as The Hunt of the Unicorn, this set of seven exquisite and enigmatic tapestries was likely completed between 1495 and 1505. The imaginatively conceived scenes—displaying individualized faces of the hunters and naturalistically depicting the flora and fauna of the landscape—are beautifully captured in silk, wool, and metal yarns. Written by one of the world’s leading authorities on medieval textiles and illustrated with many lovely color reproductions, The Unicorn Tapestries traces the origins of the tapestries as well as possible interpretations of their symbolic meaning. In The Unicorn in Captivity, the unicorn represents the beloved one tamed. The unicorn is tethered to a tree and constrained by a fence, but the chain is not secure and the fence is low enough to leap over, which would allow him to if he wished. Clearly, however, his confinement is a happy one, to which the ripe, seed-laden pomegranates in the tree—a medieval symbol of fertility and marriage—testify, http://store.metmuseum.org/wall-decor/unicorn-in-captivity-tapestry-wall-hanging/invt/15022445#.UnbUlEBIFrI.  The Unicorn Tapestries at The Cloisters are renowned for their beauty and botanical accuracy. The tapestries depict the Hunt of the Unicorn, a mythical creature first mentioned by the Greek physician Ctesias in the fourth century B.C.  In the Middle Ages the animal was known for its supposed invincibility and the therapeutic property of its horn. The design on our magnificent wall hanging is based on one of these remarkable medieval hangings, The Unicorn in Captivity (South Netherlandish, ca. 1495–1505).

The unicorn's traditional enemy was the lion, which in the medieval fable was said to defeat its foe in the following way:  The lion would run to a tree, inviting the unicorn to charge at him. As the unicorn made its charge, the lion would move aside, and the unicorn would drive its horn into the tree and become wedged. The lion would then fall upon its helpless foe. In the British royal coat-of-arms, however, the two animals represent not conflict but union. They came together in 1603, when James VI of Scotland, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/File:Royal_Coat_of_Arms_of_the_Kingdom_of_Scotland.svg, upon becoming James I of England, added the Scottish unicorn to the English heraldic lion.

Tattoos of this mythical creature are thus an emblem of purity, chastity, free will, magical powers, and uniqueness. These magnificent tattoos are a representation of:  eternal grace, unquestionable finesse, and unconquerable spirit.
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Numbers 23:22 
22God brought them out of Egypt; he hath as it were the strength of an unicorn.

Numbers 24:8 
8God brought him forth out of Egypt; he hath as it were the strength of an unicorn: he shall eat up the nations his enemies, and shall break their bones, and pierce them through with his arrows.


Job 39:9-10

9 Will the unicorn be willing to serve thee, or abide by thy crib?

10 Canst thou bind the unicorn with his band in the furrow? or will he harrow the valleys after thee?

Note:  You can't tame a unicorn.  He will not work a field like an ox.  Will the unicorn draw the harrow, which is used after ploughing to break the clods, and make the land smooth and even? No, he will not!  Is it impossible to make the unicorn tame.  Signifying that if man cannot rule a creature, that it is much more impossible that he should appoint or have the full Wisdom of God, by which God Governs all the world.  PLINY in his work, Natural History, mentions such an animal, that of a unicorn.  Its figure is found depicted in the ruins of Persepolis. The unicorn conveys the idea of loftiness, fierce power and strength. 


Isaiah 21:9-12

9 And, behold, here cometh a chariot of men, with a couple of horsemen. And he answered and said, Babylon is fallen, is fallen; and all the graven images of her gods he hath broken unto the ground.

Note:  The watchman whom the Prophet Isaiah had set up, told him who came toward Babylon, Darius, and the Angel declared that it would be destroyed: all this was done in a vision.

10 O my threshing, and the corn of my floor: that which I have heard of the Lord of hosts, the God of Israel, have I declared unto you.
Note:  "O my threshing, . . ."  Meaning, Babylon would be threshed as corn on the floor.

11 The burden of Dumah. He calleth to me out of Seir, Watchman, what of the night? Watchman, what of the night?

Note:  Edom and Seir were typical of papal Rome, and/or the Roman "pope" the popish antichrist, having the person calling out to them as a Watchman may design such of the people of God in the midst of them:

Revelation 18:4
4 And I heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her, my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her plagues.


