John 8:35
35 And the servant abideth not in the house for ever: but the Son abideth ever.

Note:  The word here servant in the Greek is not correctly used.  The word is not literally servant but slave.  The Greek word is Doulos:  Properly, someone who belongs to another; a Bond-slave, one without any ownership rights of their own.  That's correct, you have no ownership rights of yourself as a bond-slave, one bought out of a market.  You are NOT your own, you don't own you. 1 Corinthians 6:19-20, you have a Master who owns you, Matthew 23:8-10.  Slavery could result from various circumstances, including:  war, birth, and even debt.  Doulos, bond-slave, is used with the highest dignity in the New Testament -- namely, of Born Again Believers, who willingly live under The Lord Jesus Christ's authority as their Master -- as those who are Called to die to self, not be owned by you, Matthew 16:24; Mark 8:34; Luke 9:23; Mark 10:17-22; Matthew 10:38, but owned by their Lord and Master, As a devoted follower of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

As you can see from the verse above John 8:35 above, a house slave (above shown as servant) lives in the house, but does not stay in the Master's house forever.  In the days of the Lord Jesus Christ, people's household consisted of not only family members, but of their slaves that lived in their house.  This was their household.  The slaves did not live there forever; those born into the household as a son do, as an adopted son had all the rights and privileges of a natural born son.

Abideth in the Greek means:  To remain or stay in a given place, state, or relation.  It conveys a sense of persistence and continuity, implying a steadfastness or enduring presence.


Among the Romans, good slaves were oftentimes made free, and bad ones were turned out, and put into a work house, to grind corn in mills, a sort of bridewell, (i.e.:  a prison;) and such evil servants (slaves) may more especially here be given as an example, since the Lord Jesus Christ is speaking of servants of sin, those never Saved. " . . . but the Son abideth ever."  The Son of God, the only begotten Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will always continue as a Son in His Own House, as the Lord and proprietor of it; and as the High Priest over it.  Christ Jesus having an unchangeable Priesthood, and takes care of His household, provides for it, and manages all the affairs thereof -- the family in Heaven and in earth being named After Him. As He, so too are all the adopted sons of God who shall continue in the Master's House, being pillars in this house, that shall never go out.  Such are no more servants (slaves,) nor foreigners, aliens from the Commonwealth of Israel, Ephesians 2:11-13, but are fellow citizens with the Saints and are permanent members of the household of God.  Being sons, and adopted into the household of God as heirs shall never be cast out, as the bondwoman (bond-slave, i.e.--Hagar) and her son have been, Genesis 21:9-14. Instead, these though being the children of the free, shall forever enjoy the inheritance they are adopted to.  Once sons, always so; the relation ever continues, and they will ever remain in the family being entitled to the Heavenly estate, and shall ever possess it. 

So, when we see that a specific person was Saved and their House (Household,) It means those that were in that household that were old enough and who heard, believed, and understood concerning their sins and the need for a savior, a specific savior, the Lord Jesus Christ alone, including the slaves (servants).  It does not mean, those in their house (household) as infants or those not old enough to hear, believe, and understand the Gospel message concerning the Lord Jesus Christ were every Saved simply being a relation.  Again, this is the same issue the Jews had (and do have) believing that simply being born a Jew meant they were forever in the household of God.

Water baptism is an ancient and symbolic act through which Born Again Believers publicly acknowledge their need for God's forgiveness for their sins.  Sins are those actions, thoughts, deeds against God's Law. The people of Israel evidently began practicing water baptism during the period between the end of the Old Testament and the birth of the Lord Jesus Christ at Bethlehem. When non-Jewish people came to believe in the God of the Bible, Jehovah, and wanted to become members of the Nation of Israel, they were required to undergo an immersion water baptism. This baptism was a public symbolic washing, through which they agreed they had a need for God's cleansing and forgiveness of their sins. By the time of the Lord Jesus Christ arrival at Bethlehem, many of the Jews, again, as many still today believed they were accepted by God simply because they were descendants of Abraham. This is what made John the Baptist's message so revolutionary to those in Israel.  John instructed his followers that they needed God's forgiveness just as much as non-Jewish people needed it.  John Preached to them they needed to admit this need by being Baptized, Matthew 3:1-12.  However, John the Baptist baptism did not include Salvation where as they would be Saved.  It merely turned them back toward God as had Elijah had done.  This did not Save them under Elijah, and it did not Save them during the time of the Lord Jesus Christ.  It was only a shadow of the reality to come.  

