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Notice the same and the DIFFERENT meanings in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible concerning the word riot.


Proverbs 23:20
20Be not among winebibbers; among riotous eaters of flesh:

Note:  Riotous in the Hebrew riotous here means:  worthless or prodigal (prodigal in the Hebrew means:  reckless, wasteful, lavish in spending, to drive away, squander),  blow down (blow down means:  Example:  an instance of trees being blown down by the wind, or in other words destroyed), glutton or riotous eater, a vile person.


Proverbs 28:7
7Whoso keepeth the law is a wise son: but he that is a companion of riotous men shameth his father.

Note:  Riotous in the Hebrew here means:  worthless, be vile, be insignificant once their money is gone, squander, be lavish with money, to make light of, to pour out in excess.



Luke 15:13
13And not many days after the younger son gathered all together, and took his journey into a far country, and there wasted his substance with riotous living.


Note:  Riotous living here in the Greek means:  dissolutely (dissolutely means:   lacking restraint; marked by indulgence in things (as drink or promiscuous sex) that are contrary to God's Law, which by non-Believers are deemed simply as vices, which are the dissolute and degrading aspects of human nature)), and profligately (profligately means:  wildly extravagant, profligate spending, completely given up to dissipation (dissipation means:  to spend or use up wastefully or foolishly) and licentiousness (licentiousness means:  lacking legal or moral restraints; especially disregarding sexual restraints and marked by disregard for strict rules of moral correctness).




Romans 13:13
13Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and envying.

Note:  Rioting here in the Greek means:  revel (revel means  to take part in a revel or to carouse which means to take intense pleasure or satisfaction), and carousal (carousal meaning "all out" and is a middle French word meaning "empty the cup"), or they go all out drinking and emptying the cup which is done by a nocturnal (nocturnal meaning of, relating to, or occurring in the night) and riotous procession of half drunken and frolicsome fellows who after supper shamelessly parade through the streets with torches and music in honor of Bacchus or some other "deity", and sing and play loudly before houses of either male or female friends; hence used generally of feasts and drunken drinking parties that are protracted till late at night and indulge in revelry (or taking extreme intense pleasure or satisfaction in their behavior).


Titus 1:6
6If any be blameless, the husband of one wife, having faithful children not accused of riot or unruly.

Note:  Riot in the Greek here means an abandoned, dissolute life one of profligacy (profligacy means wildly extravagant or profligate spending) one who is completely given up to dissipation (dissipation means to spend or use up wastefully or foolishly) and licentiousness (licentiousness means lacking legal or moral restraints; especially : disregarding sexual restraints, one marked by disregard for strict rules of moral correctness), and prodigality (prodigality means characterized by profuse or wasteful expenditure, lavish spending and outlays of money, reckless with money).



1 Peter 4:4
4Wherein they think it strange that ye run not with them to the same excess of riot, speaking evil of you:

Note:  1 Peter 4:4, the word riot here means the same as in Titus 1:6 directly above:  Riot in the Greek here means an abandoned, dissolute life one of profligacy (profligacy means wildly extravagant or profligate spending) one who is completely given up to dissipation (dissipation means to spend or use up wastefully or foolishly) and licentiousness (licentiousness means lacking legal or moral restraints; especially : disregarding sexual restraints, one marked by disregard for strict rules of moral correctness), and prodigality (prodigality means characterized by profuse or wasteful expenditure, lavish spending and outlays of money, reckless with money).


2 Peter 2:13
13And shall receive the reward of unrighteousness, as they that count it pleasure to riot in the day time. Spots they are and blemishes, sporting themselves with their own deceivings while they feast with you;

Note:  Riot in the Greek here means to be delicate, softness, effeminate.  The same Greek word for riot here is also used in Luke 7:25 (shown below) and again speaks of one being delicate or delicately, effeminate, soft.  In other words these people who thrust into your face, things that were previously done in the night, as mentioned in Romans 13:13 above, "drinking and emptying the cup which is done by a nocturnal (nocturnal meaning of, relating to, or occurring in the night) and riotous procession of half drunken and frolicsome fellows who after supper shamelessly parade through the streets with torches and music in honor of Bacchus or some other "deity", and sing and play loudly before houses of either male or female friends; hence used generally of feasts and drunken drinking parties that are protracted till late at night and indulge in revelry (or taking extreme intense pleasure or satisfaction in their behavior), but now they show great pride in doing this shameful behavior, i.e.:  flaunting their effeminate, delicate, homosexual behavior during the day time.


Luke 7:25
 25 But what went ye out for to see? A man clothed in soft raiment? Behold, they which are gorgeously apparelled, and live delicately, are in kings' courts.
