1 John 4:1-21
 1Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world.
Beloved of God, Brethren, members of God's family, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits (plural here spirits, they cannot be of God for there is only One Holy Spirit of God.)  The command here is to try the false spirits to see whether or not they are of God.  (It will be clear to those who know God whether those who claim to speak the truth of God are speaking by His Holy Spirit or a false lying spirit, and whether or not they are truly then speaking from the Truth of the Holy Spirit, or of satan, who is a liar and the father of lies.
 2Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God:
The Apostle John here writes there are two spirits.  The Holy Spirit of God, and all others who claim to come from God but do not, and are liars, fakes, actors (hypocrites) who says they speak the Truth of God, but instead lie.
 3And every spirit that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and this is that spirit of antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should come; and even now already is it in the world.
Now the Holy Spirit of God through the Apostle John, warns us about the lying spirit of the antichrist that is within those who speak NOT the Truth of the Holy Spirit of God.  Here the Apostle John warns us that this spirit of the antichrist is not a spirit that is to come at a later time, but is even now already in the world.
Two spirits.  One the Holy Spirit, others who claim to be of the Holy Spirit, but who are not and are liars, false teachers, antichrist who claim to speak for God but lie.
 4Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in the world.
Children are those who belong to a family.  Here, the Apostle John says to the Brethren, little children, babes in Christ, you are of God, as His children, members adopted into His Family by Jesus Christ, greater is He that is in you (the Holy Spirit), than he (satan's spirit) that is in the world.  The Children of God are greater than those in the world of satan's family, satan's children, children of disobedience.  
The Apostle here declares what is meant by the world.  World is a system, here made up of children, belonging to a family.  Those of God's world, His family, the Elect, overcome them of satan's world or family.  How is it that those of God's world overcome those of satan's world?  Those of God's world, family, overcome them because of nothing they do or could do, simply they overcome them with God's Holy Spirit that is in them.
 5They are of the world: therefore speak they of the world, and the world heareth them.
Two systems, called "the world" by the Apostle John.  They (satan's children) are of the world (his family.)  Therefore, they speak of the world in a language that those of satan's family understands, for spirit only understands spirit, and his family members that are in his world system, as he is the prince of the power of the air, the world (his children his family) hears them.
 6We are of God: he that knoweth God heareth us; he that is not of God heareth not us. Hereby know we the spirit of truth, and the spirit of error.
Again, here the Apostle John says that we, both you as children and me as a child of God also, we know God heareth us for we are of His family, His world, and His Spirit.  Then, those who are NOT His, NOT of His world system made up of His children, NOT belonging to His family, they that are not of God heareth not us.
The Apostle John then says, this is how we know the difference between God's world, God's family members who are His children, God's family members who have and hear His Holy Spirit, and those of satan's world, satan's family members who are his children of disobedience, and are the spirit of error.
 7Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, and knoweth God.
 8He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love. 
 9In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent his only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through him.
This, the Apostle John says this is how God has revealed, that is made known, His love toward us, because God sent His Only Begotten Son into the world system of satan's family (the ungodly multitude; the whole mass of men alienated from God, and therefore hostile to the cause of Christ) to take out of that world of satan's children, out of his family, those who are to be saved, so that we as God's Children, now as Obidient Children adopted into His family, might live through him.
 10Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins.
 11Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love one another. 
 12No man hath seen God at any time. If we love one another, God dwelleth in us, and his love is perfected in us. 
 13Hereby know we that we dwell in him, and he in us, because he hath given us of his Spirit.
There is a knowing that we are His slaves, have Him as our Master or Lord and God, because He has given us His Spirit, the Holy Spirit of God.
 14And we have seen and do testify that the Father sent the Son to be the Saviour of the world.
The Apostle John here writes that there are two Spirits, one Holy the other antichrist.  Two worlds, God's world, satan's world.  Two families with children:  God's and satan's.  The Father God, sent the Son God, Jesus Christ, to be the Saviour of the world, His world, His children, His family, by His Holy Spirit.
We have to understand that there is a world system made up of satan's family members, his children.  We are judged by God, and chastened by the Lord, so that we should not be condemned with satan's world.

