"WORLD" - The Apostle John's Ten Uses of the Word, and how a couple of the other Apostle's show what also the word world means . . .
The word “world” (Greek: Kosmos) appears 152 times in the New Testament: 58 times in the Gospel of John, 9 times in the Gospel of Matthew, 3 times in the Gospel of Mark, and 3 times in the Gospel of Luke. The vast majority of occurrences, though, are in the Apostle John’s writings as the word world is found 18 times in the Apostle John’s Epistles.  Additionally, the word world is used 7 times in the Apostle Peter's Epistles.  To show that the word world is used as a group by the Holy Spirit, it is plain by its use by the Apostle Peter in 1 Peter 3:3 where the Greek word Kosmos, used elsewhere as the word "world," is used to show a woman (the wives) adorning (grouping) their hair by plaiting . . .  (kosmos-adorning) (kosmos-world).
1 Peter 3:1-3

 1Likewise, ye wives, be in subjection to your own husbands; that, if any obey not the word, they also may without the word be won by the conversation of the wives; 

 2While they behold your chaste conversation coupled with fear. 

 3Whose adorning let it not be that outward adorning of plaiting the hair, and of wearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel;
(adorning-kosmos=group, grouping)

The Apostle John uses the word “world” in ten different ways in his Gospel. 
1. The Entire Universe - John 1:10; John 1:3; John 17:5
2. A family, God's family or satan's family - John 13:1; John 16:33; John 21:25
3. The World System made up of the non-Elect - John 12:31; John 14:30; John 16:11
 (see also similar usage in Galatians 1:4 – the Apostle Paul) Different ways to show the difference between the non-Elect, non-believers and the Elect, Believers -- (Luke 23:39-41 shows a non-believers (non-Elect) persons condemnation.  The (Elect) Believers have no such condemnation, John 5:24; Romans 8:1).  Shows condemnation of non-elect, non-believers is justified -- John 3:18.
4. All humanity MINUS believers - John 7:7; John 15:18 
5. A Very Big Group but less than all people everywhere - John 12:19
6. The Elect Only - John 3:14-17 , www.alemattec.com/Fiery serpents . . . .doc (We must see that use in John 16 in light of John 17 where the Lord Jesus Christ would not even pray for the world (the Non-Elect world) but prayed for His Own, the Elect Only John 17:9 " 9I pray for them:" and "but for them which thou hast given me; for they are thine." John 17:20-21 "20Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe on me through their word; 21That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast sent me.  " . . . the world may believe that thou has sent me means the Elect Only.  Why?  The non-elect "world" do NOT believe (in their hearts, nor confess with their mouths) that the Father has sent the Son alone to Save sinners, they thus deny Him.  The Apostle John therefore says they are antichrist:  1 John 2:22 Who is a liar but he that denieth that Jesus is the Christ? He is antichrist, that denieth the Father and the Son.  The Lord Jesus Christ said it this way, either you Believe (ELECT) or do not believe (non-Elect).  Those that Believe (Elect) Confess Him openly to both groups.  Those who do not believe (non-elect) deny Him openly to both groups. Matthew 12:30 He that is not with me is against me; and he that gathereth not with me scattereth abroad.  
7. The Non-Elect Only, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will NOT pray for them - John 17:9 "I pray not for the world,"
8. The Realm of ALL of Mankind - John 1:10, until the Father draws the Elect:  John 6:44
9. Jews and Gentiles (not just the Elect of Israel but the Elect of the Gentiles too) - John 4:42 
10. Challenging the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to do His miracles in front of or do these openly, and in the presence of the great men of the world; the princes of it, the rulers of the people, the chief priests and Sanhedrim, before the general public, those who are the non-Elect (as distinguished from a private group) – those outside a small private group - John 7:4
