Ecclesiastes 8:16-17

16When I applied mine heart to know wisdom, and to see the business that is done upon the earth: (for also there is that neither day nor night seeth sleep with his eyes:) 

17Then I beheld all the work of God, that a man cannot find out the work that is done under the sun: because though a man labour to seek it out, yet he shall not find it; yea farther; though a wise man think to know it, yet shall he not be able to find it.



Ecclesiastes 9:1-18

1For all this I considered in my heart even to declare all this, that the righteous, and the wise, and their works, are in the hand of God: no man knoweth either love or hatred by all that is before them. 

2All things come alike to all: there is one event to the righteous, and to the wicked; to the good and to the clean, and to the unclean; to him that sacrificeth, and to him that sacrificeth not: as is the good, so is the sinner; and he that sweareth, as he that feareth an oath. 

3This is an evil among all things that are done under the sun, that there is one event unto all: yea, also the heart of the sons of men is full of evil, and madness is in their heart while they live, and after that they go to the dead. 

4For to him that is joined to all the living there is hope: for a living dog is better than a dead lion. 

5For the living know that they shall die: but the dead know not any thing, neither have they any more a reward; for the memory of them is forgotten. 

6Also their love, and their hatred, and their envy, is now perished; neither have they any more a portion for ever in any thing that is done under the sun. 

7Go thy way, eat thy bread with joy, and drink thy wine with a merry heart; for God now accepteth thy works. 

8Let thy garments be always white; and let thy head lack no ointment. 

9Live joyfully with the wife whom thou lovest all the days of the life of thy vanity, which he hath given thee under the sun, all the days of thy vanity: for that is thy portion in this life, and in thy labour which thou takest under the sun. 

10Whatsoever thy hand findeth to do, do it with thy might; for there is no work, nor device, nor knowledge, nor wisdom, in the grave, whither thou goest. 

11I returned, and saw under the sun, that the race is not to the swift, nor the battle to the strong, neither yet bread to the wise, nor yet riches to men of understanding, nor yet favour to men of skill; but time and chance happeneth to them all. 

12For man also knoweth not his time: as the fishes that are taken in an evil net, and as the birds that are caught in the snare; so are the sons of men snared in an evil time, when it falleth suddenly upon them. 

13This wisdom have I seen also under the sun, and it seemed great unto me: 

14There was a little city, and few men within it; and there came a great king against it, and besieged it, and built great bulwarks against it: 

15Now there was found in it a poor wise man, and he by his wisdom delivered the city; yet no man remembered that same poor man. 

16Then said I, Wisdom is better than strength: nevertheless the poor man's wisdom is despised, and his words are not heard. 

17The words of wise men are heard in quiet more than the cry of him that ruleth among fools. 

18Wisdom is better than weapons of war: but one sinner destroyeth much good.



Ecclesiastes 7:11-29

11Wisdom is good with an inheritance: and by it there is profit to them that see the sun. 

12For wisdom is a defence, and money is a defence: but the excellency of knowledge is, that wisdom giveth life to them that have it. 

13Consider the work of God: for who can make that straight, which he hath made crooked? 
Note:  Remember, Jeremiah 8:22 . . . Is there no balm in Gilead; is there no physician there?  What God inflicts upon man, man cannot find a Balm or thing to fix.  Only, the Great Physician, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth can heal what God has inflicted upon a man.

14In the day of prosperity be joyful, but in the day of adversity consider: God also hath set the one over against the other, to the end that man should find nothing after him. 

15All things have I seen in the days of my vanity: there is a just man that perisheth in his righteousness, and there is a wicked man that prolongeth his life in his wickedness. 

16Be not righteous over much; neither make thyself over wise: why shouldest thou destroy thyself ? 

17Be not over much wicked, neither be thou foolish: why shouldest thou die before thy time? 

18It is good that thou shouldest take hold of this; yea, also from this withdraw not thine hand: for he that feareth God shall come forth of them all. 

19Wisdom strengtheneth the wise more than ten mighty men which are in the city. 

20For there is not a just man upon earth, that doeth good, and sinneth not. 

21Also take no heed unto all words that are spoken; lest thou hear thy servant curse thee: 

22For oftentimes also thine own heart knoweth that thou thyself likewise hast cursed others. 

23All this have I proved by wisdom: I said, I will be wise; but it was far from me. 

24That which is far off, and exceeding deep, who can find it out? 

25I applied mine heart to know, and to search, and to seek out wisdom, and the reason of things, and to know the wickedness of folly, even of foolishness and madness: 

26And I find more bitter than death the woman, whose heart is snares and nets, and her hands as bands: whoso pleaseth God shall escape from her; but the sinner shall be taken by her. 

27Behold, this have I found, saith the preacher, counting one by one, to find out the account: 

28Which yet my soul seeketh, but I find not: one man among a thousand have I found; but a woman among all those have I not found. 

29Lo, this only have I found, that God hath made man upright; but they have sought out many inventions.




John 6:28-35

28Then said they unto him, What shall we do, that we might work the works of God? 

29Jesus answered and said unto them, This is the work of God, that ye believe on him whom he hath sent. 

