There have been many systems of Doctrine that have in one form or another called themselves Christians, but deny the Glory, Honor, Majesty, and Divinity of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  There have been Arians, Socinians, Gnostics, Roman Catholics, the Epicureans, the Docetics, the Pelagians, Mormons (who call themselves:  The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints,) Arminians, Manicheans, and now those who used to confess Him, those former Protestant Churches:  Presbyterian, Lutheran, Baptist, Methodist and so on are beginning to follow the same error. These though, are not to be considered true systems of Sound Doctrine:  since each of them denies a major tenant of the Christian faith. One denies the Deity of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, where another denies Christ Jesus' humanity. One says Heaven is attained by knowledge alone, another denies that people are even sinners. One says God is not Sovereign, and another says man is the measure of all things and can become God himself, yet another says God is not all powerful. These systems of what they claim to be Christian are false doctrines from Hell itself. They remove or exalt a particular essential attribute, or many essential attributes of True Christianity, not to mention adding many things which the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible never teaches. In fact, which the Holy Bible, by the Lord Jesus Christ Himself Commands not to add to, nor take away anything from the Holy Bible, but these systems do.  So it would rightly be said that they are false systems designed to take men away from the Truth of God in His Holy Word, the Holy Bible.

So what is the right system of Doctrine? From study, meditation, and contemplation upon the Word of God, from assessing Church history and the false movements contained therein, from hearing hundred of Preachers Preach on varying subjects, and listening to a plethora of viewpoints on every aspect of the Holy Bible, I rest upon, and hold my confidence in the system of Doctrine that is called Calvinism.  The world, satan's family, hates this Doctrine, which is simply the Truth of Holy Scripture which is Christianity.  True Christianity.  It is unfortunate for us that believe God's Word, that it is called Calvinism. Charles Spurgeon rightly stated that, "Calvinism is nothing more than a nickname for True Biblical Christianity." He was right. The name is is despised, though.  People say because we follow a man named Calvin, we are not following God. The Apostle Paul addressed this same argument in the early Church:

1 Corinthians 1:12-15

12 Now this I say, that every one of you saith, I am of Paul; and I of Apollos; and I of Cephas; and I of Christ.

13 Is Christ divided? was Paul crucified for you? or were ye baptized in the name of Paul?

14 I thank God that I baptized none of you, but Crispus and Gaius;

15 Lest any should say that I had baptized in mine own name.

The Apostle Paul is right. We are not to follow after men. We are to follow after God and Worship Him, in and by His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone.  We are called to test the spirits, test what a man says by searching the Holy Bible to see if his words "pass the test," aligning with God's Word.  Do Calvinists really follow all the teachings of John Calvin? No. It is actually wrong to call Calvinists "Calvinist" in a sense, because they are doing nothing other than using the same body of Doctrine that John Calvin used, as John Calvin copied the same body of Doctrine that Augustine used, who in turn copied the the same body of Doctrine the Church fathers used, and they, the Church fathers in turn, followed the same body of Doctrine the Apostles used, who follow the same body of Doctrine taught by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth directly to the Apostles. The early Church fathers, who lived between 95 AD and 200 A.D. are just as much "Calvinists," for their understanding of God's Election, His mercy and compassion to some; His world (family,) His Grace to them alone; as Augustine understood it, and they too could be called a Calvinist, as John Calvin understood it and followed the same body of Doctrine which stood against the false teachings of the Great Whore, the Mystery "church," made up of a mixture of Christian/Babylon, Egyptian, and Baal worship, the Roman Catholic "church" of the day; and this body of Doctrine followed by the True early Church was taught by John Calvin and bears his name, and which protested the false teachings of the Roman Catholic system of error, and thus were called Protestants. Calvinism is nothing more than a label to show true Christianity.

What is this Doctrine that is called Calvinism?   If we were to concisely describe in short hand what is called Calvinism, we would look at the acronym T.U.L.I.P.: Total Depravity, Unconditional Election, Limited Atonement, Irresistible Grace, and the Perseverance of the Saints.

