Luke 11:46-47

46And he said, Woe unto you also, ye lawyers! for ye lade men with burdens grievous to be borne, and ye yourselves touch not the burdens with one of your fingers. 

47Woe unto you! for ye build the sepulchres of the prophets, and your fathers killed them.

The Lord Jesus Christ said of the lawyers, that is the Scribes or Doctors of the Law -- God's Law:

Matthew 23:29-30

29Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! because ye build the tombs of the prophets, and garnish the sepulchres of the righteous, 

30And say, If we had been in the days of our fathers, we would not have been partakers with them in the blood of the prophets.

(Hypocrites in the Greek means actor . . . Hypocrites deceive men with an outward show.  Hypocrites are very severe against other men, but think that all things are lawful for themselves.  Woe is the strongest condemnation that can be given by God, it means cursed (of God):

The Prophet Isaiah proclaimed that when seeing the Holiness of the Lord Jesus Christ that he (Isaiah) was cursed of God for his language (as would we all) except the Lord Jesus Christ purged him of his sin . . .  The Prophet Isaiah speaks for two reasons, one because he who was a mortal creature and therefore had more need to glorify God than the angels, and he had not done it as he should but instead has profaned himself, and the other because the nearer that man approaches to God, the more he knows his own sin and corruption.  There's no woe to a righteous man, all woes are to the wicked; but a righteous man, one Born Again, may think himself wretched and miserable, partly on account of his own corruptions, the body of sin and death he carries about with him; and partly on account of wicked men, among whom he dwells, as said the Apostle Paul of himself:

Romans 7:24

 24O wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me from the body of this death?

Let's see how a Prophet of God views himself seeing the Lord Jesus Christ in all His Glory . . .

Isaiah 6:1-13

1In the year that king Uzziah died I saw also the LORD sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up, and his train filled the temple. 

2Above it stood the seraphims: each one had six wings; with twain he covered his face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly. 

3And one cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts: the whole earth is full of his glory. 

4And the posts of the door moved at the voice of him that cried, and the house was filled with smoke. 

5Then said I, Woe is me! for I am undone; because I am a man of unclean lips, and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips: for mine eyes have seen the King, the LORD of hosts. 

6Then flew one of the seraphims unto me, having a live coal in his hand, which he had taken with the tongs from off the altar: 

7And he laid it upon my mouth, and said, Lo, this hath touched thy lips; and thine iniquity is taken away, and thy sin purged. 

8Also I heard the voice of the Lord, saying, Whom shall I send, and who will go for us? Then said I, Here am I; send me. 

9And he said, Go, and tell this people, Hear ye indeed, but understand not; and see ye indeed, but perceive not. 

10Make the heart of this people fat, and make their ears heavy, and shut their eyes; lest they see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and convert, and be healed. 

11Then said I, Lord, how long? And he answered, Until the cities be wasted without inhabitant, and the houses without man, and the land be utterly desolate, 

12And the LORD have removed men far away, and there be a great forsaking in the midst of the land. 

13But yet in it shall be a tenth, and it shall return, and shall be eaten: as a teil tree, and as an oak, whose substance is in them, when they cast their leaves: so the holy seed shall be the substance thereof.

" . . . for mine eyes have seen the King, the LORD of hosts."  This person is no other than the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, King of kings, and Lord of lords, King of saints, and Lord of the armies, both in heaven and in earth; and a lovely sight it is to see Him by faith, in the Glory and beauty of His person, and in the fullness of His Grace; such a sight is spiritual, saving, assimilating, appropriating, very endearing, and very glorious and delightful: wherefore it may seem strange that a sight of our Lord Jesus Christ should fill the Prophet Isaiah with such dread; one would think he should rather have said, happy man that I am, because I have seen His Glory, whom to see and know is life eternal; but the reason of it is, because in this view of the Lord Jesus Christ he saw the impurity of himself, and was out of conceit with himself, and therefore cries out in the manner he does; just as in a sunbeam a man beholds those innumerable motes and atoms that fly through the air, which before were invisible to him until the purest of light shines on them. It was not because of his sight of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth he reckoned himself undone; but because of the impurity of himself compared to the Lord Jesus Christ, and those among whom he dwelt, which he had a view of through his sight of the Lord Jesus Christ the purest Light: his sight of the Lord Jesus Christ is given as a reason of his view of his own impurity, and his impurity as the reason of his being undone in his apprehension of things. When we compare ourselves, as an example, against someone truly physically beautiful (when we are not so, it causes our own imperfections known especially to us to stand out all the more).  The Prophet Isaiah, in these his circumstances, represents a sensible sinner, under a sight and sense of his sinfulness and vileness.

Luke 11:51-54

51From the blood of Abel unto the blood of Zacharias which perished between the altar and the temple: verily I say unto you, It shall be required of this generation. 

52Woe unto you, lawyers! for ye have taken away the key of knowledge: ye entered not in yourselves, and them that were entering in ye hindered. 

53And as he said these things unto them, the scribes and the Pharisees began to urge him vehemently, and to provoke him to speak of many things: 

54Laying wait for him, and seeking to catch something out of his mouth, that they might accuse him.

Again, repeating part of what I wrote . . .  The Lord Jesus Christ said of the lawyers, that is the Scribes or Doctors of the Law -- God's Law . . .

Luke 11:46-47

46And he said, Woe unto you also, ye lawyers! for ye lade men with burdens grievous to be borne, and ye yourselves touch not the burdens with one of your fingers. 

47Woe unto you! for ye build the sepulchres of the prophets, and your fathers killed them.

Yes, the Scribes (and the Pharisees) knew God's Law.  The Doctors of the Law, the Scribes lade heavy burdens, grievous to bear, on the people where the Law would have actually set them free from the grievous burdens (heavy) that people lived under, not knowing the Truth.  The Pharisees enforced the Law of God, which had been twisted or misused by the Scribes (Doctors of the Law), causing heaven burdens, grievous to bear, on the people.

That's not what the Lord Jesus Christ declared when His followers would follow Him:

Matthew 11:28-30

28Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. 

29Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls. 

30For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.

 

The people labored trying to keep the Law, not knowing the Law, and being held in bondage under it by the Scribes and Pharasees when the Law should have set free . . .  The Lord Jesus Christ says His yoke is easy, and His burden light.

John 8:31-32


31Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; 
32And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.

John 8:35-36


35And the servant abideth not in the house for ever: but the Son abideth ever. 

36If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed.

We need to make sure we are not reading from a "bible" that does NOT declare the Truth of God.  Even the King James (which is the Authorized Version for English speaking peoples and has been for 410 years) is not a perfect translation, but as close to the original Greek as we have.  The perfect translation is the Original Greek, not changed, but preserved by God for His people.

15Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. 

16But shun profane and vain babblings: for they will increase unto more ungodliness.
