Some believe Wormwood was the Bubonic plague, the Black Death . . .

The Bubonic plague:  The Black Death was one of the most devastating pandemics in human history, killing an estimated 75 to 200 million people and peaking in Europe in the years 1348–50 A.D.  Although there were several competing theories as to the etiology of the Black Death, recent analysis of DNA from victims in northern and southern Europe indicates that the pathogen responsible was the Yersinia pestis bacterium, probably causing several forms of plague.[4][5]

The Black Death is thought to have started in China or central Asia.[6] It then traveled along the Silk Road and reached the Crimea by 1346. From there, it was most likely carried by Oriental rat fleas living on the black rats that were regular passengers on merchant ships. Spreading throughout the Mediterranean and Europe, the Black Death is estimated to have killed 30–60% of Europe's total population.[7] All in all, the plague reduced the world population from an estimated 450 million down to 350–375 million in the 14th century.

The aftermath of the plague created a series of religious, social, and economic upheavals, which had profound effects on the course of European history. It took 150 years for Europe's population to recover. 

The deadly disease has claimed nearly 200 million lives. The first recorded epidemic ravished the Byzantine Empire during the sixth century, and was named the Plague of Justinian after the emperor, who was infected but survived. The most infamous and devastating instance of the plague was the Black Death, which killed a third of the population of Europe. The Black Death is thought to have originated in the Gobi Desert. Carried by the fleas on rats, it spread along trade routes and reached the Crimea in 1346. In 1347 it spread to Constantinople and then Alexandria, killing thousands every day, and soon arrived in Western Europe.

The next few centuries were marked by several local outbreaks of lesser severity. The Great Plague of London, 1665–1666, was the last major outbreak of the bubonic plague in Europe. The plague resurfaced in the mid-18th century; like the Black Death, the Third Pandemic began in Central Asia. It spread worldwide, killing millions, into the early 20th century.

Some believe that Attila the Hun, King of the Huns, called the dread of the world, and the scourge of God, is meant by this star.  As Attila the Hun rebelled against pagan Roman, and made sad ravages in the Roman Empire, at the beginning of which troubles a great comet did appear.  The Huns were auxiliaries to the Romans against the Goths, where Litorius the Roman General was taken.  After this the Huns rebelled, and depopulated Thrace and Illyricum.  Attila the Hun, their King, having slain his own brother Bleda, and his partner, became sole monarch.  Though the Romans under Actius, by the help of the Goths, the Romans finally beat Attila the Hun's army in the fields of Catalaun, and obliged him to depart.  Yet afterwards, having got a reinforcement, Attila the Hun then did enter with great force into Aquileia, with whom "pope" Leo made "peace," burning as it were a lamp.  This lamp, this "star" resembled that which is called Lampadias, which Pliny says imitates, or bears a likeness to burning torches.  Pliny speaks of a spark which fell out of a star, which had such an appearance.  Thus, Pliny says this is expressive of war, and great destruction in the Empire, as it fell upon the third part of the rivers, and upon the fountains of water:  that is, upon the large provinces and chief cities belonging to the Roman Empire, and overtook as a torrent the Governors of them, who suffered very bitterly and severely in these times.


Others have said it was Chernobyl . . .

Chernobyl is a Ukrainian name for mugwort which is a species of artemesia (known as common wormwood).  The name literally means "Bitter Black Grass" and is in Russia a medical herb with extremely bitter taste....that can be poisonous in large doses.  The Anglo-Saxon Nine Herbs Charm mentions Mucgwyrt. A folk etymology based on coincidental sounds, derives Mugwort from the word "mug"; more certainly, it has been used in flavoring drinks at least since the early Iron Age.[1] Other sources say Mugwort is derived from the old Norse muggi, meaning "marsh", and Germanic "wuertz", meaning "root", which refers to its use since ancient times to repel insects, especially moths.[2] The Old English word for mugwort is "mucgwyrt" where "mucg-" could be a variation of the Old English word for midge "mycg". Wort comes from the Old English "wyrt" (root/herb/plant) which is related to the Old High German "wurz" (root) and the Old Norse "urt" (plant).[3] Mugwort is called chornobylnik in Ukrainian, and has given its name to the abandoned city of Chernobyl (Chornobyl in Ukrainian). The name chornobyl has an interesting history, meaning "place where mugwort grows" in the related Indo-European languages.

The mugwort plant contains essential oils (such as cineole, or wormwood oil, and thujone), flavonoids, triterpenes, and coumarin derivatives. It was also used as an anthelminthic, (Anthelminthic:  expelling or destroying parasitic worms (as tapeworms) especially of the intestine,) so it is sometimes confused with wormwood (Artemisia absinthium:  It is an ingredient in the spirit absinthe, and is used for flavouring in some other spirits and wines, including bitters, vermouth and pelinkovac. In the Middle Ages, it was used to spice mead.[7] In 18th century England, wormwood was sometimes used instead of hops in beer.[8]

Wormwood is the traditional color and flavor agent for green songpyeon, a type of rice cake eaten during the Korean thanksgiving festival of Chuseok in the autumn.). The plant, called nagadamni in Sanskrit, is used in Ayurveda for cardiac complaints as well as feelings of unease, unwellness and general malaise.[6]  Artemisia comes from Ancient Greek ἀρτεμισία, from Ἄρτεμις (Artemis).[9] In Hellenistic culture, Artemis was a goddess of the hunt, and protector of the forest and children.

The word "wormwood" comes from Middle English wormwode or wermode. The form "wormwood" is attributable to its traditional use as a vermifuge (Vermifuge:  Anthelmintics or antihelminthics are drugs that expel parasitic worms (helminths) from the body, by either stunning or killing them. They may also be called vermifuges (stunning) or vermicides (killing).[10] 

Wormwood:  a European plant (Artemisia absinthium) that has silvery silky-haired leaves and drooping yellow flower heads and yields a bitter dark green oil used in absinthe.  Something bitter or grievous :  bitterness.

Artemisia, Ar·te·mis,  Greek mythological character. Artemis was the Greek goddess of the hunt, wild animals, and the forest. She was identified with the Roman goddess Diana. Artemis was also worshiped as a goddess of chastity and childbirth. The genus Artemisia of composite plants was named after her, and a plant of this genus was formerly used to promote menstruation.  Any of a genus (Artemisia) of aromatic herbs and shrubs in the Asteraceae family, including wormwood, sagebrush, and tarragon. Many species are valued as ornamentals for their attractive silvery gray foliage, which is frequently used in horticultural plantings to create contrast or to smooth the transition between intense colors. The leaves of common wormwood (A. absinthium) have been used in medicines and beverages such as absinthe and vermouth. An extract from the Eurasian A. annua is used to treat quinine-resistant malaria.



Acts 19:21-41

21 After these things were ended, Paul purposed in the spirit, when he had passed through Macedonia and Achaia, to go to Jerusalem, saying, After I have been there, I must also see Rome.

22 So he sent into Macedonia two of them that ministered unto him, Timotheus and Erastus; but he himself stayed in Asia for a season.

23 And the same time there arose no small stir about that way.

24 For a certain man named Demetrius, a silversmith, which made silver shrines for Diana, brought no small gain unto the craftsmen;

25 Whom he called together with the workmen of like occupation, and said, Sirs, ye know that by this craft we have our wealth.

26 Moreover ye see and hear, that not alone at Ephesus, but almost throughout all Asia, this Paul hath persuaded and turned away much people, saying that they be no gods, which are made with hands:

27 So that not only this our craft is in danger to be set at nought; but also that the temple of the great goddess Diana should be despised, and her magnificence should be destroyed, whom all Asia and the world worshippeth.

28 And when they heard these sayings, they were full of wrath, and cried out, saying, Great is Diana of the Ephesians.

29 And the whole city was filled with confusion: and having caught Gaius and Aristarchus, men of Macedonia, Paul's companions in travel, they rushed with one accord into the theatre.

30 And when Paul would have entered in unto the people, the disciples suffered him not.

31 And certain of the chief of Asia, which were his friends, sent unto him, desiring him that he would not adventure himself into the theatre.

32 Some therefore cried one thing, and some another: for the assembly was confused: and the more part knew not wherefore they were come together.

33 And they drew Alexander out of the multitude, the Jews putting him forward. And Alexander beckoned with the hand, and would have made his defence unto the people.

