Romans 9:25

Note:  In here in the Greek means:  In, on, at, by, with.   Thus, " . . . in Osee, . . . "  Osee is the Prophet Hosea.   In Osee, i.e.:  By Osee, By the mouth of Osee, by the mouth of the Prophet Hosea . . . , “I will call them my people, which were not my people; . . .”
Hosea 1:1-11
1 The word of the Lord that came unto Hosea, the son of Beeri, in the days of Uzziah, Jotham, Ahaz, and Hezekiah, kings of Judah, and in the days of Jeroboam the son of Joash, king of Israel.

2 The beginning of the word of the Lord by Hosea. And the Lord said to Hosea, Go, take unto thee a wife of whoredoms and children of whoredoms: for the land hath committed great whoredom, departing from the Lord.

3 So he went and took Gomer the daughter of Diblaim; which conceived, and bare him a son.
4 And the Lord said unto him, Call his name Jezreel; for yet a little while, and I will avenge the blood of Jezreel upon the house of Jehu, and will cause to cease the kingdom of the house of Israel.
5 And it shall come to pass at that day, that I will break the bow of Israel, in the valley of Jezreel.
6 And she conceived again, and bare a daughter. And God said unto him, Call her name Loruhamah: for I will no more have mercy upon the house of Israel; but I will utterly take them away.

Note:  Loammi in the Hebrew means:  Flock, an assembly, tribe, people, nation.
10 Yet the number of the children of Israel shall be as the sand of the sea, which cannot be measured nor numbered; and it shall come to pass, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people, there it shall be said unto them, Ye are the sons of the living God.
11 Then shall the children of Judah and the children of Israel be gathered together, and appoint themselves one head, and they shall come up out of the land: for great shall be the day of Jezreel.
Note:  These promises by Jehovah God will not have accomplishment in full, until the general conversion of the Jews in the latter part of the latter days.  This Promise by God is applied to the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and the bringing in both of the Jews and the Gentiles under One Head, 1 Corinthians 11:1-4, under One Shepherd, Romans 9:25-26; 1 Peter 2:1-10, 19-26, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who IS the Chief Shepherd, 1 Peter 5:1-4, to those who are Called by God and who willingly commit to the Lord Jesus Christ’s guidance and government, Isaiah 9:6-7.  It is not said, " . . . they shall be my people."  What is Prophesied is that they will be called -- in the future, (as they are at that time future to this Prophesy) " . . . the sons of the living God."  Which is precisely the privilege bestowed by Grace on those who are Called by God, by faith, given then God’s Grace (being Born Again,) when brought to know the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as their resurrected Lord, God, and Savior.  Son of the Living God, NOT by profession of their faith merely, as so called “nominal Christians,” but by God's adopting Grace.  Henceforth to be called the Sons of God, John 1:11-13; Romans 8:14; Romans 8:19; Galatians 4:6; Philippians 2:15; 1 John 3:1-2.
Thus, by the Prophet Hosea we have the Judgment by God of a corrupt and faithless people, the Jews, and then God’s Grace towards the Gentiles, and afterwards YET AGAIN God's Grace towards Israel as a nation, which are very plainly announced, in words which embrace the whole of God's dealings with both the Jews and the Gentiles.

In the latter days, in the latter part of the latter days, when the children of Israel and Judah shall join together in seeking the Lord their God, the One true Messiah, God's Christ, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and shall be turned, and gathered to Him.  When then Israel and Judah there shall be no more as two Kingdoms -- two nations, but be united as one under their Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, under One Shepherd, One King.  When they shall appoint themselves One Head, One King, One High Priest, over the House of David, even the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who is the Head of Angels, the Head of every man, the Head of His body, which is His Church, Ephesians 1:20-22; 5:23, the federal and representative Head of His people, both now and in eternity and in time.  Such here is the sense of a Head to them, as a King is head over all His subjects.  This King, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the firstborn of every creature, by Him was all things created, and He is before all things, and by Him all things consists, Colossians 1:12-18.  As a natural head is to its body, that is, of the same nature with it, but rules over the body physical, and at the same time in union to it, lives the same life, though, is above the rest of the whole of the body, and more excellent than it.  Thus, here is Prophesied by the Prophet Hosea as the one to come Who is a perfect Head, which is God’s Messiah, God’s Christ, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as there being nothing wanting in Him, nor in any of His Offices:  that of King, Prophet, and/or Priests.
Note:  "Jezreel" is here used in a different sense from that in: 

Hosea 1:4
4 And the Lord said unto him, Call his name Jezreel; for yet a little while, and I will avenge the blood of Jezreel upon the house of Jehu, and will cause to cease the kingdom of the house of Israel.

