Luke 2:34-35

34 And Simeon blessed them, and said unto Mary his mother, Behold, this child is set for the fall and rising again of many in Israel; and for a sign which shall be spoken against;

35 (Yea, a sword shall pierce through thy own soul also,) that the thoughts of many hearts may be revealed.

Note:  Thou shalt suffer with him, by sympathy, empathy, more than any other of his friends, because of the nearness of thy relation, and strength of affection, to Him as her own son.  When the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was abused, it was a sword (sword here in the Greek also meaning:   piercing grief, long and broad) in her soul.  His, the Lord Jesus Christ's suffering, would be spiritual, emotional, and physical, and Mary's would be emotional suffering for Him.   Sword here in the Greek means:  A long and broad cutlass (any weapon of the kind that was long and broad, i.e.:  sword,  lance, javelin, pike, pikestaff, shaft, spear, either literally or figuratively) -- sword -- a large, broad sword" that both cuts and pierces – an imposing sword.) in her bones. When she stood by His Cross at Calvary, and saw the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth dying, we may well think her inward grief was such that it might truly be said, "A sword pierced through her soul, it cut her to the heart," and "that hou shalt suffer for Him".
