Note:  The Greeks have some eight different words for the word Love.  We, English speaking peoples, have only one which causes great confusion when reading the Holy Bible.  I'll give an example of five different uses below.  The word Love in the Greek, used in Luke 6:27 above is the word:  agapate (love), which means;  I love, wish well to, take pleasure in, long for; denotes the love of reason, esteem (not a heart love, but love through your reason, hold them in esteem, even though fallen).  In other words, not to hate them.  (Similar to "hate the sin, not the sinner").  With the Born Again Believer, agapate (love) means actively doing what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth prefers and Commands, and agapate (love) is with Him (by His Power, by His Command, by His direction). True agapate ("love") is always defined by God – as a "discriminating affection which involves choice and selection."  

Philos, affectionate love toward a close friend;
Phileo: "to kiss toward,";
Agapao:  extremely fond of, to love dearly -- beloved; 
Agape:  unconditional love (love by decision, not on condition), brotherly love, love of family members, such as in:  John 15:9-10.


John 7:7
7The world cannot hate you; but me it hateth, because I testify of it, that the works thereof are evil.

John 15:18
18If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it hated you.
1 John 3:13
13Marvel not, my brethren, if the world hate you.

It's not that the world (satan's family) hates you; they hate the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Son of God, because their works are evil (of satan); therefore, they take the hated of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and direct it at those who are His, in His family, His world.

As God the Father, through His Only Begotten Son the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, has shown love toward His family, that is when we hated God and had not been yet Adopted into God's family by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth's Righteousness, unto Himself, i.e.:  while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us (His family, His world).  Likewise, we are Called to show love to others outside of God's family:  Act like your Father in Heaven, that is if you are Called, Chosen, Sanctified by the Lord Jesus Christ's blood, you too are Called to show others love, for you have been shown love.


Example of Agape (love);

Romans 5:8
8But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.
Note:  Commendeth in the Greek means:  approve, establish, to make, compose (compose by uniting parts into one whole).