12 The watchman said, The morning cometh, and also the night: if ye will enquire, enquire ye: return, come.

Note:  The Prophet Isaiah asks of the Watchman, what of the night?  Watchman, what has happened since it was night? Hast thou observed nothing? Is not the enemy nigh, or danger at hand? What sayest thou concerning the night?  The night of darkness, affliction, and distress, in which we are, when will it be over? The question is repeated, as is usual with persons in a panic, and fearing the Watchman should not hear the or have seen the danger the first time.  Watchmen are Ministers of the Word under the New Covenant, the New Testament, in allusion to shepherds and watchmen of cities, whose business it is to show sinners the danger of their ways, and to arouse sleepy Saints, so to give the time of night and the danger thereof, that the Churches of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth may know where about they are. 


Ezekiel 3:16-18

16 And it came to pass at the end of seven days, that the word of the Lord came unto me, saying,

17 Son of man, I have made thee a watchman unto the house of Israel: therefore hear the word at my mouth, and give them warning from me.

18 When I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou givest him not warning, nor speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, to save his life; the same wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand.

Note:  If we warn the wicked, we are not chargeable with their ruin. We are not only to encourage and comfort those who appear to be righteous, but they are also to be warned. Surely then the hearers of the Gospel should desire warnings, and even reproofs, if they are not sure they have been Saved by the blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His perfect sacrifice of Himself on the Cross of Calvary.  The Prophet Ezekiel would be responsible for the fulfilment of his duty.  However, each one will bear the consequences of their own conduct, after they have heard the Word. Thus, the people are no longer judged as a whole, as was the case when all depended on the public conduct of the nation or of its King. 


Ezekiel 33:1-9

1 Again the word of the Lord came unto me, saying,

2 Son of man, speak to the children of thy people, and say unto them, When I bring the sword upon a land, if the people of the land take a man of their coasts, and set him for their watchman:

3 If when he seeth the sword come upon the land, he blow the trumpet, and warn the people;

4 Then whosoever heareth the sound of the trumpet, and taketh not warning; if the sword come, and take him away, his blood shall be upon his own head.

5 He heard the sound of the trumpet, and took not warning; his blood shall be upon him. But he that taketh warning shall deliver his soul.

6 But if the watchman see the sword come, and blow not the trumpet, and the people be not warned; if the sword come, and take any person from among them, he is taken away in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at the watchman's hand.

7 So thou, O son of man, I have set thee a watchman unto the house of Israel; therefore thou shalt hear the word at my mouth, and warn them from me.

8 When I say unto the wicked, O wicked man, thou shalt surely die; if thou dost not speak to warn the wicked from his way, that wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand.

9 Nevertheless, if thou warn the wicked of his way to turn from it; if he do not turn from his way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast delivered thy soul.



Jeremiah 6:15-17

15Were they ashamed when they had committed abomination? nay, they were not at all ashamed, neither could they blush: therefore they shall fall among them that fall: at the time that I visit them they shall be cast down, saith the LORD.

16Thus saith the LORD, Stand ye in the ways, and see, and ask for the old paths, where is the good way, and walk therein, and ye shall find rest for your souls. But they said, We will not walk therein.

17Also I set watchmen over you, saying, Hearken to the sound of the trumpet. But they said, We will not hearken. 

Note: Watchmen were God's Prophets, then Apostles, Preachers and Teachers. Hearken to their voice, lifted up like a trumpet: 

Isaiah 58:1
1Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and shew my people their transgression, and the house of Jacob their sins. 

Hearken to their voices, the voices of the Watchmen, whose voices were lifted up like a trumpet, hearken to the Word Preached by them, telling the world of their sin and transgression.  To God's Law, which lays before them their sin and danger. To the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which is a joyful sound, and gives a certain sound, which proclaims God's peace, pardon, and Salvation, by the Lord Jesus Christ -- alone. "But they said, We will not hearken". So the Jews, in the times of the Lord Jesus Christ and His Apostles, turned a deaf ear to their ministry, contradicted, attacked, and blasphemed the very Son of God, the Word of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who had created them, and blasphemed His Gospel which was taught them, and judged themselves unworthy of it, and unworthy of Eternal Life, brought to light by the Gospel Watchmen. 

Therefore, if one who claims to be one of God's Watchmen, one who lifts his voice up like a trumpet, to shew God's people their transgression and their sins, makes an uncertain sound, that is he is a false Preacher/Teacher, one who does NOT speaks God's Truth, how would God's people know to prepare themselves for battle?  Indeed, if he makes an uncertain sound he is in fact a wolf in sheep's clothing, Matthew 7:15, 2 Corinthians 11:13-15, 1 John 2:18. Do NOT turn from God's Word, turn NOT to the right nor the left, Deuteronomy 5:31-33, Proverbs 4:26-27, and images shall be unto thee as a menstruous cloth, Isaiah 30:20-22. Neither shall they defile themselves any more with their idols, Ezekiel 37:23.