Also, as a Prophesied precursor before the Messiah, before the Christ would appear, John the Baptist proclaimed that the Messiah would be the one who alone would provide that cleansing of His people's sins. Jesus' Disciples Baptized more than John the Baptist's followers, John 4:1-3 and that the Lord Jesus Christ called on all Christians (Born Again Believers) were to be Baptize, and they too were to Baptize those who followed Jesus Christ as their Savior, Matthew 28:19-20.



Throughout the Book of Acts, the early Christians followed Jesus' instructions. In Holy Scripture the pattern remained the same: first, people put their faith in the Lord Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior.  Then, they were Baptized to publicly commit before the community of Born Again Believers this act of repenting, turning from their sin to God through Jesus Christ, Acts 2:41; Acts 8:12, Acts 8:36-38; Acts 9:10-18; Acts 10:44-48; Acts 16:14-15, Acts 16:30-34; Acts 18:8; Acts 19:4-5). 

There is not one single Biblical example of Baptism before conversion, before being Born Again, i.e.:  being Saved. The New Testament order was always if you have previous been baptized by John the Baptist (which was a shadow of the reality brought by the Lord Jesus Christ) they were now to repent and be Baptized -- " . . . in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins . . ." Acts 2:38-41; believe and be Baptized, Mark 16:16; Acts 8:12-13; Acts 18:8. Christian baptism then, is not what causes you to become a Christian—it is an action done in response to having been forgiven for all eternity of one's sins after becoming a Christian. Neither is Baptism something you do to earn God's acceptance—it is something you do because you have received the free gift of God's acceptance through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ alone!



Acts 16:14-15

14 And a certain woman named Lydia, a seller of purple, of the city of Thyatira, which worshipped God, heard us: whose heart the Lord opened, that she attended unto the things which were spoken of Paul.

15 And when she was baptized, and her household, she besought us, saying, If ye have judged me to be faithful to the Lord, come into my house, and abide there. And she constrained us.

Note: " . . .which worshipped God, . . ."  The true God, the God of Israel.  "And when she was baptized, . . ."  Baptized In water, in the NAME of the Father, Son, and Holy Ghost, according to the commission of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, by one of the Apostle Paul's companions, by whom she was instructed into the nature and use of this ordinance; and very likely it was performed in that river, by the side of which the Apostle Paul had Preached, where they were assembled.  " . . . and her household, . . "  They were baptized also, being converted at the same time.  These seem to be her menial servants, who came along with her from her native place upon business.  These of Lydia's house, her servants, too became Born Again Believers, and are called "the Brethren," in Acts 16:40 shown directly below.  Whether Lydia was a maid, a wife, or a widow, we cannot tell from the information given.  It looks, however, as if she had no husband at that time, since she is mentioned as a trader herself.  Whether Lydia had any children or not, is not certain, nor can it be concluded from this clause, the passage of Scripture , for there were many households that had no children.  If she had young children, it is not likely she should bring them with her to such a distant place, whither she was come upon for trade and business if she could afford servants to have kept them in their home where she kept her main abode.

Acts 16:40
40 And they went out of the prison, and entered into the house of Lydia: and when they had seen the brethren, they comforted them, and departed.

Note:  Thus, the passage in Acts 16:15 above has nothing to do with infant Baptism, as that simply was not done.  Baptism was always done by those who believed in their hearts that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was the Son of God, the Messiah, the Christ, made that confession openly and freely without being coached, and believed that God had raised Him from the dead.  Then, they desired to be obedient to His Command to be Baptized and were.


Mark 16:16
16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.