I thought Jesus died for the whole world, all of the members of everyone on the earth?  No.  Two Spirits, two worlds, two families.
(1 Corinthians 11:31-32
 31For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged. 

 32But when we are judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that we should not be condemned with the world.)
The world (here meaning satan's family members, his children, those called children of disobedience who have satan's spirit is condemned.  God did not give His Only Begotten Son to the world of satan, which is satan's family, which is condemned to hell.)

Now, the same Holy Spirit, by the same Apostle John wrote another verse.  In light of what we've learned by the Holy Spirit through the Apostle John so far here, let's look at the Gospel of John to a verse that the Holy Spirit wrote through the Apostle John, to understand what God is saying.
John 3:16-17
 16For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.
For God so loved the world (Children of His, His family members, Children of Obedience) that He gave His Only Begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life.)  Who has His Holy Spirit?  Who are His Children?  Who belong to His world?  Those God Chose before the foundation of the world.
Are we Children of Obedience who demand our right to chose?  I say not.  Those who refuse to deny self, but demand their right to chose him, having a wrong understand of the word whosoever mentioned in John 3:16, declaring their sovereignty over Him, declaring to Him their righteousness before Him, declaring they Chose Him in these there is a contrary spirit to the Truth of Holy Scripture, and are in error with the rest of Holy Scripture.  
There is another world, another family, another spirit, and they are condemned to hell.  satan's world.  his family.  his children.
 17For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved.
(Might here = will, therefore read, will be saved.)
In verse 17 here above, God sent not His Son into the world (made up of His family members) to condemn the world.  What world?  Jesus Christ  did not come to condemn His family, His Children,  Simply Jesus Christ came that the world (His family members) through him might be saved.  The world might here is not one that can nor should be read with doubt, such as they may or may not be saved.  There is certainty here, as they are of God's Elect, that His family members, His Children, His World might (WILL) be saved.
John 9:39
 39And Jesus said, For judgment I am come into this world, that they which see not might see; and that they which see might be made blind.
(We therefore read this verse . . . , "they which see not will see; and that they which see will be made blind.)

Jesus came into this world (meaning satan's world) that they Although not to Judge the first time He came, Jesus here says that this was the very reason He came, " . . . for judgment I am come into this world." So that they which see not might (that is will) see. (The Elect, here represented by blind man who was blind from birth.  satan has made the elect blind from birth, but they will see, and those who did know of God as God's Elect nation, the Jews, chosen by God out of all the peoples of the earth (world) might (that is will) be made blind.)
Romans 11:25
 25For I would not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant of this mystery, lest ye should be wise in your own conceits; that blindness in part is happened to Israel, until the fulness of the Gentiles be come in.
John 9:1
1And as Jesus passed by, he saw a man which was blind from his birth.
This blind man did not come to Jesus, but Jesus instead simply came to him and healed his blindness); and that they which see (the Jews for they saw and did see the mighty Truth of God), but God made them blind in their self importance having been the Elect nation, and by their distorted tradition might (might meaning will) be made blind.
Romans 8:1 1There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.
Hebrews 11:7
 7 By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house; by the which he condemned the world, and became heir of the righteousness which is by faith.
Two systems here being demonstrated by the Holy Spirit through the Apostle Paul.  Noah, prepared an Ark which saved his house (house hold or members of his house, his family.  ") . . . by the which he condemned the world.
<>'Condemned' means in the Greek:  by one's good example to render another's wickedness the more evident and censurable.  This word 'condemned' comes from the root Greek word Krino, which means to judge, to separate, put asunder, to pick out, select, choose.)
<>

Now, returning to the 1st Epistle of John, Chapter 4:

 15Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is the Son of God, God dwelleth in him, and he in God.

(Now, we have to remember that no Scripture is of private interpretation.  No Scipture stands alone.  It has to agree with the rest of Holy Scripture, as all of Scripture was written by one author the Holy Spirit of God.  Even demons confess that Jesus is the Son of God.  We need to read further to get a fuller understanding of what was said here.)