30They said therefore unto him, What sign shewest thou then, that we may see, and believe thee? what dost thou work?

Note:  The phrase, " . . . dost thou work?"  Means in the Greek:  Acquire by one's labor, perform, do, commit.  In other words, "Why do you commit to do labor for, or to minister about, to do what you do, that is, to Preach as your work?  They questioned the very Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, declaring that they had received the same from God that the Lord Jesus Christ was declaring men should receive, that they too had received the manna from Heaven . . .  Furthermore, insinuating the inferiority of the Lord Jesus Christ's miracle of the Loaves which fed thousands, Matthew 14 , Matthew 15, and Matthew 16, to those of Moses, who they claimed to be even greater than the Lord Jesus Christ:  When Moses claimed the confidence of their fathers, in that Moses gave them bread from heaven to eat -- not for a mere few thousands, but for millions, and not once only, but daily throughout their wilderness journey.

32Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Moses gave you not that bread from heaven; but my Father giveth you the true bread from heaven. 

33For the bread of God is he which cometh down from heaven, and giveth life unto the world.

34Then said they unto him, Lord, evermore give us this bread.

Note:  They asked the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for a proof, "like the manna," . . . give us this bread".  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was Himself the proof-the True Manna that came down from Heaven. Moses did not give the heavenly bread of life. Their fathers died in the very wilderness in which they had eaten the manna. God the Father now gave them the True Bread (Manna) from Heaven, the Lord Jesus Christ. Observe, it is not the Son of God who gives Himself, but God the Father who gives the Son of God who is the True Bread of Life from Heaven, who is the Sovereign Giver of life to whom He Will, as is the very Son of God who quickeneth (make alive) whom He Will.

The fact here to be understood from John 5:21 below, in that the Lord Jesus Christ NEVER does His Own Will, but the Will of the Father.

John 5:21
21For as the Father raiseth up the dead, and quickeneth them; even so the Son quickeneth whom he will.


Romans 9:18
18Therefore hath he mercy on whom he will have mercy, and whom he will he hardeneth.


John 6:35
35And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.


Exodus 16:31-32

31And the house of Israel called the name thereof Manna: and it was like coriander seed, white; and the taste of it was like wafers made with honey. 

32And Moses said, This is the thing which the LORD commandeth, Fill an omer of it to be kept for your generations; that they may see the bread wherewith I have fed you in the wilderness, when I brought you forth from the land of Egypt.

Note:  As you will see, some said it tasted of " . . . wafers made with honey."  Others, said it tasted of Oil.  Yet the multitudes (mixd multitutes) hated it.  Period.



Numbers 11:4

4And the mixt multitude that was among them fell a lusting: and the children of Israel also wept again, and said, Who shall give us flesh to eat?

Note:  Remember they came out of Egypt in a mixt multitude (they had married Egyptians,) and those that were now in Israel were not all of Israel.
Romans 9:6-7

(Exodus 12:37-39

37And the children of Israel journeyed from Rameses to Succoth, about six hundred thousand on foot that were men, beside children. 

38And a mixed multitude went up also with them; and flocks, and herds, even very much cattle. 

39And they baked unleavened cakes of the dough which they brought forth out of Egypt, for it was not leavened; because they were thrust out of Egypt, and could not tarry, neither had they prepared for themselves any victual.)
5We remember the fish, which we did eat in Egypt freely; the cucumbers, and the melons, and the leeks, and the onions, and the garlick: 

6But now our soul is dried away: there is nothing at all, beside this manna, before our eyes. 

7And the manna was as coriander seed, and the colour thereof as the colour of bdellium.

Note: (Coriander Seed, a Herb, of the carrot family with aromatic fruits the ripened dried fruit of coriander used as a flavoring —called also coriander seed).  (Bdellium:  a gum resin similar to myrrh obtained from various trees (genus Commiphora) of the East Indies and east Africa). 

8And the people went about, and gathered it, and ground it in mills, or beat it in a mortar, and baked it in pans, and made cakes of it: and the taste of it was as the taste of fresh oil. 

9And when the dew fell upon the camp in the night, the manna fell upon it.

Note:  Two things, the mixt multitude (those not to be Saved) HATED the manna, and wanted Egyptian food.  To others, the True Worshipers of God, said that it tasted like wafers of honey  (reflective of the the judgments of the Lord which are true and righteous altogether . . . sweeter also than honey and the honeycomb. Psalm 19:9-11) and of fresh oil (Oil is representative of the Holy Spirit).  Notice, before the Manna (which represents the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth comes, the dew first falls upon the camp in the night.  In the night, before the Light of the World, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth appears, this Manna that came down from Heaven appears in the night (of the world) darkened by sin . . . when the dew, the water, which represents the Word of God brought forth by the Holy Spirit which appears and prepares the camp, (the Believers) then the Manna falls upon them who Believe, those Born Again, and it is a sweet taste in their mouths: the taste of the Holy Spirit, of God's Word, God's Truth, God's Way to Heaven, and is not hated like those who hated (and today still hate) the Manna sent down from Heaven, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