The first Doctrine of Grace is Total Depravity.  Total depravity keeps us humble. It states that man is totally and completely a sinner:  heart, soul, mind and body, and in such a condition man can do no righteous deed, being right with God in such a condition. Yes, man, in the man Adam, was made in the Image of God, when Adam was made without sin.  However, the image of God is so marred and twisted by the fall of Adam that every person who is conceived is at that point at enmity with God, and no longer in His image, pure, undefiled without sin. They are enemies of God, they hate God, and they would even kill God, as they did the very Son of God Himself, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the VERY IMAGE OF GOD.



Total Depravity of man is proven by both the Old and New Testaments:

Genesis 6:5
5 And God saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.

Jeremiah 17:9
9 The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: who can know it?


Romans 3:10-18

10 As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one:

11 There is none that understandeth, there is none that seeketh after God.

12 They are all gone out of the way, they are together become unprofitable; there is none that doeth good, no, not one.

13 Their throat is an open sepulchre; with their tongues they have used deceit; the poison of asps is under their lips:

14 Whose mouth is full of cursing and bitterness:

15 Their feet are swift to shed blood:

16 Destruction and misery are in their ways:

17 And the way of peace have they not known:

18 There is no fear of God before their eyes.


Therefore, after a man understands that he is a sinner, with a defiled image of God, twisted, turned, have a certain likeness (or a form of godliness, but in his sin they deny the Power/Authority of God over him,) and who cannot by his own power come to faith;  he has lost everything which would enable him to come to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth because of the Fall of Adam, our inherent sin nature, and of his own sin, that he cannot see God's Unconditional Election (Second Doctrine). Man, being sinful cannot choose to follow God because he hates God. Therefore, God must remove the heart of stone and replace it with a heart of flesh. God chooses man, for man is unable in his overwhelming sin to chose God. God chooses man, not based upon anything a man can or does do, which is both good and evil, but God Elects (ordains, hand chooses) those of His world (family) to everlasting life, and did so before He had the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth create anything, Ephesians 1; John 1. It's God’s job alone is to save,

Luke 3:8 "Bring forth therefore fruits worthy of repentance, and begin not to say within yourselves, We have Abraham to our father: for I say unto you, That God is able of these stones to raise up children unto Abraham." and it is our job to learn of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and in so doing learn of His Father, and in so doing to exalt and to praise the Lord Jesus Christ for saving us, i.e.:  making us safe from the wrath of God poured out upon those who are condemned of and by God, for they have been deceived by vain words, not in the Holy Bible, or His Word has been twisted to deny Him His Glory and to glorify man, because they are ungodly and unrighteous and they hold the Truth of God in unrighteousness. 



John 3:35-36

35 The Father loveth the Son, and hath given all things into his hand.

36 He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life: and he that believeth not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him.




Ephesians 5:6
6 Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience.



Romans 1:18-19

18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who hold the truth in unrighteousness;

19 Because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God hath shewed it unto them.


John 3:18
18 He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.


The Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible shows the Doctrine of Unconditional Election emphatically, that is, that God Chooses man, and shows His love for one, and hates another by His Own Sovereign Choice, and shows His compassion and mercy to some, and denies it to other by His Sovereign Choice:


Malachi 1:2

1 The burden of the word of the Lord to Israel by Malachi.

2 I have loved you, saith the Lord. Yet ye say, Wherein hast thou loved us? Was not Esau Jacob's brother? saith the Lord: yet I loved Jacob,

3 And I hated Esau, and laid his mountains and his heritage waste for the dragons of the wilderness.



Romans 8:29

29 For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren.



Romans 9:11-15

11 (For the children being not yet born, neither having done any good or evil, that the purpose of God according to election might stand, not of works, but of him that calleth;)

12 It was said unto her, The elder shall serve the younger.

13 As it is written, Jacob have I loved, but Esau have I hated.

14 What shall we say then? Is there unrighteousness with God? God forbid.

15 For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion.


John 6:44
44 No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.