Note:  The Jews apparently sought to avail themselves of this by putting one Alexander forward, possibly the same man who was called a coppersmith, silversmith, who had withstood the Apostle Paul.  Read the whole intercourse where 5,000 men became Born Again Believers hearing the Apostles Preach, specifically the Apostles Peter and John, Acts 4, specifically, Acts 4:5-6, and 2 Timothy 4:14-15.


34 But when they knew that he was a Jew, all with one voice about the space of two hours cried out, Great is Diana of the Ephesians.

35 And when the townclerk had appeased the people, he said, Ye men of Ephesus, what man is there that knoweth not how that the city of the Ephesians is a worshipper of the great goddess Diana, and of the image which fell down from Jupiter?

36 Seeing then that these things cannot be spoken against, ye ought to be quiet, and to do nothing rashly.

37 For ye have brought hither these men, which are neither robbers of churches, nor yet blasphemers of your goddess.

38 Wherefore if Demetrius, and the craftsmen which are with him, have a matter against any man, the law is open, and there are deputies: let them implead one another.

39 But if ye enquire any thing concerning other matters, it shall be determined in a lawful assembly.

40 For we are in danger to be called in question for this day's uproar, there being no cause whereby we may give an account of this concourse.

41 And when he had thus spoken, he dismissed the assembly.

A hygienic environment, clean water and adequate sanitation are key factors in preventing opportunistic infections associated with HIV/AIDS, and in the quality of life of people living with the disease. AIDS-affected people are more susceptible to water-related diseases than healthy individuals, and they become sicker from these infections than people with healthy immune systems. Maintaining a healthy environment is essential to safeguarding the health, quality of life and productivity of people living with HIV/AIDS.  

Microbes that cause illness in drinking water, food and the environment. Occasionally an outbreak might decimate a small group, but they never encountered anything close to the widespread illnesses of the ages to follow. It wasn't until humans began gathering in larger populations that contagious diseases had the opportunity to spread to epidemic proportions. An epidemic occurs when a disease affects a disproportionally large number of people within a given population, such as a city or geographic region. If it affects even greater numbers and a wider area, these outbreaks become pandemics.

Humans also opened themselves up to new and deadlier diseases by domesticating animals that boast their own microbes. By putting themselves in regular, close contact with formerly wild animals, early farmers gave these microbes a chance to adapt to human hosts.

As humans expanded their territory, they came into closer contact with microbes they might otherwise have never encountered. By storing food, humans attracted scavenging creatures such as rats and mice, which brought more microbes. Human expansion also resulted in the construction of more wells and ditches, which provided more standing water for disease-carrying mosquitoes. As technology allowed for wider travel and trade, new microbes could easily spread from one highly populated area to another.


Ironically, many of the pillars of modern human society paved the way for one of its greatest threats.

Cholera
Cholera is an acute bacterial infection of the intestinal tract. It causes severe attacks of diarrhoea that, without treatment, can quickly lead to acute dehydration and death. Cholera is a world-wide problem, especially in emergency situations. It can be prevented by access to safe drinking water, sanitation and good hygiene behaviour (including food hygiene). In 2002, over 120,000 cholera cases were reported worldwide. 



Wormwood is not a physical water disease, nor a physical star or comet, or the like which hits earth, as some believe.  Wormwood is spiritual bitterness, a spiritual disease.

The truth of this relation with Jehovah, while making him feel the affliction more deeply, sustained him also.

17 And thou hast removed my soul far off from peace: I forgat prosperity.

18 And I said, My strength and my hope is perished from the Lord:

19 Remembering mine affliction and my misery, the wormwood and the gall.

20 My soul hath them still in remembrance, and is humbled in me.

21 This I recall to my mind, therefore have I hope.

22 It is of the Lord's mercies that we are not consumed, because his compassions fail not.

In a few cases, a river simply flows into the ground or dries up completely at the end of its course, and does not reach another body of water. Small rivers may be called by several other names, including stream, creek, brook, rivulet, or rill.  A river flows, is moving, freshwater, living water.  A river is not stagnant, dead water.  Rivers can be fast moving as a torrent.  A torrent is a large amount of water that moves very quickly in one direction, or a large amount of something that is released suddenly.  So, this false doctrine, moving as a torrent, a large amount released suddenly (the Roman Catholic "church," following error,) and it fell upon the fountains of waters . . .
Fell upon the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible, the Truth of God's Word.

11 And the name of the star is called Wormwood: and the third part of the waters became wormwood; and many men died of the waters, because they were made bitter.

Note:  Not a literal star, as some suppose.  The Roman Empire was afflicted with grievous and bitter afflictions and calamities, so great distresses are called wormwood, and waters of gall given to drink: www.alemattec.com/The Cup.doc

The bitter spunge filled with gall they gave the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, is that which he will recompense to them . . .

Note:  Gall in the Hebrew means:  (bitter and poisonous herb) venom.

Matthew 27:34

Note:  Gall in the Hebrew means:  gall, bitter herbs.  Gall is also used of other bitter things, i.e.:  wormwood, and also Marah -- meaning the water is bitter, unsuitable to drink.

A great or noteworthy Preacher, not Muhammad, as some think for he was and is antiChrist, not a Christian Preacher, not even a false "Christian" Preacher. 8 And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.

Along with Pelagious's false Doctrines, we must see the other Trumpet Judgments of God in the Book of Revelation in order to understand this of the invasions of the above barbarous people, particularly the Vandals under Genseric, who being turned out of Spain by the Goths, went into Africa, where peace was made, and part of Africa given them to dwell in.  After which Genseric, through treachery, seized upon Carthage, and greatly afflicted Sicily.  Theodosius made war against them to no purpose, and peace being made, a man's peace, between Valentinian and Genseric, and thus Africa was divided between them.  Sometime later Rome was spoiled by Genseric of all its riches.
Genseric or more often Gaiseric or sometimes Geiseric (c. 389 – January 25, 477), was King of the Vandals and Alans (428–477) who established the Vandal Kingdom was one of the key players in the troubles of the Western Roman Empire in the 5th century. During his nearly 50 years of rule, he raised a relatively insignificant Germanic tribe to the status of a major Mediterranean power — which, after he died, entered a swift decline and eventual collapse.



Pelagius (390-418 A.D.) was an ascetic (Ascentic:  relating to or having a strict and simple way of living that avoids physical pleasure.) who opposed the idea of God's Predestination as described in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, and asserted a strong version of the “doctrine of man’s free will”. Pelagius was accused by Augustine of Hippo, and others, of denying the need for Divine aid in performing good works. Pelaguis believed the only “grace necessary” was God’s declaration of the Law, as humans were not wounded by Adam's sin and were perfectly able to fulfill the Law apart from any Divine aid. Pelagius, and his supporters, cited Deuteronomy 24:16 to deny original sin.

Deuteronomy 24:16
16 The fathers shall not be put to death for the children, neither shall the children be put to death for the fathers: every man shall be put to death for his own sin.
Pelagius denied the more specific Doctrine of Original Sin as described by Augustine. Pelagius was declared a heretic by the Council of Carthage. His interpretation of “a doctrine of man’s free will to come to God” became known as Pelagianism. 

Pelagians and others denied that original sin is sin, for they hold that natural man is made righteous by his own powers, thus disparaging (Disparaging:  Considering as unimportant or weak, insignificant) the sufferings and merit of the self-sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ on the Cross of Calvary.

Pelagains and others, like Martin Luther, denied original sin:

The Doctrine of Immaculate Conception is the Dogma of the Roman Catholic "church" that Mary was conceived without sin and remained sinless throughout her whole life.  The Roman Catholic "church" has always taught as part of their "doctrine" that Mary, just like Adam and Eve, was conceived without a fallen nature, without sin.  Unlike Adam and Eve, Mary resisted temptation to sin by the Grace of God, throughout her whole life.

Interestingly, Martin Luther, a former Roman Catholic "priest," and founder of the Protestant Reformation believed in Mary’s Immaculate Conception.

Luther’s words:
"It is a sweet and pious belief that the infusion of Mary’s soul was effected without original sin; so that in the very infusion of her soul she was also purified from original sin and adorned with God’s gifts, receiving a pure soul infused by God; thus from the first moment she began to live she was free from all sin”.