Note:  Jezreel here in the Hebrew means:  God sows, God will sow.


Not then God will scatter:  Psalm 60:1; Psalm 80:19; Ezekiel 11:16-17; James 1:1.


They shall be the "seed of God, planted by God" again in their own land:  Deuteronomy 30:3; Ezekiel 28:25; Jeremiah 24:6; 31:28; 32:41; Amos 9:15; John 11:51-53.

30 What shall we say then? That the Gentiles, which followed not after righteousness, have attained to righteousness, even the righteousness which is of faith.

The Kingdom of Judah resulted from the break-up of the once United Kingdom of Israel (1020 B.C. to about 930 B.C.,) after the northern tribes (Israel) refused to accept Rehoboam, the son of Solomon, as their King.  Since King Solomon became pagan, worshiping pagan "gods," Leviticus 18:21; Leviticus 20:1-7; 1 Kings 11:7; 2 Kings 22; 23:1-10; Isaiah 2:1-21; Jeremiah 32:26-40, and idols, and taught the people to sin. The Tribes of Israel complained not to Rehoboam of his father King Solomon's idolatry, and Solomon's revolt from God. That which was the greatest grievance, was none to them, as they too had left Jehovah God in their false worship, 1 Kings 12:1-33. The Nation of Israel's main concern was if they might live at case, and pay no taxes. The people might be less shocked at worshiping Jehovah, the God of Israel, under an image of golden calves, than if they had at once been asked to first worship Baal.  Thus, by doing this in first the worship of calves, it made way for that idolatry.  All of the northern nation of Israel were come to Shechem to make Rehoboam King, as this was what they pretended, though in reality it was to seek occasion against him, and make Jeroboam their King.  Jeroboam believed that if the people of the northern nation of Israel, whom Jeroboam was their King, went down to Jerusalem to Worship Jehovah God, then the heart of the people would return to the Lord God of Israel, Jehovah, and they would then turn against Jeroboam as their King, and make Rehoboam the King of Judah their King, and they shall then kill Jeroboam.  Thus, Jeroboam said to the people of the northern Nation of Israel, behold thy gods, O Israel, which brought thee up out of the land of Egypt, using the same words the High Priest Aaron did on a like occasion.  The cause and occasion of the sin of idolatry is shown here, as it led them by degrees to leave off the worship of the One True God of Israel, Jehovah, the Lord of Hosts, and to worship these calves as "gods".  The people went to worship before one of the calves setup as a "god" in Dan, which was the furthest city off, such was their great zeal for idolatrous worship.  They went there even before that at Bethel was set up, and even they that were at Bethel would go as far as Dan to worship, such was their veneration for both the calves now called their "god".  Jeroboam built a "temple at Dan," and set up several altars in it for sacrifice, both for burnt offerings, and for incense, and too for devil worship, making a "priesthood" like that at Jerusalem, but made "priests" of the lowest of the people, those who were not Levites.  Jeroboam enriched himself, by taking the cities that belonged to the Priests and Levites, which they were obliged to leave, and from whence he drove them, 2 Chronicles 11:14-15, so Jeroboam pleased the people by laying open the Priesthood common to them, and freeing them from the payment of Tithes and taxes alike. 
1 Kings 14:21-24
21 And Rehoboam the son of Solomon reigned in Judah. Rehoboam was forty and one years old when he began to reign, and he reigned seventeen years in Jerusalem, the city which the Lord did choose out of all the tribes of Israel, to put his name there. And his mother's name was Naamah an Ammonitess.