Note:  Baptism does NOT save you.  Faith must precede Baptism.  By faith one is Saved by Grace, Ephesians 2:8.  You must have faith first before being Saved.  You must have faith first before being Baptized.  Not that either faith or Baptism are the procuring causes of Salvation: not faith, for the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone is the author of Salvation, as faith is the Grace that looks to Christ Jesus alone for one's Salvation, who then by faith receives the assurance of it now, and that will be the end of it hereafter in Heaven.  Faith and eternal life are so connected together, that he that has the one, shall have the other.  It is descriptive of the person that shall enjoy it, that is Eternal Life in Heaven.  Baptism, though it is said to save by the resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ, since it is a means of leading faith to the Lord Jesus Christ's resurrection for justification, yet Baptism has no casual influence upon Salvation.  Baptism it is not essential to one's Salvation.  The thief on the cross, went to Heaven without being Baptized, and Simon Magus to hell with it, Acts 8:9-24, CHAP. XXIII.--DOCTRINES AND PRACTICES OF SIMON MAGUS AND MENANDER, https://www.alemattec.com/Irenaeus_Against_Heresies_Book_I.pdf#page=41.  It is the duty of every one that Believes, one that truly Believes, ought to be Baptized, and prove the truth of his faith by his obedience to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and such who are obedient to the Lord Jesus Christ shall be Saved.  Not by works, including Baptism, Titus 3:5-7.

" . . . but he that believeth not shall be damned."  Such are those, who, are favored with the Gospel revelation, as all men are not Called to hear it.  Those who are Called to hear it, but are not Chosen to believe deny the Gospel message, reject and despise it, or neglect it, and are disobedient to it, whose guilt is the greater, and whose punishment and damnation will be the greater, even more so, than that of Sodom and Gomorrha, Tyre and Sidon, or any of the Gentiles that perish without the Law of God, and the knowledge of the Gospel.  Those who are finally unbelievers at death, who live and die in a state of impenitence and unbelief are damned, cursed of God for all eternity in Hell.  Otherwise, one that believes not today, may believe tomorrow, and be Saved.

We become Christians when we admit our sin (all sin is against God, and therefore ONLY God can forgive sins, Psalm 51:1-4) and trust the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ as our Forgiver, or Savior.  Baptism is a symbolic act:  water cannot wash away sin.  It is not the blood of bulls and goats that can wash away sins, Hebrews 10:4 as was done in the Old Testament over and over again by animal sacrifice. Baptism is merely an "object lesson" of how a Christian's sins are washed away by the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ, 1 Peter 1:18-25.  The idea of infant baptism may be commendable as people strive to dedicate their lives and their child to God.  It does NOT bring the child into the household of God.  As history has revealed, a multitude of faithful Christians have baptized their children believing they would be Saved.  Also, we have seen a multitude of children who have completely rejected the God of the Bible, and His Chosen man to Save them from their sins after being Baptized as an infant. Many have been deceived, and some willing self-deceived in believing Holy Scripture on face value without studying, or simply accepting what one is taught as Scriptural which then brings most often a sad reality is a parents life as they see their child grow-up ungodly and remain so.  infant baptism is not a religious rite found in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  Sadly, it is taught  in a way by many 'churches' which leads people to equate one's Salvation with baptism.  Again, no where in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible is this true for infants or those too young to understand their sin and the need for a Savior.


Why Be Baptized?

If you've been Saved, there are some excellent reasons why you should be , understanding what the Lord Jesus Christ has done for you, and the result he has created for you before God: Romans 8:1; Colossians 2:13-15. First of all, Christ Jesus Commands us to actively baptize new Born Again Believers, Matthew 28:19-20. Since Christ Jesus is the Lord, and since His Will for the Brethren is always good, this should be reason enough. It is a very important act of obedience to the Forgiver and Leader of your life, the founder and finisher of the faith who set the example of Baptism.  The Lord Jesus Christ was not sprinkled or poured up with water. Christ Jesus was submerged in water.  Being  is also an opportunity for you to spiritually influence others in a positive way. It provides you a way to publicly show your faith before others.

Non-believing friends and family members usually attend our baptisms, and they are often deeply impacted by the stories of those being Baptized. Christian friends are also built up by this and motivated to continue sharing the message of Christ.

Being Baptized is also an opportunity for you to take a step of faith. Getting Baptized is at times intimidating because it involves taking a stand for your faith in front of the community of believers. It could be stepping outside of your "comfort zone" to do something that shares Christ and serves others. Christ will challenge you to take such steps throughout your life journey, so experiencing baptism can be a celebrated success of displaying your faith! Simply put, we emphasize baptism because the Bible emphasized it (Matthew 28:18-20).