 16And we have known and believed the love that God hath to us. God is love; and he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in God, and God in him. 
 17Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in the day of judgment: because as he is, so are we in this world.
Herein is our love made mature, full, so that in our mature love, no longer just children cast to and fro, but mature in our understanding of God's Truth, we can have boldness in the day of judgment, we are not to fear when we stand before the Judgment Seat of Christ.  Why? because as He is, so are we in this world.  What do you mean, John?  As He is, that is separate, walking through the world teaching sinners, but not embracing the world we too are in this world as Him.
 18There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is not made perfect in love.
There is no fear in love, and perfect love (fully mature, sound love) casteth out fear.  Those who do not have a fully mature understanding of His Love, sound understand of His love have fear that some how God won't love them for something that they have done or might do, and this torments them.  He that fears is not been made fully mature, sound in His Love, which is Jesus Christ.
 19We love him, because he first loved us.
How can we say we love Him?  How could we make a choice?  We did NOT and cannot make a choice, one was made for us before the foundation of the world.  We love Him, simply and only because He first loved us. (See also verse 10.)
 20If a man say, I love God, and hateth his brother, he is a liar: for he that loveth not his brother whom he hath seen, how can he love God whom he hath not seen?
 21And this commandment have we from him, That he who loveth God love his brother also.
What is the commandment we have from Him?  Love the Brethren. (See verses 11, 12 and 13 above.)
1 John 5:1-21
 1Whosoever believeth that Jesus is the Christ is born of God: and every one that loveth him that begat loveth him also that is begotten of him. 
 2By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep his commandments. 
 3For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous. 
 4For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith.
Our faith is what overcomes satan's family.  In that our faith, given us by God, making us a new creature, a slave, a friend, a Brethren, causes us to overcome the world system of error of those in satan's family, his world, those who have his spirit, called children of disobedience.
 5Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God?
Question, which is rhetorical, asks who is he that overcometh the world?  Well, verse four had already said it was our faith, being members of God's family, by God's Spirit, those belonging to His world, as his Children of Obedience, so is it he that is part of this family that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God?  Anwser:  Yes.
 6This is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not by water only, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, because the Spirit is truth.
Jesus Christ came by water and blood, yes, this is Him.  Not be water only, but by water and blood.  The Holy Spirit of God is Truth, and this Truth bears witness of Jesus Christ who came by water and blood.
This water and blood includes all that is necessary for our Salvation. By the water, our souls are washed and purified for heaven by the Word of God.

(Ephesians 5:26-27
 26That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, 
 27That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.
<>
By the blood, we are justified, reconciled, and presented righteous before and to God by nothing that we did nor could have done to be made right with Him. By the blood of the Lamb, Jesus Christ's perfect sacrifice, the curse of the law being satisfied, the purifying Holy Spirit is obtained for the internal cleansing of our natures.  We no longer are children of wrath, children of disobedience.  We are made then obedient Children of the King, Jesus Christ.

Ephesians 5:5-7
 5For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God. 
 6Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience. 

 7Be not ye therefore partakers with them.



The water, as well as the blood, came out of the side of the sacrificed Redeemer.
John 19:33-35
 33But when they came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake not his legs: 
 34But one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there out blood and water. 
 35And he that saw it bare record, and his record is true: and he knoweth that he saith true, that ye might believe.
Jesus Christ loved His Church, and gave Himself for it, that He might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the Word:  His Word, His Truth, His Holy Spirit.  That He might present it to Himself a glorious Church.
Ephesians 5:27
 27That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.)