How does God save us? He elects us.  So what is the basis for our Election, i.e.:  God's Choice of which man to save? It is not our work, but the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ's of Nazareth work alone. God sent His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ to die for everyone whom He Elects. The Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth pays the price for the Elect of God's sins, and their debt is removed. When the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth died on the Cross at Calvary, He secured Salvation for everyone He died for, which was the Elect of God alone.  As it was the people who parted His garments, whom He pardoned, that is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ask God the Father to forgive.  They were Gentiles, the Centurion, and those with him, the Roman Soldiers that Crucified the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth on the Cross of Calvary.

Matthew 27:35
35And they crucified him, and parted his garments, casting lots: that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, They parted my garments among them, and upon my vesture did they cast lots.

Mark 15:24
25And when they had crucified him, they parted his garments, casting lots upon them, what every man should take.

Luke 23:34
34Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do. And they parted his raiment, and cast lots.

Note:  the word raiment in the Greek means:  a garment (of any sort) garments, i.e. the cloak or mantle and the tunic called the upper garment. 


Who crucified Him, who parted His garments, who cast lots for his vesture?  The Centurion, and those that were with him, the Roman soldiers.

Romans 10:10
10For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.

So, whose heart was changed?  Who had mocked the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but then confessed Him . . . unto salvation?




Matthew 27:27-31

27 Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the common hall, and gathered unto him the whole band of soldiers.

28 And they stripped him, and put on him a scarlet robe.

29 And when they had platted a crown of thorns, they put it upon his head, and a reed in his right hand: and they bowed the knee before him, and mocked him, saying, Hail, King of the Jews!

30 And they spit upon him, and took the reed, and smote him on the head.

31 And after that they had mocked him, they took the robe off from him, and put his own raiment on him, and led him away to crucify him.


Luke 18:31-33

31 Then he took unto him the twelve, and said unto them, Behold, we go up to Jerusalem, and all things that are written by the prophets concerning the Son of man shall be accomplished.

32 For he shall be delivered unto the Gentiles, and shall be mocked, and spitefully entreated, and spitted on:

33 And they shall scourge him, and put him to death: and the third day he shall rise again.


Luke 22:63-65

63 And the men that held Jesus mocked him, and smote him.

64 And when they had blindfolded him, they struck him on the face, and asked him, saying, Prophesy, who is it that smote thee?

65 And many other things blasphemously spake they against him.


Luke 23:35-37

35 And the people stood beholding. And the rulers also with them derided him, saying, He saved others; let him save himself, if he be Christ, the chosen of God.

36 And the soldiers also mocked him, coming to him, and offering him vinegar,

37 And saying, If thou be the king of the Jews, save thyself.


So the Gentiles, those who parted His garments, those who mocked him, the Centurion, and those that where with him, the Roman soldiers then confessed the Lord Jesus Christ as the True Son of God.

Matthew 27:50-54

50 Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost.

51 And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom; and the earth did quake, and the rocks rent;

52 And the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept arose,

53 And came out of the graves after his resurrection, and went into the holy city, and appeared unto many.

54 Now when the centurion, and they that were with him, watching Jesus, saw the earthquake, and those things that were done, they feared greatly, saying, Truly this was the Son of God.


Luke 23:34
34Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do. And they parted his raiment, and cast lots.

The Roman Centurion, and the soldiers with him, did not know what they were doing, as they did not know the Lord Jesus Christ, had not heard His Words, did not have the Old Testament to study to see Him in it, they simply did what Gentiles, heathen, did.  They did their jobs; not knowing who they were abusing.  Until . . . seeing Him die as no other man has done.  When the Veil of the Temple was rent, and the graves opened, and the earthquake, and the darkness lifted, all at the moment of His death, they knew this was no mere mortal man.  This man was exactly Who He claimed to be, the Son of God! 