(Sermon: “On the Day of the Conception of the Mother of God,” December [?] 1527; from Hartmann Grisar, S.J., from the German Werke, Erlangen, 1826-1868, edited by J.G. Plochmann and J.A. Irmischer,

She is full of grace, proclaimed to be entirely without sin- something exceedingly great. For God’s grace fills her with everything good and makes her devoid of all evil.

Luther’s - Personal {“Little”} Prayer Book, 1522

[She is the] highest woman and the noblest gem in Christianity after Christ . . . She is nobility, wisdom, and holiness personified. We can never honor her enough. Still honor and praise must be given to her in such a way as to injure neither Christ nor the Scriptures. (Sermon, Christmas, 1531)

No woman is like you. You are more than Eve or Sarah, blessed above all nobility, wisdom, and sanctity. (Sermon, Feast of the Visitation, 1537)

One should honor Mary as she herself wished and as she expressed it in the Magnificat. She praised God for his deeds. How then can we praise her? The true honor of Mary is the honor of God, the praise of God’s grace . . . Mary is nothing for the sake of herself, but for the sake of Christ . . . Mary does not wish that we come to her, but through her to God. (Explanation of the Magnificat.  1521)
The Lutheran Church did not follow Martin Luther’s teaching on this, though:

The Augsburg Confession, June 25, 1530, of the Lutheran Church says this about original sin: "Since the fall of Adam all men who are born according to the course of nature are conceived and born in sin. That is, all men are full of evil lust and inclinations from their mothers' wombs and are unable by nature to have true fear of God and true faith in God" (Formula of Concord, Augsburg Confession, Article II, Tappert, p. 29). In other words, not only are we born separate from God, but from the moment of our birth we also are doing things that show we are separate from God. We need conversion from the darkness of sin to the light of life.   This can ONLY happen by being Saved by the belief in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as one’s Lord and Savior.
Original sin shows itself in the world in various ways.  Daily headlines trumpet murder and crime. We see it in our daily sins such as disrespect, selfishness, and gossip.  Illness and aging result from original sin.  Most tragically, original sin causes death:  spiritual death (unbelief in God he Creator); physical death of the body; and eternal death (judgment in hell).

Because of the sin of Adam and Eve, no one has the natural desire or ability to believe in God the Creator, nor the ability to live a pure life.  We may attempt some superficial clean-up (i.e. trying to be more generous, learning to control a hot temper, but this does not fix the original problem, sin.
Romans 7:24
24 O wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me from the body of this death?

1 John 1:7
7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.
1 Corinthians 15:22
22 For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.

John 6:63
63 It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.

Back to Pelagius . . .
Pelagius was well educated, fluent in both Greek and Latin, and learned in theology. Pelagius spent time as an ascetic (Ascetic: relating to or having a strict and simple way of living that avoids physical pleasure.  Much like the so called “pope” Francis 1 does today), focusing on practical asceticism, which his teachings clearly reflected.
Pelagius was certainly well known in Rome, both for the harsh asceticism of his public life as well as the power and persuasiveness of his speech. Pelagius’ reputation in Rome earned him praise early in his career even from such pillars of the Church as Augustine, who referred to him as a "Saintly man."   
The Roman Catholic “church” teaches Mary's Immaculate Conception, that is, that she, from the first instance of her conception was preserved free from original sin (Documents of Vatican II, Lumen Gentium, VIII; par. 56. This teaching has been official Roman Catholic Doctrine since the papal bull "Ineffablis Deus" in 1854.)

Note:  This is not taught by Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, which declares that Mary was a sinner needing a Savior every bit as much as we. More disturbing is the Roman Catholic “church” teaching that Mary shares in Christ's redemptive work. Vatican II declared:
In an utterly singular way she cooperated by her obedience, faith, hope, and burning charity in the Savior's work of restoring supernatural life to souls. For this reason she is a mother to us in the order of grace (ibid., p. 91).

And,

Far taken up to heaven, she did not lay aside this saving role, but by her manifold acts of intercession continues to win for us gifts of eternal salvation (ibid.).

And again,

By her maternal charity, Mary cares for the brethren of her Son who still journey on earth surrounded by dangers and difficulties, until they are led to their happy fatherland. Therefore the Blessed Virgin is invoked by the Church under the titles of Advocate, Auxiliatrix Adjutrix, and Mediatrix (ibid.).
These are the teachings that Biblical Christians cannot accept, for they ascribe to Mary the role of Mediator and Advocate, roles which belong to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone. Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible is clear in declaring by the Apostle Paul:
1 Timothy 2:5-6
5 For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;
6 Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time.
The Apostle John Himself, to whom Mary was committed after our Lord's death, writes:
1 John 2:1-2

1 My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous:
2 And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world.
Of the Lord Jesus Christ’s name the Apostle Peter solemnly confessed:
Acts 4:12
12 Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.

Nothing in all of Scripture even hints at Mary being without sin, nor in the sharing of the Lord Jesus Christ's saving work.  One without sin needs no Savior:

Luke 1:46-47
46 And Mary said, My soul doth magnify the Lord,

47 And my spirit hath rejoiced in God my Saviour.
Augustine of Hippo, and others, declared Pelagius, who was condemned as a heritic, a “Saintly man,” let’s take a look at “saint” Augustine . . .

www.alemattec.com/pope's Christmas message . . . 'In the 1970s, pedophilia was theorized as something fully in conformity with man and even with children,' the pope said. .doc
In (“pope”) Benedict's own words: "They have a spark of desire for the unknown, for the greatest, for the transcendent, for a genuine redemption. And he (St. Augustine) says that among the persecutors, among the nonbelievers, there are people with this spark, with a kind of faith, of hope, in the measure that is possible for them in the circumstances in which they live. With this faith in an unknown reality, they are really on the way to the authentic Jerusalem, to Christ."  Having a spark of desire for the unknown, they are on their way to the authentic Jerusalem, to Christ, not even having to know the name of Christ.  Whatever “spark of enlightenment” that is in them, “God has given,” and it is enough to get them to Heaven.

So, you don't have to have faith in the Lord Jesus Christ alone, according to "pope" Ratzinger, i.e.:  Benedict XVI.  Just have a spark "with a kind of faith . . . in the circumstances in which they live.  Having faith in an "unknown reality" causes them to really be on the way to the "authentic Jerusalem, to Christ."

Pelagius was accused of lying about his own teachings in order to avoid public condemnation. Most of Pelagius’ later life was spent defending his doctrine against Catholic theologians who held that Catholicism came from the Apostles, and that Pelagius was spreading false novelties in the Faith unknown to the Apostolic tradition. Pelagius, and many of his supporters, countered by pointing out Augustine's Manichean Gnostic past which involves a doctrine called “original evil” that is very close to original sin.
Manichean teaching a major Gnostic religion, originating in Sassanid-era Babylonia. Although most of the original writings of the founding prophet Mani (in Persian: مانی, Syriac: ܡܐܢܝ, Latin: Manichaeus or Manes) (c. 216–276 AD) have been lost, numerous translations and fragmentary texts have survived.
Manichaeism taught an elaborate dualistic cosmology describing the struggle between a good, spiritual world of light, and an evil, material world of darkness. Through an ongoing process which takes place in human history, light is gradually removed from the world of matter and returned to the world of light from which it came. Its beliefs were based on local Mesopotamian gnostic and religious movements.[2]
Due to many calling Pelagius a heretic, little of his work has come down to the present day except in the quotes of his opponents. However, more recently some have defended Pelagius as “a misunderstood orthodox”.
Pelagius (390-418 A.D.) who came in at the same time the Roman Catholic “church” emerged on the scene to take to itself power and glory, originally they called Pelagius a heritic, but then embrased his false teaches, as shown by "pope" Benedict's confession discussed above.  However, false teachers in the Roman Catholic “church” such as Augustine of Hippo, also known as Saint Augustine or Saint Austin, due to his own false Doctrine, could not stand against Pelagius’ false doctrines.
The early teachings of the Christian faith was on God's Choice of man, Predestination.  Pelagius, a heretic, came in Preaching "man’s free will to come to God".  First, this false doctrine of man’s free will to come to God to be Saved, was considered heretical.  Now, it is embraced by the Roman Catholic “church,” and other false Protestant “churches” today.