22 And Judah did evil in the sight of the Lord, and they provoked him to jealousy with their sins which they had committed, above all that their fathers had done.

23 For they also built them high places, and images, and groves, on every high hill, and under every green tree.
24 And there were also sodomites in the land: and they did according to all the abominations of the nations which the Lord cast out before the children of Israel.

At first, only the Tribe of Judah remained loyal to the House of King David, but soon after the Tribe of Benjamin joined the southern Tribe of Judah under Rehoboam.  The two Kingdoms -- Judah in the south, and Israel in the north, co-existed uneasily after the split, until the destruction of Israel (in the north) by the Assyrians in 722-721 B.C. then left the Kingdom of Judah in the south as the sole remaining Kingdom. 

The major narrative of the Old Testament, in the Holy Bible concerns the loyalty of the Kingdom of Judah, and especially its Kings to Yahweh -- Jehovah God, the Lord of Hosts, which is the God of Israel.  Virtually all the Kings of Israel, and almost all the Kings of Judah, were called bad or evil by Jehovah God, as they failed to enforce the True Worship of Yahweh -- Jehovah God, alone.  Of the "good" Kings, King Hezekiah of Judah (727–698 B.C.) is noted for his efforts at stamping out idolatry, specifically the false worship of Baal and Asherah.  Asherah was called in the Holy Bible the false worship of the "Queen of Heaven," and God states concerning the Kingdom of Israel, "Therefore pray thou not for this people, . . . , Jeremiah 7:16; Jeremiah 11:14".  Pray not for this people, because they worshiped false "gods," including Baal, 1 Kings 18:1-46, and Asherah -- "the Queen of Heaven,"  Jeremiah 7:18; Jeremiah 44:17–19, 25.
However, King Hezekiah successors, Manasseh of Judah (698–642 B.C.) and Amon of Judah (642–640 B.C.), revived idolatry, drawing down upon the Kingdom of Judah the anger of Yahweh - Jehovah God.  King Josiah of Judah (640–609 B.C.) returned to the True Worship of Yahweh - Jehovah God, alone, but his efforts were too late and the southern Kingdom of Judah's unfaithfulness to Jehovah God caused God to permit the Kingdom of Judah's destruction by the Babylonians in 587-586 B.C..

God is a divorcée, using His Own Law to divorce the Kingdom of Israel, Deuteronomy 24:1-5; Jeremiah 3:1-10.  (Contrary to what the "churches" teach about divorce, God allowed it in His Law, www.alemattec.com/What did Jesus REALLY say concerning divorce - Matthew 5-31 and32.doc).