IMMERSION VS. SPRINKLING?

The two baptisms that are actually described in the Bible were both by immersion (Christ Jesus--Matthew 3:13-17 and the Ethiopian-- Acts 8:36-39). These Biblical descriptions declare immersion because when people are Baptized in water, they are pictured as going down into and coming up out of the water. In addition, the word baptism comes from the Greek word "baptizo," which means "to immerse, dip or plunge."   Both archeology and Church history testify that immersion was the mode of baptism used in the early Church. The symbolism is best pictured by immersion. It pictures the death, burial and resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ, Romans 6:3-4. It also pictures our identification with the Lord Jesus Christ's death, burial and resurrection, Galatians 2:20. The old you has passed away, the new you has been raised to Eternal Life in Heaven with Christ Jesus for all eternity.  There may be special circumstances that prevent immersion.  In that case, a symbolic immersion can be done explaining the reason for the altered Baptism, but that the individual if able wanted to be Baptized Biblical according to complete immersion.




Matthew 28:18-20

18 And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.

19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:

20 Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Amen.

Not to be confused with Strong's 911, bapto. The clearest example that shows the meaning of Strong's 907, baptizo is a text from the Greek poet and physician Nicander, who lived about 200 B.C.. It is a recipe for making pickles and is helpful because it uses both words. Nicander says that in order to make a pickle, the vegetable should first be "dipped," i.e.: (bapto) into boiling water, and then "baptised" (baptizo) in the vinegar solution. Both verbs concern the immersing of vegetables in a solution. However, the first (Strongs 911, bapto) is temporary and doesn't make a permanent change to the cucumber. The second, (Strongs 907, Baptizo) the act of baptizing the vegetable in vinegar, produces a permanent change. When used in the New Testament, this word more often refers to our union and identification with the Lord Jesus Christ than to our water Baptism. e.g. Mark 16:16. "He that believes and is baptized shall be saved". The Lord Jesus Christ is saying that mere intellectual assent is not enough. There must be a union with Christ Jesus, a real PERMANENT change, like the vegetable (cucumber) to the pickle! Bible Study Magazine, James Montgomery Boice, May 1989.

Note: This Greek word teach, means: To teach, instruct, to make a disciple. Literally, means to baptize them unto, more specifically -- INTO the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost, such as: 



Christian Baptism is never expressed by washing. Nor does it purify or cleanse from sin. Nor is Baptism the means of sanctification and regeneration, which ought to be before a man is Baptized. Nor is Baptism the Grace of the Spirit, though the Holy Spirit is often compared to water, and regeneration and sanctification are owing to the Holy Spirit’s washing of a man by the word of God, Ephesians 5:25-27. With the washing of the Holy Spirit, the Saints of God, those Born Again Believers, the True Worshipers, those Called of God are not so cleansed from sin by it, as to be without spot or wrinkle. However, when clothed with the Lord Jesus Christ’s righteousness, and washed in his blood, they ARE PRESENTED without spot or wrinkle before God the Father. Take away the word of God, and what is the water except water? Add the word of God to Baptism or to the Lord’s Supper, and it becomes a Sacrament.

The Doctrine of eating the Lord Jesus Christ's flesh and drinking His blood, if it be understood literally – called transubstantiation by the satanic Roman Catholic “church,” – profits nothing, but rather leads many into mistakes and prejudices thinking by physically eating that their sins are there forgiven. The reading of the Lord’s Supper before eating brings us into remembrance of the Lord Jesus Christ’s death, and His Words that are life eternal. “ . . . the flesh profiteth nothing: . . . ” 

John 6:63
63 It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.

We are baptized into Christ's death; and the Lord's Supper is confessedly emblematic of the Lord Jesus Christ’s death. The Lord Jesus Christ’s death caused a spilling of His blood. 