Returning to 1 John 5 . . .
This was done in and by the Holy Spirit of God, according to the Savior's declaration. The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of God, and cannot lie. Three had borne witness to these doctrines concerning the Person and the Salvation brought by Jesus Christ. The Father, repeatedly, by a voice from heaven declared that Jesus was His beloved Son. The Word declared that He and the Father were One, and that whoever had seen Him had seen the Father. The Holy Ghost, who descended from Heaven and rested on Jesus Christ at His Baptism; who had borne witness to Him by all the Prophets; and gave testimony to His resurrection and Mediatorial Office, as Jesus Christ is the sole Mediator between God and man, and by the gift of miraculous powers to the Apostles.  All bore witness.
 7For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one. 
 8And there are three that bear witness in earth, the Spirit, and the water, and the blood: and these three agree in one. 
 9If we receive the witness of men, the witness of God is greater: for this is the witness of God which he hath testified of his Son. 
 10He that believeth on the Son of God hath the witness in himself: he that believeth not God hath made him a liar; because he believeth not the record that God gave of his Son. 
 11And this is the record, that God hath given to us eternal life, and this life is in his Son. 
 12He that hath the Son hath life; and he that hath not the Son of God hath not life. 
 13These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God. 
 14And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us: 
 15And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him. 
 16If any man see his brother sin a sin which is not unto death, he shall ask, and he shall give him life for them that sin not unto death. There is a sin unto death: I do not say that he shall pray for it. 
 17All unrighteousness is sin: and there is a sin not unto death.

All unrighteousness is sin.  All unrighteousness against God or man is a sin against the Law of God, but all sin is against God only.  The wrath of God is revealed against it, and all sin is deserving of death; yet all our unrighteousness, all our sin is not unto death to those who are saved, justified by Jesus Christ.  The sins of David, which were unrighteousness both to God and man, but sins against God alone yet they were put away.  Peter sinned very foully, and did great injustice to His dear Lord, and yet his sin was not unto death; he had repentance unto life given him by God, and a fresh application of pardoning Grace.

There is a sin not unto death . . . this is added for the relief of weak believers, who hearing of sins worthy of death, and knowing they have committed these sins worthy unto death, are here relieved.  The one worthy unto death is blasphemy against the Holy Spirit of God, but this is not a single sin, but fully rejecting the Revelation of the Holy Spirit of and concerning Jesus Christ, and this sin unto death we are command not to prayed for that person as they do and will not repent and instead tramples the blood of Jesus Christ beneath their feet.  However, the weak believer might fear that theirs were of that kind, whereas none of them are.  Though they are guilty of many unrighteousnesses and sins, yet God is merciful to them and forgives, and so they are not unto death.
Hebrews 8:12
12For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more. 


We are commanded not to pray for some, however.  We only pray that God's will is done concerning them.  We never pray that anyone will be saved, as that may go directly against God's will, as He has Chosen His before the world began.
Matthew 7:6
6Give not that which is holy unto the dogs, neither cast ye your pearls before swine, lest they trample them under their feet, and turn again and rend you.
Why do they turn again and rend or attack you?  You offer Holy things to them that are dogs.
Hebrews 10:28-30
28He that despised Moses' law died without mercy under two or three witnesses: 
 29Of how much sorer punishment, suppose ye, shall he be thought worthy, who hath trodden under foot the Son of God, and hath counted the blood of the covenant, wherewith he was sanctified, an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the Spirit of grace?
<>This word santified here means a most Holy thing as one who was set apart, a Saint.  It can also be used in the negative coming from the root word in the Greek, which means set apart, hagos (an awful thing, used only four times in all of Holy Scripture this way:  <>Leviticus 10:10, 1 Timothy 1:9<>,  2 Timothy 3:2, and here in Hebrews 10:29 <>.) The sense here, I believe, is that this person counts the blood of the covenant as a common thing which sanctified him, an unholy thing, that is putting it upon the same level with the blood of a bullock, or at most counting the blood of the Lamb, Jesus Christ, as just "that of another man," and this is how he feels about his sanctification, as this is how he is sanctified.
<>