The work of the Lord Jesus Christ’s death and resurrection was transferred at that time of moment in history that He died, to the account of all those who will be saved through Him alone. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came to die for God’s Chosen people, His treasured possession, the Pearl of Great Price, His Church.
Matthew 13:45-46
45 Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a merchant man, seeking goodly pearls:

46 Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it.
Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ's seeking, finding, and purchasing His Elect: for, certain it is, that He has sought after them; which implies, that they were lost and going astray; expresses His great love to them, value for them, and His desire after them; in doing which, He took much pains, and used much diligence: and certain it also is, that He finds them in redemption, and in an effectual Calling; and that they are to Him "a pearl of great price; as very precious to God, so highly esteemed of by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as His portion, His inheritance, and His jewels". The Lord Jesus Christ has also parted with all He had in Glory with God the Father for the sake of these persons, His Elect; He became poor, emptied Himself of everything, even gave Himself as a ransom for them, and in so doing made a purchase of them, with the price being His own blood: though to this sense it may be objected, that it does not seem so agreeable, that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the great I AM, should be compared to a merchant man, which better suits with those that deal with him, who sell Him for money and make merchandise of many. Nor does the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth seek after any other than His Own Elect: whereas this merchant man is said to be seeking goodly pearls; not just any pearls would do: nor is the Lord Jesus Christ's finding His Elect a chance business; nor have they any intrinsic excellency in them, to denominate them pearls, but by His Grace alone. The more common interpretation of this parable is upside down, exactly the opposite of the Truth of Holy Scripture, that it designs a sensible sinner, seeking after the True Way of Salvation, and finding Christ Jesus, and parting with all for Him: such a man is a spiritual merchant, who trades in foreign parts, and in things of worth and value; and such an one seeks after a variety of things, which at first sight seem "goodly," in order to obtain Salvation by; as civility, morality, a legal righteousness, fasting, watchings, prayer, a profession of religion, and a submission to external ordinances; but alas, at length he finds Christ Jesus to be the one he was after all seeking, the pearl of great price: Who is of an unspeakable brightness and glory, of intrinsic worth and value; Who is enriching to those that possess Him, and precious to them that believe; and of such a price, that no valuable consideration can be given for Him: wherefore such a soul is willing to part with all for Him; with sinful self, and righteous self; and with all their honors, and riches, and profits of this world; and buy Him alone, His Grace and Righteousness.  But wait, those things are bought without money, and without price, and without giving all that one has, but what one has not:  the Righteousness of God through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone.


Isaiah 55:1
1Ho, every one that thirsteth, come ye to the waters, and he that hath no money; come ye, buy, and eat; yea, come, buy wine and milk without money and without price. 
In this way the Atonement is limited in scope, but not in its power.   Limited Atonement:  The Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible teaches us this Doctrine well:


Isaiah 53:1, 11

1 Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the Lord revealed?

11 He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his knowledge shall my righteous servant justify many; for he shall bear their iniquities.


Matthew 1:21
21 And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name Jesus: for he shall save his people from their sins.



John 10:1

1 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that entereth not by the door into the sheepfold, but climbeth up some other way, the same is a thief and a robber.

2 But he that entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep.

3 To him the porter openeth; and the sheep hear his voice: and he calleth his own sheep by name, and leadeth them out.

4 And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth before them, and the sheep follow him: for they know his voice.

5 And a stranger will they not follow, but will flee from him: for they know not the voice of strangers.

6 This parable spake Jesus unto them: but they understood not what things they were which he spake unto them.

7 Then said Jesus unto them again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am the door of the sheep.

8 All that ever came before me are thieves and robbers: but the sheep did not hear them.

9 I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall go in and out, and find pasture.

10 The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.

11 I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth his life for the sheep.

12 But he that is an hireling, and not the shepherd, whose own the sheep are not, seeth the wolf coming, and leaveth the sheep, and fleeth: and the wolf catcheth them, and scattereth the sheep.

13 The hireling fleeth, because he is an hireling, and careth not for the sheep.

14 I am the good shepherd, and know my sheep, and am known of mine.

15 As the Father knoweth me, even so know I the Father: and I lay down my life for the sheep.

16 And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I must bring, and they shall hear my voice; and there shall be one fold, and one shepherd.