Let's look at lamps:

Revelation 8:10-11
10 And the third angel sounded, and there fell a great star from heaven, burning as it were a lamp, and it fell upon the third part of the rivers, and upon the fountains of waters;

Revelation 8:10
10 And the third angel sounded, and there fell a great star from heaven, burning as it were a lamp, and it fell upon the third part of the rivers, and upon the fountains of waters;

Note:  Let's take a look at the Greek word Lamp.  Lamp in the Greek means:  A torch, lamp, lantern.  It could be a physical torch, lamp, or lantern, but lamps are spoken of mainly in the spiritual sense.  Such as lamps which are the Spirits of God:

Revelation 4:5
5 And out of the throne proceeded lightnings and thunderings and voices: and there were seven lamps of fire burning before the throne, which are the seven Spirits of God.

Note:  Lamps, representing those who have oil to light their lamps.  Oil is representative of the Holy Spirit.  Without the Holy Spirit, the oil, they are considered foolish, and are locked out of Heaven.


Matthew 25:1
25 Then shall the kingdom of heaven be likened unto ten virgins, which took their lamps, and went forth to meet the bridegroom.


Matthew 25:3
3 They that were foolish took their lamps, and took no oil with them:


Matthew 25:7 
7 Then all those virgins arose, and trimmed their lamps.





The Word of God is described as a lamp(s):



Psalm 119:105 
105Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path.



The Prophet Daniel, saw the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in Heaven, in a vision:


Daniel 10:5-7

5 Then I lifted up mine eyes, and looked, and behold a certain man clothed in linen, whose loins were girded with fine gold of Uphaz:

6 His body also was like the beryl, and his face as the appearance of lightning, and his eyes as lamps of fire, and his arms and his feet like in colour to polished brass, and the voice of his words like the voice of a multitude.

Note:  Lamps in the Hebrew means:  Firebrand, burning lamp, lightning, torch.  Lamp meaning the Spirit of God. 


7 And I Daniel alone saw the vision: for the men that were with me saw not the vision; but a great quaking fell upon them, so that they fled to hide themselves.

Note: As in Daniel 10:6 above, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is spoken of in Revelation 1:15, His Voice being like a multitude, :



Revelation 1:15 
15And his feet like unto fine brass, as if they burned in a furnace; and his voice as the sound of many waters.
Note:  Many waters, mean peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues, as described are concerning the Great Whore, the Roman Catholic "church" in Revelation 17:15.

Revelation 17:15
15 And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues.


Wormwood is described as bitter, and it falls on the third part of the rivers, and upon the fountains of waters :


Proverbs 5:1-5 

1 My son, attend unto my wisdom, and bow thine ear to my understanding:

2 That thou mayest regard discretion, and that thy lips may keep knowledge.

3 For the lips of a strange woman drop as an honeycomb, and her mouth is smoother than oil:

4 But her end is bitter as wormwood, sharp as a two-edged sword.

5 Her feet go down to death; her steps take hold on hell.
Note:  Sharp as a two-edged sword, which cuts every way.  Committing sin with an harlot hurts both soul and body.  The reflection upon it is very cutting and distressing, and destroys all comfort and happiness. This is the reverse of her soothing and softening speech, which is like honey dropping from honeycomb, as oil. (False oil, mimicking the things of God, as satan does, as oil represents the Holy Spirit.  Here, though, the spirit of satan). 

Such also will be the sad case of the worshipers of the beast, the Great Whore of Rome, the Roman Catholic "church", who will gnaw their tongues for pain, and be killed with the twoedged sword that proceedeth out of the mouth of Christ.  Even so, before the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth slays them with the sword of his mouth, they continued to blasphemy the God of Heaven.

Hebrews 4:12 
12For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.

Revelation 1:16 
16And he had in his right hand seven stars: and out of his mouth went a sharp twoedged sword: and his countenance was as the sun shineth in his strength.

Revelation 16:10-11
10 And the fifth angel poured out his vial upon the seat of the beast; and his kingdom was full of darkness; and they gnawed their tongues for pain,

11 And blasphemed the God of heaven because of their pains and their sores, and repented not of their deeds.

What are Marahs, and how does this relate to the fountains of waters?


Exodus 15:23
23 And when they came to Marah, they could not drink of the waters of Marah, for they were bitter: therefore the name of it was called Marah.

Note:  The Holy Bible is as a river, which is running waters, living water.  The fountains of waters.  
Revelation 8:11
11 And the name of the star is called Wormwood: and the third part of the waters became wormwood; and many men died of the waters, because they were made bitter.

Note:  The conversion of living water into “Maras,” bitter water, ardent (ardent:  having or showing very strong feelings. Characterized by warmth of feeling typically expressed in eager zealous support or activity. Fiery, hot, shining, glowing) spirits, which may yet go on to destroy even as many as a third of the ungodly in the latter days.


Ruth 1:20
20 And she said unto them, Call me not Naomi, call me Mara: for the Almighty hath dealt very bitterly with me.

Exodus 15:27
27 And they came to Elim, where were twelve wells of water, and threescore and ten palm trees: and they encamped there by the waters.
Numbers 33:7-9
7 And they removed from Etham, and turned again unto Pihahiroth, which is before Baalzephon: and they pitched before Migdol.
8 And they departed from before Pihahiroth, and passed through the midst of the sea into the wilderness, and went three days'journey in the wilderness of Etham, and pitched in Marah.
9 And they removed from Marah, and came unto Elim: and in Elim were  twelve fountains of water, and threescore and ten palm trees; and they pitched there.
Note:  Fountains here as well means wells in Exodus 15:27 mean:  eyes,  in the Hebrew, meaning:  spring (of water) an eye (literally or figuratively); by analogy, a fountain (as the eye of the landscape)  A fountain certainly can intrigue the eye.  A fountain is  the source of something, the source from which something proceeds or is supplied.  FOUNTAIN - foun'-tin, foun'-tan: In a country where no rain falls for half of the year, springs assume an importance unknown in more favored lands. In both eastern and western Palestine and even in Lebanon there are many villages which depend entirely upon reservoirs or cisterns of rain water. Others are situated along the courses of the few perennial streams. But wherever a spring exists it is very apt to be the nucleus of a village. It may furnish sufficient water to be used in irrigation, in which case the gardens surrounding the village become an oasis in the midst of the parched land. Or there may be a tiny stream which barely suffices for drinking water, about which the village women and girls sit and talk waiting their turns to fill their jars, sometimes until far in the night. The water of the village fountain is often conveyed by a covered conduit for some distance from the source to a convenient spot in the village where an arch is built up, under which the water gushes out.

(Heb. 'ain; i.e., "eye" of the water in the desert – fountain or wells), a natural source of living water. Palestine was a "land of brooks of water, of fountains, and depths that spring out of valleys and hills" Deuteronomy 8:7; Deuteronomy 11:11
These fountains, bright sparkling "eyes" of the desert, are remarkable for their abundance and their beauty, especially on the west of Jordan. All the perennial rivers and streams of the country are supplied from fountains, and depend comparatively little on surface water. "Palestine is a country of mountains and hills, and it abounds in fountains of water. The murmur of these waters is heard in every dell, and the luxuriant foliage which surrounds them is seen in every plain." Besides its rain-water, its cisterns and fountains, Jerusalem had also an abundant supply of water in the magnificent reservoir called "Solomon's Pools" (q.v.), at the head of the Urtas valley, whence it was conveyed to the city by subterrean channels some 10 miles in length. These have all been long ago destroyed, so that no water from the "Pools" now reaches Jerusalem. Only one fountain has been discovered at Jerusalem, the so-called "Virgins Fountain," in the valley of Kidron; and only one well (Heb. beer), the Bir Eyub, also in the valley of Kidron, south of the King's Gardens, which has been dug through the solid rock. The inhabitants of Jerusalem are now mainly dependent on the winter rains, which they store in cisterns.
 Elim in the Hebrew means:  "terebinths," a place in the desert, (= place of terebinths or other great trees,) Genesis 14:6 & Exodus 15:27 (12 fountains & 70 palms)) 2nd station of Israel in desert after passing sea Exodus 16:1 (twice in verse); Numbers 33:9,10; אֵי֫לִמָה Exodus 15:27; Numbers 33:9; probably = Wady Gharandel.  Elim -- palm-trees; Elim, a place in the Desert -- Elim.
Terebinths:  a Mediterranean tree, Pistacia terebinthus,  of the cashew family, yielding Chian turpentine.  Terebinth Mediterranean tree, a member of the sumac family, 1382, from O.Fr. therebint (13c.), from L. terebinthus (Pliny), from Gk. terebinthos, probably of foreign origin (Creto-Minoic?). The tree is the source of Chian turpentine. 
Exodus 15:27

Exodus 16:1
16 And they took their journey from Elim, and all the congregation of the children of Israel came unto the wilderness of Sin, which is between Elim and Sinai, on the fifteenth day of the second month after their departing out of the land of Egypt. 