God divorced the northern Kingdom of Israel which had first turned to worshiping Baal and Asherah, 1 Kings 18:1-46, and then the southern Kingdom of Judah did the same, Jeremiah 3:1-10.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Preached for three years to those in the southern Kingdom of Judah, mainly, then Christ Jesus sent His Apostles, and the 70 first to the House of Israel in the north, Matthew 10:1-7; Matthew 15:21-25.  
The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth separated out of His disciples, 70 others, that is, besides the 12 whom the Lord Jesus Christ Chose and Called out from among the multitude of the disciples, ordaining these 12 as His Apostles, Luke 6:12-16.  Again then, in addition to the Apostles, the Lord Jesus Christ selected and ordained (Ordained:  To establish by order.  To be the author of, to cause.  To acquire, to provide a thing for oneself (i. e. for one's own use).  Thus, hand Chosen by order.) 70 others, in allusion to the 70 elders of Israel, Numbers 11:16.  The rulers over Israel, the Jewish Sanhedrim, more correctly, Sanhedrin (Greek: synedrion), meaning “a sitting together,” or a “council”, Matthew 5:22; 26:59-68; Mark 15:1, is sometimes said to consist of 71, and sometimes of 72, though commonly it is said to be of the round number 70.  These 70 disciples of the Lord Jesus Christ also were representative of that number, Matthew 10:1-7; Matthew 15:21-25.  This “council” is referred to simply as the “Chief priests and elders of the people,” Matthew 26:3, 47, 57, 59; Matthew 27:1, 3, 12, 20, before whom the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was tried on the charge of His claim of being the Messiah.  The Apostles Peter and John were brought before the Sanhedrin for promulgating heresy, Acts. 4:1-23; Acts 5:17-41, as was also the Deacon Stephen on a charge of blasphemy, Acts 6:8-15, and also the Apostle Paul for violating a Temple by-law, Acts 22:30; Acts 23:1-10.
The Sanhedrin consisted of 71 members, the High priest being President.  Within the Sanhedrin there were three classes of Priests:  1.)  The Chief Priests -- the heads of the 24 Priestly courses, 1 Chronicles 24:1-31,  2.) the Scribes (Doctors of the Law, i.e.:  Lawyers,) and 3.) the Elders.  The Sanhedrin, which was the highest Judicial Court in the land, “In all causes and over all persons, ecclesiastical and civil, supreme".  The Sanhedrin decrees were binding, not only on the Jews within Israel, but on all Jews wherever scattered abroad.  Its jurisdiction was greatly curtailed by King Herod, and afterwards by the Romans, not permitting the Sanhedrin to execute the death penalty prescribed under the Old Testament Law.  Only Rome could execute someone worthy of death.
The Sanhedrin usual place of meeting was within the precincts of the Temple, in the Hall of Hewn Stones, i.e.:  “Gazith,” but it sometimes met also in the Palace of the High Priest, Matthew 26:1-5.  The High Priest was usually assisted by two Vice-Presidents (Priests).  The Hall of Hewn Stones (in Hebrew, Lishkat ha-Gazit, or just “Gazith,”) was the meeting place of the Sanhedrin during the Second Temple period.  It was built into the north wall of the Temple, half inside the sanctuary and half outside, with doors providing access both to the Temple and to the outside. The name Gazith, Hall of Hewn Stones, presumably arises to distinguish it from the buildings in the Temple complex used for ritual purposes, which had to be constructed of stones unhewn by any iron implements. 

The last binding decision of the Great Sanhedrin appeared in 358 A.D, when the Hebrew Calendar was adopted. The Sanhedrin was dissolved after continued persecution by the pagan Roman Empire. Over the centuries, there have been attempts to revive the institution, such as the Grand Sanhedrin convened by Napoleon Bonaparte and modern attempts in Israel.

The Grand Sanhedrin was a Jewish High Court convened in Europe by Napoleon I to give legal sanction to the principles expressed by the Assembly of Notables in answer to the 12 questions submitted to it by the government. The name was chosen to imply that the Grand Sanhedrin which was extinct since late antiquity now had the authority of the original Sanhedrin that had been the main legislative and judicial body of the Jewish people in classical and late antiquity.
An Assembly of Jewish notables was summoned in April 1806 by the Emperor Napoleon I to consider a set of 12 questions. Those who attended were largely from the Bordeaux or Rhine regions (Alsace and Lorraine). They were led by Rabbi David Sinzheim of Strasbourg, who then became the President of the Sanhedrin.
The questions presented were:
1. Is it lawful for Jews to have more than one wife? 
2. Is divorce allowed by the Jewish religion? Is divorce valid, although pronounced not by Courts of Justice, but by virtue of Laws of the Old Testament now in contradiction to the French code? 
3. May a Jewess marry a Christian, or may a Jew marry a Christian woman? Does Jewish Law order that the Jews should only intermarry among themselves? 
4. In the eyes of Jews are Frenchmen not of the Jewish religion considered as brethren or as strangers? 
5. What conduct does Jewish Law prescribe toward Frenchmen not of the Jewish religion? 
6. Do the Jews born in France, and treated by the law as French citizens, acknowledge France as their country? Are they bound to defend it? Are they bound to obey the laws and follow the directions of the civil code? 
7. Who elects the Rabbis? 
8. What kind of police jurisdiction do the Rabbis exercise over the Jews? What judicial power do they exercise over the Jews? 
9. Are the police jurisdiction of the Rabbis and the forms of the election regulated by Jewish Law, or are they only sanctioned by custom? 
10. Are there professions from which the Jews are excluded by their Law? 
11. Does Jewish Law forbid the Jews to take usury from their brethren? 
12. Does it forbid, or does it allow, usury in dealings with strangers? 