ONLY the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ, Who is the fountain of waters, Psalm 114:7-8 – This was a type of Christ Jesus the Rock, the Spiritual Rock, 1 Corinthians 10:4; Who has an abiding fulness of Grace in Him, and Who is the fountain of it, the fountain of living waters, Jeremiah 2:12-13; Jeremiah 17:13, from whence it flows in great abundance for the supply of His people's needs, while the Israelites were passing through this wilderness to Canaan's land. The Prophet Zechariah shows what will be the fruit of Israel's repentance, that is, remission of sins by the blood of Christ, which will be a continual running fountain, and purge them from all uncleanness, Zechariah 13:1. Declaring that He, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth provides the water of life, from the fountain of life – Himself, John 6:35; John 7:37-39. For the Lamb which is in the midst of the throne shall feed them, and shall lead them unto living fountains of waters, Revelation 7:17. “And he said unto me, It is done, Revelation 21:6.” Psalm 36:9, to wash in, and which cleanses from all sin . . . by the hearing of the word of God, Romans 3:24-26.

Note: Unto and into both present here in these two verses, both having the same meaning. (Baptize here is the SAME word used in Matthew 28:19 at the top of page #1). Unto here in the Greek means: Into, in, among, till, for. Properly, into (unto) – literally, "motion into which" implying penetration ("unto," "union") to a particular purpose or result.





1 Corinthians 10:2


2 And were all baptized unto Moses in the cloud and in the sea;



Note: (Baptize here is the SAME word used in Matthew 28:19 at the top of page #1). Unto here in the Greek means: Into, in, among, till, for. Properly, into (unto) – literally, "motion into which" implying penetration ("unto," "union") to a particular purpose or result.



Their baptism was in the cloud, and in the sea; which may be considered either together or separately, Exodus 14:1-31, Psalm 106:1-48. If together, the agreement between them and baptism lay in that the Israelites, when they passed through the Red Sea, where God hid the waters on each side of them, which stood up as a wall higher than they, and as the SAME TIME the cloud over them, so that they were as persons immersed in and covered with water (and fire above,) and very fitly represented the ordinance of baptism as performed by immersion. Indeed, this is the way it was administered in the time of the Apostles, to which here the Apostle Paul refers. Furthermore, this is the only way it ought to be administered in, and in which only the Israelites' passage through the sea, and under the cloud, could be a figure of it. This may be considered separately, that they were baptized in the cloud when the cloud went from before the face of the Israelites, and stood behind them, and was between the two camps, to keep off the Egyptians from them whereby they were in such a condition being all under the cloud, and all over covered with it, was a representation of the Ordinance of Baptism, in which a person is all over covered with water, and then they were baptized in the sea, as they passed through it, the waters standing up above their heads, they seemed as if they were immersed in it. Very great is the resemblance between that passage of theirs, and Christian Baptism. Such as, their following Moses into the sea, which is meant by their being "baptized unto him," changing the Israelites forever by this experience, which was an acknowledgment of their regard unto him, as their guide and Governor, as Christian Baptism is a following of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who has left us an example that we should tread in the Lord Jesus Christ's steps. Which is an owning Christ Jesus to be our Prophet and to teach us, and lead us the way, and it is a profession of our faith in the Lord Jesus Christ as our surety and Savior. Whereas, we are in subjection to the Lord Jesus Christ as our King and Governor. This their baptism in the sea was after their coming out of Egypt, and at their first entrance on their journey to Canaan's land, as a Christian's Baptism is, or should be, after a person is brought out of worse than Egyptian bondage and darkness, and has believed on the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and at the beginning of his profession of Christ Jesus, and entrance on the individuals Christian race. Thus, the descent of the Israelites into the sea, when they seemed as buried in the waters, and their ascent out of it again on the shore, has a very great agreement with Christian Baptism, as administered by immersion, in which the person baptized goes down into the water, is buried with Christ Jesus therein, and comes up out of it as out of a grave, similar to the children of Israel out of the Red sea, and as they, when they came out of it, could rejoice and sing in the view of their salvation and safety, and of the destruction of all their enemies. So, too, the Born Again Believer also, and does rejoice in this Ordinance of Christian Baptistm – by immersion, in the view of his Salvation by the Lord Jesus Christ, and safety in Christ Jesus, and of all his sins being buried and drowned in the sea of the Lord Jesus Christ's blood. The Israelites were all in this sense baptized, yet they did not all inherit the land of Canaan. Baptism is a representation of the inner change of the man by the Holy Spirit. Baptism does NOT save a person. Many have been outwardly baptized “before men,” but inwardly were never changed.