Verse 29 of Hebrews 10 directly above speaks of one who professed himself as being a follower of Jesus Christ, and declares that he is righteous before God because of the choice that the individual has made, and was looked upon by others, even as one who claims to be truly sanctified by the Holy Spirit, and to be justified by the blood of Christ,though he was not really so.  He can be in a leadership position in a Church, and others believe and follow his words.  However, we see here in Hebrews 10:29 a phrase which is expressive of the utmost scorn, contempt, and ill usage.  Which such are guilty of, who deny His Deity, and Eternal Sonship; who render Him useless in His Offices, undervalue His sacrifice, despise His Righteousness, and strip Him of the Glory of His Person, His Office, and His Grace. 
 30For we know him that hath said, Vengeance belongeth unto me, I will recompense, saith the Lord. And again, The Lord shall judge his people.
Returning to 1 John 5:
 18We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not.
We know that whosoever is born of God does not practice sin, it is no longer a part of his nature, being a child of obedience.
 19And we know that we are of God, and the whole world lieth in wickedness.
Two systems, two Spirits, two families.  We know we are of God, and have been adopted into His family, His world, are His children, and have His Spirit, and the whole world lieth in wickedness (those who are of this world, this system, satan's family, his children of disobedience.)
 20And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an understanding, that we may know him that is true, and we are in him that is true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God, and eternal life. 
 21Little children, keep yourselves from idols. Amen.
Little children, part of God's world, his family, keep yourselves from idols.  Amen.
John 13:3-16
3Jesus knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he was come from God, and went to God; 
 4He riseth from supper, and laid aside his garments; and took a towel, and girded himself. 
 5After that he poureth water into a bason, and began to wash the disciples' feet, and to wipe them with the towel wherewith he was girded. 
 6Then cometh he to Simon Peter: and Peter saith unto him, Lord, dost thou wash my feet? 

 7Jesus answered and said unto him, What I do thou knowest not now; but thou shalt know hereafter.
Peter, Jesus says, you don't understand what I'm doing now, but you will after I Am raised from the dead.
 8Peter saith unto him, Thou shalt never wash my feet. Jesus answered him, If I wash thee not, thou hast no part with me.
Jesus says, I Am the Master, you Peter are the slave.  I do to you and with you what I desire, and you simply submit.  If you won't submit, you have no part with me, as you are simply a slave.
 9Simon Peter saith unto him, Lord, not my feet only, but also my hands and my head. 
 10Jesus saith to him, He that is washed needeth not save to wash his feet, but is clean every whit: and ye are clean, but not all.
Jesus says he that is washed needeth not to have anything washed, except his feet, he is clean every whit.  (Whit in the Greek, Holos, meaning all, whole, completely.)  You are completely clean, except you feet.  As we walk through the course of satan's family, "the world," satan's world as he is the prince or ruler over the world system of error which is disobedient, as children of disobedience, as obedient children of the King, Jesus Christ, we pick up the dust of the world of satan, and need to be cleansed by Jesus Christ and His Word, and His Word, Jesus Christ the Word of God is used to bruise, crush, destroy satan's head.
 11For he knew who should betray him; therefore said he, Ye are not all clean. 
 12So after he had washed their feet, and had taken his garments, and was set down again, he said unto them, Know ye what I have done to you? 
 13Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.

Jesus says you are my slave, and you call me Master and Lord, and you say that right, Jesus says, ". . . for so I am."  Jesus uses the name of  God -- "I Am."
 
14If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another's feet.
Humble yourself and serve the Brethren.  That is the command of Jesus Christ.
 15For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you. 
 16Verily, verily, I say unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him.

Those of the Roman Catholic church/state system of error who declare that Peter is the pope, the papa or father, and that this anti-christ is the head over all of the "universal" church, and proclaim that Peter was greater as the head over the other Apostles do err.
Why and how do they err?
Matthew 22:29
 29Jesus answered and said unto them, Ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of God.
John 13:16
 16Verily, verily, I say unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him.

Was Peter greater than the other Apostles?  Answer comes from Jesus Christ who says . . .neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him.
Acts 8:14

 14Now when the apostles which were at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received the word of God, they sent unto them Peter and John:


Was Peter greater than the other Apostles?  Answer comes from Jesus Christ who says . . . neither he that is sent, as was Peter and John above, greater than he (or those) that sent him.