17 Therefore doth my Father love me, because I lay down my life, that I might take it again.

18 No man taketh it from me, but I lay it down of myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment have I received of my Father.


Acts 2:47
47 Praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved.

Acts 13:48
48 And when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad, and glorified the word of the Lord: and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed.


Ephesians 5:25-27

25 Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it;

26 That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word,

27 That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.

The fourth Doctrine of Grace, called the forth Calvinistic Doctrine, is Irresistible Grace. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth died for the Elect only, and God unconditionally Elects all those depraved, sinful people whom He Calls and then makes them His Own, by the regenerating Power of the Holy Spirit of God. Regeneration is where the Holy Spirit changes the old heart of stone to a beating heart of flesh with God's Laws written upon it. The change has to be done prior to our faith, because prior to changing our hearts to flesh, they were cold, dead stone. Therefore, God causes a New Birth, making them His Own, writing His Laws there, and making a man then by His Holy Word, His Laws written in their hearts, acceptable to Himself.  When this is done, the choice was not man's, because he was spiritually dead in his trespasses and sins.  We believe, and come to the knowledge of Truth, and therefore come to acknowledge what God has done in our souls, by our hearts through the Lord Jesus Christ righteousness after our sinful depraved souls have been given the new capability to Believe His Report, through the renewing, regenerating Power of God’s Holy Spirit. Thus, God's Grace is called irresistible, not because we believe against our will kicking and screaming, but our hearts have been changed and made alive to believe, where before God moved they were dead, cold, stony, so that through the newness of life, a living heart of flesh that God has done, we come to believe, and are from that point on drawn and willing to follow the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Therefore God makes us desire what He Wills, by writing His Laws upon our hearts, and we come to know that we no longer desire our own will, but His alone.  The Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible show us this:

Exodus 35:21
21 And they came, every one whose heart stirred him up, and every one whom his spirit made willing, and they brought the Lord's offering to the work of the tabernacle of the congregation, and for all his service, and for the holy garments.

22 And they came, both men and women, as many as were willing hearted, and brought bracelets, and earrings, and rings, and tablets, all jewels of gold: and every man that offered offered an offering of gold unto the Lord.


Psalms 51:10
10 Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit within me.


Psalms 110:3
3 Thy people shall be willing in the day of thy power, in the beauties of holiness from the womb of the morning: thou hast the dew of thy youth.

Jeremiah 31:33
33 But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; After those days, saith the Lord, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people.




Ezekiel 11:19-20

19 And I will give them one heart, and I will put a new spirit within you; and I will take the stony heart out of their flesh, and will give them an heart of flesh:

20 That they may walk in my statutes, and keep mine ordinances, and do them: and they shall be my people, and I will be their God.




John 3:7-8

7 Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.

8 The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit.



Romans 2:29
29 But he is a Jew, which is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit, and not in the letter; whose praise is not of men, but of God.




Ephesians 2:8-10

8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:

9 Not of works, lest any man should boast.

10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them.



Philippians 1:27-30

27 Only let your conversation be as it becometh the gospel of Christ: that whether I come and see you, or else be absent, I may hear of your affairs, that ye stand fast in one spirit, with one mind striving together for the faith of the gospel;

28 And in nothing terrified by your adversaries: which is to them an evident token of perdition, but to you of salvation, and that of God.

29 For unto you it is given in the behalf of Christ, not only to believe on him, but also to suffer for his sake;

30 Having the same conflict which ye saw in me, and now hear to be in me.


Philippians 2:13
13 For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.