Elim--supposed to be the oasis Wady Garundel, ... The traditional site is an oasis in Wady Ghurundel, circa 63 miles from Suez.
Concerning the Hebrews travels towards Canaan. (1.) They were continually upon the remove. When they had pitched a little while in one place they departed from that to another. Such is the state of Christians in this world.  We have here no continuing city here. (2.) Most of their way lay through a wilderness, the Hebrews traveled through places uninhabited, untracked, unfurnished even with the necessaries of human life, which magnifies the wisdom and power of God, by whose wonderful conduct and bounty the many thousands of Israel not only subsisted for forty years in that desolate place, but came out at least as numerous and vigorous as they went in. At first the Jews pitched in the edge of the wilderness, but afterwards in the very heart of it.  In the time of less difficulties God prepares His people for greater difficulties in this life. We find them in the wilderness of Etham, of Sin, of Sinai. Our removals in this world are but from one wilderness to another. (3.) The Hebrews were led to and fro, forward and backward, as in a maze or labyrinth, and yet were all the while under the direction of the Pillar of Cloud and fire. The Lord of Hosts, the Rock of Israel, the Most High, led them about:

Moses thus declared before the Children of Israel:

Deuteronomy 32:1-43

1 Give ear, O ye heavens, and I will speak; and hear, O earth, the words of my mouth.

2 My doctrine shall drop as the rain, my speech shall distil as the dew, as the small rain upon the tender herb, and as the showers upon the grass:

3 Because I will publish the name of the Lord: ascribe ye greatness unto our God.

4 He is the Rock, his work is perfect: for all his ways are judgment: a God of truth and without iniquity, just and right is he.

5 They have corrupted themselves, their spot is not the spot of his children: they are a perverse and crooked generation.

6 Do ye thus requite the Lord, O foolish people and unwise? is not he thy father that hath bought thee? hath he not made thee, and established thee?

7 Remember the days of old, consider the years of many generations: ask thy father, and he will shew thee; thy elders, and they will tell thee.

8 When the Most High divided to the nations their inheritance, when he separated the sons of Adam, he set the bounds of the people according to the number of the children of Israel.

9 For the Lord's portion is his people; Jacob is the lot of his inheritance.

10 He found him in a desert land, and in the waste howling wilderness; he led him about, he instructed him, he kept him as the apple of his eye.

11 As an eagle stirreth up her nest, fluttereth over her young, spreadeth abroad her wings, taketh them, beareth them on her wings:

12 So the Lord alone did lead him, and there was no strange god with him.

13 He made him ride on the high places of the earth, that he might eat the increase of the fields; and he made him to suck honey out of the rock, and oil out of the flinty rock;
Note:  Honey is the sweetness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and oil is the Holy Spirit.

Exodus 16:31 
31And the house of Israel called the name thereof Manna: and it was like coriander seed, white; and the taste of it was like wafers made with honey.

Psalm 78:24 
24And had rained down manna upon them to eat, and had given them of the corn of heaven.

John 6:31 
31Our fathers did eat manna in the desert; as it is written, He gave them bread from heaven to eat.
 
John 6:58 
58This is that bread which came down from heaven: not as your fathers did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live for ever.
Note:  This is the bread, the manna, that came down from Heaven.  Hidden manna, the bread of life, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

John 6:35 
35And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.

John 6:41 
41The Jews then murmured at him, because he said, I am the bread which came down from heaven.

John 6:48 
48I am that bread of life.

John 6:51 
51I am the living bread which came down from heaven: if any man eat of this bread, he shall live for ever: and the bread that I will give is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.

Revelation 2:17 
17He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give him a white stone, and in the stone a new name written, which no man knoweth saving he that receiveth it.



Returning to Deuteronomy 32:14-43

14 Butter of kine, and milk of sheep, with fat of lambs, and rams of the breed of Bashan, and goats, with the fat of kidneys of wheat; and thou didst drink the pure blood of the grape.

15 But Jeshurun waxed fat, and kicked: thou art waxen fat, thou art grown thick, thou art covered with fatness; then he forsook God which made him, and lightly esteemed the Rock of his salvation.
Note:  As the The Lord of Hosts, the Rock of Israel, the Most High, is the Rock of Offence.

Isaiah 8:14 
14And he shall be for a sanctuary; but for a stone of stumbling and for a rock of offence to both the houses of Israel, for a gin and for a snare to the inhabitants of Jerusalem.

Romans 9:33 
33As it is written, Behold, I lay in Sion a stumblingstone and rock of offence: and whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.

1 Peter 2:8 
8And a stone of stumbling, and a rock of offence, even to them which stumble at the word, being disobedient: whereunto also they were appointed.


Returning again to Deuteronomy 32:16-43

16 They provoked him to jealousy with strange gods, with abominations provoked they him to anger.

17 They sacrificed unto devils, not to God; to gods whom they knew not, to new gods that came newly up, whom your fathers feared not.

18 Of the Rock that begat thee thou art unmindful, and hast forgotten God that formed thee.

19 And when the Lord saw it, he abhorred them, because of the provoking of his sons, and of his daughters.

20 And he said, I will hide my face from them, I will see what their end shall be: for they are a very froward generation, children in whom is no faith.

21 They have moved me to jealousy with that which is not God; they have provoked me to anger with their vanities: and I will move them to jealousy with those which are not a people; I will provoke them to anger with a foolish nation.

22 For a fire is kindled in mine anger, and shall burn unto the lowest hell, and shall consume the earth with her increase, and set on fire the foundations of the mountains.

23 I will heap mischiefs upon them; I will spend mine arrows upon them.

24 They shall be burnt with hunger, and devoured with burning heat, and with bitter destruction: I will also send the teeth of beasts upon them, with the poison of serpents of the dust.

25 The sword without, and terror within, shall destroy both the young man and the virgin, the suckling also with the man of gray hairs.

26 I said, I would scatter them into corners, I would make the remembrance of them to cease from among men:

27 Were it not that I feared the wrath of the enemy, lest their adversaries should behave themselves strangely, and lest they should say, Our hand is high, and the Lord hath not done all this.

28 For they are a nation void of counsel, neither is there any understanding in them.

29 O that they were wise, that they understood this, that they would consider their latter end!

30 How should one chase a thousand, and two put ten thousand to flight, except their Rock had sold them, and the Lord had shut them up?

31 For their rock is not as our Rock, even our enemies themselves being judges.

32 For their vine is of the vine of Sodom, and of the fields of Gomorrah: their grapes are grapes of gall, their clusters are bitter:
  
Note:  Gall in the Hebrew means:  (bitter and poisonous herb) venom.  Gall in the Hebrew means:  gall, bitter herbs.  Gall is also used of other bitter things, i.e.:  wormwood, and also Marah -- meaning the water is bitter, unsuitable to drink.  (Water is representative of the Word of God, the Holy Spirit).  Their vine . . . is not the vine of the True Worshiper, the Born Again Believer who is under the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, who is a Christian's vine.  Their rock is not our Rock.  The Rock of a Christian, is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but to all others He is a Rock of Offence:

John 15:5 
5I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing.


Returning yet again to Deuteronomy 32:33-43

33 Their wine is the poison of dragons, and the cruel venom of asps.

34 Is not this laid up in store with me, and sealed up among my treasures?

35 To me belongeth vengeance and recompence; their foot shall slide in due time: for the day of their calamity is at hand, and the things that shall come upon them make haste.

36 For the Lord shall judge his people, and repent himself for his servants, when he seeth that their power is gone, and there is none shut up, or left.

37 And he shall say, Where are their gods, their rock in whom they trusted,

38 Which did eat the fat of their sacrifices, and drank the wine of their drink offerings? let them rise up and help you, and be your protection.

39 See now that I, even I, am he, and there is no god with me: I kill, and I make alive; I wound, and I heal: neither is there any that can deliver out of my hand.
Note:  The Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
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40 For I lift up my hand to heaven, and say, I live for ever.