Of course, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth cursed the false system of the Jews, including their false Priesthood which had incorporated God's Law with that of Egyptian, Philistine, and Babylonian teachings into an evil Judaistic system which was under satan, as was the Scribes and the Pharisees, John 8:44, www.alemattec.com/The satanic burning of incense by the Roman Catholic 'church' . . . .doc.  Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth curses the Jews Priesthood and it was destroyed, along with it the Sanhedrin, as well as their Temple that King Herod who called himself the "King of the Jews," had built them. 4 And they shall build the old wastes, they shall raise up the former desolations, and they shall repair the waste cities, the desolations of many generations.
They shall be my people . . .
Jeremiah 24:7; Jeremiah 31:1; Jeremiah 31:33; Jeremiah 32:37-42; Ezekiel 11:20; Ezekiel 37:27; Zechariah 8:8; 2 Corinthians 6:16
One Shepherd over them (both Jew and Gentile) . . .

Ecclesiastes 12:11
11 The words of the wise are as goads, and as nails fastened by the masters of assemblies, which are given from one shepherd.

John 10:16
16 And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I must bring, and they shall hear my voice; and there shall be one fold, and one shepherd.

Note:  Kings were called shepherds, as was King David who was a shepherd of sheep (a flock,) but then became the shepherd of a people.
Ezekiel 34:23
23 And I will set up one shepherd over them, and he shall feed them, even my servant David; he shall feed them, and he shall be their shepherd.
Note:  The Shepherd Messiah, The King Messiah, being of the seed of David, BUT at once ALSO the root of King David, or the one that produced King David in the first place, is the One Great Shepherd, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
Revelation 22:16
16 I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star.



Hebrews 13:20-21
20 Now the God of peace, that brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus, that great shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant,
21 Make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that which is wellpleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.
It shall come to pass . . .
Acts 2:21
21 And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall be saved.

Acts 3:23
23 And it shall come to pass, that every soul, which will not hear that prophet, shall be destroyed from among the people.
Note:  " . . . which will not hear that prophet, shall be destroyed from among the people." This references Deuteronomy 18:15, 18-19, specifically verse 19 below. He that hears not Him, hearkens not to God by this Prophets words, in whose name Moses speaks, and whose word he delivers, shall be destroyed from among God's people.  

Deuteronomy 18:15-22
15 The Lord thy God will raise up unto thee a Prophet from the midst of thee, of thy brethren, like unto me; unto him ye shall hearken;
16 According to all that thou desiredst of the Lord thy God in Horeb in the day of the assembly, saying, Let me not hear again the voice of the Lord my God, neither let me see this great fire any more, that I die not.
17 And the Lord said unto me, They have well spoken that which they have spoken.
18 I will raise them up a Prophet from among their brethren, like unto thee, and will put my words in his mouth; and he shall speak unto them all that I shall command him.

19 And it shall come to pass, that whosoever will not hearken unto my words which he shall speak in my name, I will require it of him.
Note:  Require here in the Hebrew means:  Seek, require, demand, make inquisition, with an accusative of a thing:  so that blood is required:  As in, Genesis 9:5; Genesis 42:22; Deuteronomy 18:19; Ezekiel 33:6; Ezekiel 34:10, Psalm 9:12. 
This Prophet, which was liken unto Moses, a Jew, John 4:9, coming from within the midst of the Brethren, as a Mediator between God and man, 1 Timothy 2:5, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, a Prophet Mighty in Deed and word before God and all the people, Luke 24:13-20.

20 But the prophet, which shall presume to speak a word in my name, which I have not commanded him to speak, or that shall speak in the name of other gods, even that prophet shall die.

21 And if thou say in thine heart, How shall we know the word which the Lord hath not spoken?

22 When a prophet speaketh in the name of the Lord, if the thing follow not, nor come to pass, that is the thing which the Lord hath not spoken, but the prophet hath spoken it presumptuously: thou shalt not be afraid of him.
Romans 9:26
26 And it shall come to pass, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people; there shall they be called the children of the living God.