Peter being sent by the other Apostles, along with John, is NOT greater than those who sent him.  Even though, Peter, James, and John were the Chief among the Apostles, they still were no greater than the other Apostles, and none of the Apostles were, or are, equal to or greater than Jesus Christ.
John 13:13

13Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.

Jesus says you are my slave, and you call me Master and Lord, and you say that right, Jesus says, ". . . for so I am."  Jesus uses the name of  God -- "I Am."
  
John 13:16
 16Verily, verily, I say unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him.


Furthermore, the Apostle Paul says, with a true heart, although I am nothing behind or I am not less than, the very Chiefest Apostles, that is Peter, James, and John who were considered the chosen of the chosen, the inner circle of Jesus Christ, and called the Chief Apostles . . .  The Apostle Paul says, although I'm not less than they, I too am a Chief Apostle certainly equal to them (The Apostle Paul wrote 2/3rds of the New Testament, certain as God's Chosen Vessel, he was a Chief Apostle,) still the Apostle Paul says even so being equal to the other Chief Apostles, I be (am) nothing.  The Apostle Paul know that they being slaves of Jesus Christ, and Jesus Christ being their Master and Lord, that they had nothing to do with being Apostles in the first place, and nothing at all to be Chief among the Apostles, for it is not of themselves, but only God's Grace that they are who they are, and the Apostle Paul knows it and here declares it, and declares that he is nothing on his own or of himself.  He is but a slave.
2 Corinthians 12:10-12
 10Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in persecutions, in distresses for Christ's sake: for when I am weak, then am I strong. 
 11I am become a fool in glorying; ye have compelled me: for I ought to have been commended of you: for in nothing am I behind the very chiefest apostles, though I be nothing. 
 12Truly the signs of an apostle were wrought among you in all patience, in signs, and wonders, and mighty deeds.
The pope has a couple of titles that he uses:
1.)  pope, meaning papa or father, and thus goes directly against the command of Jesus Christ himself:
Matthew 23:9-11
 9And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven. 
 10Neither be ye called masters: for one is your Master, even Christ. 
11But he that is greatest among you shall be your servant.


2.)  the pope declares that he is the Vicar of Christ, substitute for Christ until Jesus Christ returns (thus making the pope equal with Christ and thus infallible as Jesus Christ is infallible.)  This title alone would show that any pope is an antichrist.  No mere man is infallible or equal with God, only God is infallible and only God is equal with God.  If any man made that claim it is considered blasphemy and is worthy of death, which is true of a pope who is not God, is not equal to God, as Jesus Christ substitute, as Jesus Christ has no substitute, and no Holy Scripture declares such a thing.

Matthew 26:64-66
 64Jesus saith unto him, Thou hast said: nevertheless I say unto you, Hereafter shall ye see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven. 
 65Then the high priest rent his clothes, saying, He hath spoken blasphemy; what further need have we of witnesses? behold, now ye have heard his blasphemy. 
 66What think ye? They answered and said, He is guilty of death.
John 10:32-34
 32Jesus answered them, Many good works have I shewed you from my Father; for which of those works do ye stone me? 
 33The Jews answered him, saying, For a good work we stone thee not; but for blasphemy; and because that thou, being a man, makest thyself God. 

Literally, makest thyself equal with God.  They were exactly right, as that is what Jesus Christ had declared to them.  They, though, not knowing or understanding that Jesus Christ was God in the flesh, denies Jesus and says that he is guilty of death for the blasphemy of being a man, declaring that he was equal with God.

Thus the pope, being a man, is guilty of death, for the blasphemy of being merely a man, claiming equality with God, making himself God (equal with as a substitute for God thus making himself God -- which is blasphemy!)

3.)  pontiff, meaning in both Italian and Latin, "the bridge".  The pope, claiming to be equal with God as the Vicar or Substitute for Jesus Christ, and infallible, the pope then claims and declares that he is the "Pontiff, the bridge between God and man."  Jesus is the only mediator (gate) between God and man.  There is no bridge or anything at all close to that, except Jesus Christ Himself.

Question how many mediators between God and man are there?  Answer:  one.