The last main point of God’s Grace seen so vividly in the Doctrines of the Holy Bible that is referred to as Calvinism is:  Perseverance of the Saints. All who are redeemed, bought, owned, Saved from their depraved states of sin and death, all whom the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came to ransom from death and pay the price to redeem them from God’s wrath, all whom the Holy Spirit irresistible touches with His Grace, and all those who are unconditionally Elected to Eternal Life will persevere to the end, by the Power of the Holy Spirit. Yes, the Elect of God will and do sin, even His very own Chosen. However, they will never fall away from the Grace of God in Jesus Christ the Lord. This does not give the Elect a license to sin, for those who are changed are truly changed, and have a new desire and new nature which progressively releases them from the old depraved nature, and causes them to walk more and more with God in the Spirit, and less and less in their old sinful nature. God is thus refining the Elect, making them more pure, Holy, set aside for His purpose for which He Called them.  These Saints persevere, not because of any good within them, but because God continually upholds them through His Grace given by the Lord Jesus Christ and the power of His Holy Spirit. These Elect of God are God’s Holy Temples, His residing place. God dwells in them, in their Spirit, and renews their heart. This, in and of itself, is an amazing thing! So, where is this Doctrine of Grace, which is called Calvinism?

Philippians 1:6
6 Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ:


Romans 8:30
30 Moreover whom he did predestinate, them he also called: and whom he called, them he also justified: and whom he justified, them he also glorified.


John 10:28-30

28 And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.

29 My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand.

30 I and my Father are one.



John 17:2, 6, 9, 20, 24

2 As thou hast given him power over all flesh, that he should give eternal life to as many as thou hast given him.

6 I have manifested thy name unto the men which thou gavest me out of the world: thine they were, and thou gavest them me; and they have kept thy word.

9 I pray for them: I pray not for the world, but for them which thou hast given me; for they are thine.

20 Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe on me through their word;

"We had no training," he said. "We were just really excited about what God was doing in our lives and we wanted to share it with others. We got ridiculed a lot."

Luter kept it up for nine years before someone suggested he apply to become the pastor at Franklin Avenue Baptist Church. Formerly a white church, the membership had changed to African-American with changing demographics of the neighborhood.

"When I came to Franklin Avenue it was a bunch of women and kids," Luter said. "You could count the number of men on one hand."

So Luter bought a pay-per-view TV boxing match between Sugar Ray Leonard and Thomas Hearns and told the women in his church to invite every man they knew.

About 25 men showed up, some of whom didn't realize they were coming to the pastor's house, Luter said. Nonetheless, they happily dumped their beer to go in and see the match. Afterward, Luter invited them to come to church.

"The boxing match was on a Friday night and the following Sunday five of those guys were at church," Luter said. He recognized them during the service and all the women started applauding. After church, they lavished attention on the men.

"The next Sunday there were more men," Luter said. "Once we started the men's program we found that men draw not only other men, but men draw women. Word started spreading."

Luter also began an outreach program called "frangelism," for "friends, relatives, associates and neighbors." One week, members asked to bring a friend to church, the next week a relative, and so on.

"We told them, 'If God has done something in your life, you are obligated to share it.' We've never been on TV or the radio, never put up any billboards. The church grew through word of mouth."

My brother, Skip, who is a Deacon in his “church,” sees things as the rest of the world.  It's all about love, and you cannot correct someone, because that's unloving. That's not Scriptural, not what is taught in the Holy Bible. 2 Timothy 3:16-17

16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:
Note:  Reproof in the Greek means:  a proof, that by which a thing is proved or tested.  Test the Spirits.  How, go to Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, and see if what they speak lines up with the Holy Bible.  

17 That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.
My brother, Skip, has done this before.  Come in and attack what I've written, saying that the way he approaches is everything, is not to name any names, but simply to preach Love, and let God handle the rest.

God comes against people, and against His Church with the Word of His mouth, with His Words.  He ordains some in the Church to Teach, to instruct the Church in right Doctrine, and correct them when they stray.

Revelation 2:12-17

16 Repent; or else I will come unto thee quickly, and will fight against them with the sword of my mouth.
17 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give him a white stone, and in the stone a new name written, which no man knoweth saving he that receiveth it.

You must remember satan, moved through the Apostle Peter, one that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth loved, to try and move the Lord Jesus Christ away from His appointed Calling:  the Cross of Calvary.

Note:  Striving together with one mind, contending for, the faith of the Gospel.