41 If I whet my glittering sword, and mine hand take hold on judgment; I will render vengeance to mine enemies, and will reward them that hate me.

42 I will make mine arrows drunk with blood, and my sword shall devour flesh; and that with the blood of the slain and of the captives, from the beginning of revenges upon the enemy.

43 Rejoice, O ye nations, with his people: for he will avenge the blood of his servants, and will render vengeance to his adversaries, and will be merciful unto his land, and to his people.




Yet the Rock of their Salvation, the Lord of Hosts, the Mighty God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth led them the right way:




Psalm 107:7
7 And he led them forth by the right way, that they might go to a city of habitation.

Note:  The way which God takes in bringing His people to Himself is always the best way, though it does not always seem to us the nearest way.  Thus, we ought to keep in mind the Providences of God concerning us and our families, us and our land, and the many instances of that Divine care in which He, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has led us, and fed us, and kept us, all our days hitherto.



Numbers 31:16 
16Behold, these caused the children of Israel, through the counsel of Balaam, to commit trespass against the Lord in the matter of Peor, and there was a plague among the congregation of the Lord.


Joshua 22:16-18

16 Thus saith the whole congregation of the Lord, What trespass is this that ye have committed against the God of Israel, to turn away this day from following the Lord, in that ye have builded you an altar, that ye might rebel this day against the Lord?

17 Is the iniquity of Peor too little for us, from which we are not cleansed until this day, although there was a plague in the congregation of the Lord,

18 But that ye must turn away this day from following the Lord? and it will be, seeing ye rebel to day against the Lord, that to morrow he will be wroth with the whole congregation of Israel.



Numbers 25:1-3

1 And Israel abode in Shittim, and the people began to commit whoredom with the daughters of Moab.

2 And they called the people unto the sacrifices of their gods: and the people did eat, and bowed down to their gods.

3 And Israel joined himself unto Baalpeor: and the anger of the Lord was kindled against Israel.

Note:  Shittim, the place where the people sinned in the matter of Peor, and is here called Abelshittim, where the people began to worship Baal instead of the Lord God of Hosts, the Mighty God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.


Numbers 33:49 
49And they pitched by Jordan, from Bethjesimoth even unto Abelshittim in the plains of Moab.


Genesis 50:11
11 And when the inhabitants of the land, the Canaanites, saw the mourning in the floor of Atad, they said, This is a grievous mourning to the Egyptians: wherefore the name of it was called Abelmizraim, which is beyond Jordan.


Note:  Abel, the son of Adam.  Able in the Hebrew is Hebel.  Able means:  vapour or breath, something temporary.  Abel also signifies mourning.


This place was so called Abelshittim which will begin the mourning of the good people of Israel on account of that sin and of God's Great Wrath against them for it. It was so great a mourning that it gave a name to the place.



Numbers 33:1-56

1 These are the journeys of the children of Israel, which went forth out of the land of Egypt with their armies under the hand of Moses and Aaron.

2 And Moses wrote their goings out according to their journeys by the commandment of the Lord: and these are their journeys according to their goings out.

3 And they departed from Rameses in the first month, on the fifteenth day of the first month; on the morrow after the passover the children of Israel went out with an high hand in the sight of all the Egyptians.

4 For the Egyptians buried all their firstborn, which the Lord had smitten among them: upon their gods also the Lord executed judgments.

5 And the children of Israel removed from Rameses, and pitched in Succoth.

6 And they departed from Succoth, and pitched in Etham, which is in the edge of the wilderness.

7 And they removed from Etham, and turned again unto Pihahiroth, which is before Baalzephon: and they pitched before Migdol.

8 And they departed from before Pihahiroth, and passed through the midst of the sea into the wilderness, and went three days'journey in the wilderness of Etham, and pitched in Marah.

9 And they removed from Marah, and came unto Elim: and in Elim were twelve fountains of water, and threescore and ten palm trees; and they pitched there.

10 And they removed from Elim, and encamped by the Red sea.

11 And they removed from the Red sea, and encamped in the wilderness of Sin.

12 And they took their journey out of the wilderness of Sin, and encamped in Dophkah.

13 And they departed from Dophkah, and encamped in Alush.

14 And they removed from Alush, and encamped at Rephidim, where was no water for the people to drink.

15 And they departed from Rephidim, and pitched in the wilderness of Sinai.

16 And they removed from the desert of Sinai, and pitched at Kibrothhattaavah.

17 And they departed from Kibrothhattaavah, and encamped at Hazeroth.

18 And they departed from Hazeroth, and pitched in Rithmah.

19 And they departed from Rithmah, and pitched at Rimmonparez.

20 And they departed from Rimmonparez, and pitched in Libnah.

21 And they removed from Libnah, and pitched at Rissah.

22 And they journeyed from Rissah, and pitched in Kehelathah.

23 And they went from Kehelathah, and pitched in mount Shapher.

24 And they removed from mount Shapher, and encamped in Haradah.

25 And they removed from Haradah, and pitched in Makheloth.

26 And they removed from Makheloth, and encamped at Tahath.

27 And they departed from Tahath, and pitched at Tarah.

28 And they removed from Tarah, and pitched in Mithcah.

29 And they went from Mithcah, and pitched in Hashmonah.

30 And they departed from Hashmonah, and encamped at Moseroth.

31 And they departed from Moseroth, and pitched in Benejaakan.

32 And they removed from Benejaakan, and encamped at Horhagidgad.

33 And they went from Horhagidgad, and pitched in Jotbathah.

34 And they removed from Jotbathah, and encamped at Ebronah.

35 And they departed from Ebronah, and encamped at Eziongaber.

36 And they removed from Eziongaber, and pitched in the wilderness of Zin, which is Kadesh.

37 And they removed from Kadesh, and pitched in mount Hor, in the edge of the land of Edom.

38 And Aaron the priest went up into mount Hor at the commandment of the Lord, and died there, in the fortieth year after the children of Israel were come out of the land of Egypt, in the first day of the fifth month.

39 And Aaron was an hundred and twenty and three years old when he died in mount Hor.

40 And king Arad the Canaanite, which dwelt in the south in the land of Canaan, heard of the coming of the children of Israel.

41 And they departed from mount Hor, and pitched in Zalmonah.

42 And they departed from Zalmonah, and pitched in Punon.

43 And they departed from Punon, and pitched in Oboth.

44 And they departed from Oboth, and pitched in Ijeabarim, in the border of Moab.

45 And they departed from Iim, and pitched in Dibongad.

46 And they removed from Dibongad, and encamped in Almondiblathaim.

47 And they removed from Almondiblathaim, and pitched in the mountains of Abarim, before Nebo.

48 And they departed from the mountains of Abarim, and pitched in the plains of Moab by Jordan near Jericho.

49 And they pitched by Jordan, from Bethjesimoth even unto Abelshittim in the plains of Moab.

50 And the Lord spake unto Moses in the plains of Moab by Jordan near Jericho, saying,

51 Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, When ye are passed over Jordan into the land of Canaan;

52 Then ye shall drive out all the inhabitants of the land from before you, and destroy all their pictures, and destroy all their molten images, and quite pluck down all their high places:

53 And ye shall dispossess the inhabitants of the land, and dwell therein: for I have given you the land to possess it.

54 And ye shall divide the land by lot for an inheritance among your families: and to the more ye shall give the more inheritance, and to the fewer ye shall give the less inheritance: every man's inheritance shall be in the place where his lot falleth; according to the tribes of your fathers ye shall inherit.

55 But if ye will not drive out the inhabitants of the land from before you; then it shall come to pass, that those which ye let remain of them shall be pricks in your eyes, and thorns in your sides, and shall vex you in the land wherein ye dwell.
Note:  Vex in the Hebrew means:  adversary (satan), distress, be in affliction, enemy, narrower, oppress, pangs, shut up, be in a strait (trouble), vex.

56 Moreover it shall come to pass, that I shall do unto you, as I thought to do unto them.

Note:  While the children of Israel were in the wilderness their total separation from all other people kept them out of the way of temptation to idolatry, and perhaps this was one thing intended by their long confinement in the wilderness, that thereby the idols of Egypt might be forgotten, and the people aired (as it were) and purified from that infection, and the generation that entered Canaan might be such as never knew those depths of satan. 