Jude 1:1-4

1 Jude, the servant of Jesus Christ, and brother of James, to them that are sanctified by God the Father, and preserved in Jesus Christ, and called:

2 Mercy unto you, and peace, and love, be multiplied.

3 Beloved, when I gave all diligence to write unto you of the common salvation, it was needful for me to write unto you, and exhort you that ye should earnestly contend for the faith which was once delivered unto the saints.

4 For there are certain men crept in unawares, who were before of old ordained to this condemnation, ungodly men, turning the grace of our God into lasciviousness, and denying the only Lord God, and our Lord Jesus Christ.

Note:  We ought to contend earnestly for the faith, in opposition to those who would corrupt or deprave it; who creep in unawares; who glide in like serpents, and come in as Ministers of Light. Those are the worst of the ungodly, who take encouragement to sin boldly, because the Grace of God has abounded, and still abounds so wonderfully, and who are hardened by the extent and fulness of Gospel Grace, the design of which is to deliver men from sin, and bring them unto God.

Those who have received by Grace the Doctrine of Common Salvation must contend earnestly for it. Earnestly, not furiously. Those who strive for the Christian faith, or in the Christian course, must strive Lawfully, or they lose their labor, and run great hazard of losing their Crown:

2 Timothy 2:5
5 And if a man also strive for masteries, yet is he not crowned, except he strive lawfully.

We are not to strike out at others out of our own anger, for man's wrath does not work out the Righteousness of God, therefore we must strive Lawfully:

James 1:20
20 For the wrath of man worketh not the righteousness of God.

Lying concerning Truth is bad.  Those who have received the Truth of God's Word must contend for it. But how? As the Apostles did; by suffering patiently and courageously for it, not by making others suffer if they will not presently embrace every notion that we are pleased (proved or unproved) to call faith, that is what we believe to be faith, or fundamentals, for sure.

We must not suffer ourselves to be robbed of any essential article of Christian faith, by being babes or children of the knowledge of Truth and tossed about by every cunning craftiness or specious plausible pretenses of any who lie in wait to deceive:

Ephesians 4:14
14 That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive;


The Apostle Paul tells us he Preached the Gospel (mind it was the True Gospel) with much contention:

1 Thessalonians 2:1-2

1 For yourselves, brethren, know our entrance in unto you, that it was not in vain:

2 But even after that we had suffered before, and were shamefully entreated, as ye know, at Philippi, we were bold in our God to speak unto you the gospel of God with much contention.

The Apostle Paul says that they Preached to the Church at Philippi, and were shamefully entreated, with much contention.  The Apostle Paul in his Preaching, was speaking for the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, not his own words, but Christ Jesus' words, and was mistreated for it.  The Apostle Paul declare that they should "Mark them . . . for many walk . . . who are the enemies of the Cross of Christ".

Philippians 3

That men should defend the faith, content for the faith, with all the strength they can muster, both by True Doctrine and good example of life.  Which was once given, that it may never be changed.  The "faith" is meant the Doctrine of Faith, in which sense it is used whenever faith is said to be Preached, obeyed, departed, or erred from, or denied, or made shipwreck of, or when exhortations are made to stand fast, and continue in it, or to strive and contend for it, as is here; and which is sometimes called the Word of Faith, the Faith of the Gospel, the Mystery of Faith, or Most Holy Faith, the Common Faith, and, as here, faith only; and designs the whole scheme of evangelical Truths delivered to the Saints and are to be believed; such as the Doctrine of the Trinity, the Deity and Sonship of the Lord Jesus Christ Christ of Nazareth, the Divinity and personality (Person) of the Holy Spirit; what regards the state and condition of man by his very nature, as the Doctrines of the imputation of Adam's sin to his posterity, the corruption of nature by sin, and the impotence of men to that which is good; what concerns the Acts of Grace in the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, towards, and upon the sons of men; as the Doctrines of everlasting love, eternal Election, the covenant of Grace, particular redemption, justification by the imputed Righteousness of Christ, pardon and reconciliation by His blood alone, regeneration and sanctification by the Grace of the Holy Spirit, final perseverance, the resurrection of the dead, and the future glory of the Saints with Christ Jesus.