Now that they were to pass over Jordan they were entering again into that temptation, and therefore, (1). They are here strictly charged utterly to destroy all remnants of idolatry. They must not only drive out the inhabitants of the land, that they may possess their country, but they must deface all their idolatrous pictures and images, and pull down all their high places (Verse 52). They must not preserve any of them, no, not as monuments of antiquity to gratify the curious, nor as ornaments of their houses, nor toys for their children to play with, but they must destroy all, both in token of their abhorrence and detestation of idolatry and to prevent their being tempted to worship those images, and the false gods represented by them, or to worship the God of Israel by such images or representations. 2. They were assured that, if they did so, God would by degrees put them in full possession of the land of promise, (Verses 53-54). If they would keep themselves pure from the idols of Canaan, God would enrich them with the wealth of Canaan. Learn not their way, (the way of the godless, the heathen, the Gentiles) and then fear not their power. 3. They were threatened that, if they spared either the idols or the idolaters, they should be beaten with their own rod and their sin would certainly be their punishment. (4.) They would foster snakes in their own bosoms, if you will as they would have satan, their adversary, vex them instead of being blessed by the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth (Verse 55). The remnant of the Canaanites, if they made any league with them, though it were but a cessation of arms, would be pricks in their eyes and thorns in their sides, that is, they would be upon all occasions vexatious to them, insulting them, robbing them, and, to the utmost of their power, making mischief among them as their adversary, sent to vex them. We must expect trouble and affliction from that, whatever it is, which we sinfully indulge, in that which we are willing accept should then tempt us we shall find will then vex us. (5.) The Righteous God, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, would turn that wheel upon the Israelites which was to have crushed the Canaanites: I shall do to you . . . "as I thought to do unto them."  (Verse 56). It was intended that the Canaanites should be dispossessed of the land completely.  However, if the Israelites fell in with them, and learned their way, they themsevles, the Hebrews would be the one's dispossessed.  God's displeasure would justly be greater against them than against the Canaanites themselves. Let us hear this, and fear. If we do not drive sin out, sin will drive us out.  Without the Grace of God, left up to us, to drive out the lusts, our lusts will be the death of our souls.
Hebrews 10:25-27
25 Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.

26 For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins,

27 But a certain fearful looking for of judgment and fiery indignation, which shall devour the adversaries.

Romans 6:11 
11Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.
1 John 2:1-3
1 My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous:

2 And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world.

3 And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments.
Revelation 1:4-6
4 John to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace be unto you, and peace, from him which is, and which was, and which is to come; and from the seven Spirits which are before his throne;

5 And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the first begotten of the dead, and the prince of the kings of the earth. Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood,

6 And hath made us kings and priests unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.

Romans 5:19-21 
19 For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous.

20 Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound. But where sin abounded, grace did much more abound:

21 That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord.
Romans 6:1-23

1 What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound?

2 God forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein?

3 Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?

4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

5 For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection:

6 Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.

7 For he that is dead is freed from sin.

8 Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him:

9 Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over him.

10 For in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God.

11 Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.

12 Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the lusts thereof.

13 Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God.

14 For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.

15 What then? shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but under grace? God forbid.

16 Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness?

17 But God be thanked, that ye were the servants of sin, but ye have obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine which was delivered you.

18 Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of righteousness.

19 I speak after the manner of men because of the infirmity of your flesh: for as ye have yielded your members servants to uncleanness and to iniquity unto iniquity; even so now yield your members servants to righteousness unto holiness.

20 For when ye were the servants of sin, ye were free from righteousness.

21 What fruit had ye then in those things whereof ye are now ashamed? for the end of those things is death.

22 But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life.

23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Note:  Sin, for a Born Again Believer, a True Worshiper, God's Elect, God's Chosen is in a weakened and a dying state, though it yet struggles for life, and even for victory.  The whole body of sin, whatever is not according to the Holy Law of God, must be done away, so that the True Worshiper, the Born Again Believer may no more be the slave of sin, but live to God, and find happiness in His service, as a slave to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
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As unholy lusts are not quite rooted out in this life, it must be the care of the Christian to resist the motions of sin, earnestly striving, that, through Divine Grace, sin may not prevail in this mortal state. Let the thought that this state of sin in our lives will soon be at an end, as an encouragement to the True Christian, as to the motions of lusts, which so often perplex and distress him. Let us present all ourselves to God, using His weapons or tools which are at the ready for the warfare, and work of His Righteousness, the Righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, in our service to Him. There is strength in the Covenant of Grace for us. Sin shall not have dominion. God's promises to us are more powerful and effectual for mortifying sin, than our promises to God. Sin may cause a major struggle in a real Believer, and create for him a great deal of trouble, but it shall not have dominion over him.  Sin indeed may vex him, but it shall not rule over him. Shall any take occasion from this encouraging Doctrine to allow themselves in the practice of any sin? Far be such abominable thoughts, so contrary to the perfections of God, and the design of His Gospel, so opposed to being under God's Grace. What can be a stronger motive against sin than the love of the Lord Jesus Christ? Shall we sin against so much goodness, and such love, that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth gave His life to free us from this sin?

Colossians 2:13-15
13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses;

14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;

15 And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it.


Romans 10:4 
4For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth.

John 6:40 
40And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day.

John 6:44 
44No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.

John 6:54 
54Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day.


Romans 4:23-25
23 Now it was not written for his sake alone, that it was imputed to him;

24 But for us also, to whom it shall be imputed, if we believe on him that raised up Jesus our Lord from the dead;

25 Who was delivered for our offences, and was raised again for our justification.

Romans 8:11 
11But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you.

Isaiah 32:17 
17And the work of righteousness shall be peace; and the effect of righteousness quietness and assurance for ever.

Job 33:26 
26He shall pray unto God, and he will be favourable unto him: and he shall see his face with joy: for he will render unto man his righteousness.

Psalm 7:17 
17I will praise the Lord according to his righteousness: and will sing praise to the name of the Lord most high.
Psalm 22:31 
31They shall come, and shall declare his righteousness unto a people that shall be born, that he hath done this.
Psalm 24:5 
5He shall receive the blessing from the Lord, and righteousness from the God of his salvation.
Psalm 97:2 
2Clouds and darkness are round about him: righteousness and judgment are the habitation of his throne.
Psalm 97:6 
6The heavens declare his righteousness, and all the people see his glory.

Psalm 98:2 
2The Lord hath made known his salvation: his righteousness hath he openly shewed in the sight of the heathen.

Psalm 103:17-18
17 But the mercy of the Lord is from everlasting to everlasting upon them that fear him, and his righteousness unto children's children;

18 To such as keep his covenant, and to those that remember his commandments to do them.

Isaiah 11:4 
4But with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity for the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth: with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips shall he slay the wicked.
Isaiah 59:17 
17For he put on righteousness as a breastplate, and an helmet of salvation upon his head; and he put on the garments of vengeance for clothing, and was clad with zeal as a cloak.


Isaiah 56:1 
1Thus saith the Lord, Keep ye judgment, and do justice: for my salvation is near to come, and my righteousness to be revealed.


Isaiah 64:6 
6But we are all as an unclean thing, and all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags; and we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities, like the wind, have taken us away.
Jeremiah 23:6 
6In his days Judah shall be saved, and Israel shall dwell safely: and this is his name whereby he shall be called, The Lord Our Righteousness.
Micah 7:9 
9I will bear the indignation of the Lord, because I have sinned against him, until he plead my cause, and execute judgment for me: he will bring me forth to the light, and I shall behold his righteousness.
Malachi 4:2 
2But unto you that fear my name shall the Sun of righteousness arise with healing in his wings; and ye shall go forth, and grow up as calves of the stall.
Matthew 6:33 
33But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you.


Romans 3:24-26
24 Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus:

25 Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God;

26 To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be just, and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus.


Philippians 3:8-21
8 Yea doubtless, and I count all things but loss for the excellency of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord: for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and do count them but dung, that I may win Christ,

9 And be found in him, not having mine own righteousness, which is of the law, but that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which is of God by faith:

10 That I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his sufferings, being made conformable unto his death;

11 If by any means I might attain unto the resurrection of the dead.

12 Not as though I had already attained, either were already perfect: but I follow after, if that I may apprehend that for which also I am apprehended of Christ Jesus.

13 Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before,

14 I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.

15 Let us therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded: and if in any thing ye be otherwise minded, God shall reveal even this unto you.

16 Nevertheless, whereto we have already attained, let us walk by the same rule, let us mind the same thing.

17 Brethren, be followers together of me, and mark them which walk so as ye have us for an ensample.

18 (For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ:

19 Whose end is destruction, whose God is their belly, and whose glory is in their shame, who mind earthly things.)

20 For our conversation is in heaven; from whence also we look for the Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ:

21 Who shall change our vile body, that it may be fashioned like unto his glorious body, according to the working whereby he is able even to subdue all things unto himself.
John 4:6
6 Now Jacob's well was there. Jesus therefore, being wearied with his journey, sat thus on the well: and it was about the sixth hour.

Well in the Greek means:  a fountain, spring, well.
Numbers 33:7-9

7 And they removed from Etham, and turned again unto Pihahiroth, which is before Baalzephon: and they pitched before Migdol.

8 And they departed from before Pihahiroth, and passed through the midst of the sea into the wilderness, and went three days'journey in the wilderness of Etham, and pitched in Marah.
9 And they removed from Marah, and came unto Elim: and in Elim were twelve fountains of water, and threescore and ten palm trees; and they pitched there.

Note:  Fountains here as well means wells in Exodus 15:27 mean:  eyes,  in the Hebrew, meaning:  spring (of water) an eye (literally or figuratively); by analogy, a fountain (as the eye of the landscape)  A fountain certainly can intrigue the eye.  A fountain is  the source of something, the source from which something proceeds or is supplied. 


 Revelation 7:17 
17For the Lamb which is in the midst of the throne shall feed them, and shall lead them unto living fountains of waters: and God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes.
The eyes, spiritual eyes, are the things we see God with, and His Kingdom.  Eyes are A fountain, which is  the source of something, the source from which something proceeds or is supplied.  Eyes can be evil, not seeing God.
Genesis 3:5 
5For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.


John 3:3 
3Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.
Note:  He cannot see the Kingdom of God, the Truth of God's Kingdom in Heaven where the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth sits exalted on the right hand of God the Father, much less enter into it!
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Genesis 3:7 
7And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together, and made themselves aprons.


Genesis 18:1-2
1 And the Lord appeared unto him in the plains of Mamre: and he sat in the tent door in the heat of the day;

2 And he lift up his eyes and looked, and, lo, three men stood by him: and when he saw them, he ran to meet them from the tent door, and bowed himself toward the ground,

Genesis 49:8-12
8 Judah, thou art he whom thy brethren shall praise: thy hand shall be in the neck of thine enemies; thy father's children shall bow down before thee.

9 Judah is a lion's whelp: from the prey, my son, thou art gone up: he stooped down, he couched as a lion, and as an old lion; who shall rouse him up?

10 The sceptre shall not depart from Judah, nor a lawgiver from between his feet, until Shiloh come; and unto him shall the gathering of the people be.

11 Binding his foal unto the vine, and his ass's colt unto the choice vine; he washed his garments in wine, and his clothes in the blood of grapes:

12 His eyes shall be red with wine, and his teeth white with milk.
Note:  This is a Prophecy of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth who came from the Tribe of Judah, whose eyes shall be red with wine (meaning read like the color of wine, as flames of fire).  Judah should be a very fruitful tribe, especially that it should abound with milk for babes, and wine to make glad the heart of strong men— with vines so common in the hedge-rows and so strong that they should be able to tie their asses to them, and so fruitful that they should load their asses from them—wine as plentiful as water, so that the men of that tribe should be very healthful and lively, their eyes brisk and sparkling, their teeth white, representing good health.

Revelation 1:13-18
13 And in the midst of the seven candlesticks one like unto the Son of man, clothed with a garment down to the foot, and girt about the paps with a golden girdle.

14 His head and his hairs were white like wool, as white as snow; and his eyes were as a flame of fire;

15 And his feet like unto fine brass, as if they burned in a furnace; and his voice as the sound of many waters.

16 And he had in his right hand seven stars: and out of his mouth went a sharp twoedged sword: and his countenance was as the sun shineth in his strength.

17 And when I saw him, I fell at his feet as dead. And he laid his right hand upon me, saying unto me, Fear not; I am the first and the last:

18 I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of hell and of death.

Exodus 24:17 
17And the sight of the glory of the Lord was like devouring fire on the top of the mount in the eyes of the children of Israel.
Numbers 11:6 
6But now our soul is dried away: there is nothing at all, beside this manna, before our eyes.
Numbers 15:38-40
38 Speak unto the children of Israel, and bid them that they make them fringes in the borders of their garments throughout their generations, and that they put upon the fringe of the borders a ribband of blue:

39 And it shall be unto you for a fringe, that ye may look upon it, and remember all the commandments of the Lord, and do them ; and that ye seek not after your own heart and your own eyes, after which ye use to go a whoring:

40 That ye may remember, and do all my commandments, and be holy unto your God.

Numbers 22:30-33
30 And the ass said unto Balaam, Am not I thine ass, upon which thou hast ridden ever since I was thine unto this day? was I ever wont to do so unto thee? and he said, Nay.

31 Then the Lord opened the eyes of Balaam, and he saw the angel of the Lord standing in the way, and his sword drawn in his hand: and he bowed down his head, and fell flat on his face.

32 And the angel of the Lord said unto him, Wherefore hast thou smitten thine ass these three times? behold, I went out to withstand thee, because thy way is perverse before me:

Numbers 24:16-17
 16He hath said, which heard the words of God, and knew the knowledge of the most High, which saw the vision of the Almighty, falling into a trance, but having his eyes open: 

 17I shall see him, but not now: I shall behold him, but not nigh: there shall come a Star out of Jacob, and a Sceptre shall rise out of Israel, and shall smite the corners of Moab, and destroy all the children of Sheth.
(The Prophet here says, I see Him, but not now – in the future . . . a Star (a Preacher) shall come out of Jacob, and a Sceptre (Sceptre – A Soverign, a King, : a staff or baton borne by a sovereign as an emblem of authority) shall rise out of Israel (the Lord Jesus Christ).

Note:  Either spiritual eyes to see God and His Truth, or eyes to see and do evil.
Joshua 23:13 
13Know for a certainty that the Lord your God will no more drive out any of these nations from before you; but they shall be snares and traps unto you, and scourges in your sides, and thorns in your eyes, until ye perish from off this good land which the Lord your God hath given you.

Judges 17:6 
6In those days there was no king in Israel, but every man did that which was right in his own eyes.
Judges 21:25 
25In those days there was no king in Israel: every man did that which was right in his own eyes.


Job 42:1-6
1 Then Job answered the Lord, and said,

2 I know that thou canst do every thing, and that no thought can be withholden from thee.

3 Who is he that hideth counsel without knowledge? therefore have I uttered that I understood not; things too wonderful for me, which I knew not.

4 Hear, I beseech thee, and I will speak: I will demand of thee, and declare thou unto me.

5 I have heard of thee by the hearing of the ear: but now mine eye seeth thee.

6 Wherefore I abhor myself, and repent in dust and ashes.

1 Chronicles 21:10-16
10 Go and tell David, saying, Thus saith the Lord, I offer thee three things: choose thee one of them, that I may do it unto thee.

11 So Gad came to David, and said unto him, Thus saith the Lord, Choose thee

12 Either three years' famine; or three months to be destroyed before thy foes, while that the sword of thine enemies overtaketh thee; or else three days the sword of the Lord, even the pestilence, in the land, and the angel of the Lord destroying throughout all the coasts of Israel. Now therefore advise thyself what word I shall bring again to him that sent me.

13 And David said unto Gad, I am in a great strait: let me fall now into the hand of the Lord; for very great are his mercies: but let me not fall into the hand of man.

14 So the Lord sent pestilence upon Israel: and there fell of Israel seventy thousand men.

15 And God sent an angel unto Jerusalem to destroy it: and as he was destroying, the Lord beheld, and he repented him of the evil, and said to the angel that destroyed, It is enough, stay now thine hand. And the angel of the Lord stood by the threshingfloor of Ornan the Jebusite.

16 And David lifted up his eyes, and saw the angel of the Lord stand between the earth and the heaven, having a drawn sword in his hand stretched out over Jerusalem. Then David and the elders of Israel, who were clothed in sackcloth, fell upon their faces.
